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Title: Organized Approaches to Increase Colorectal Cancer Screening

Purpose: New competitive, five-year funding grant opportunity to increase colorectal cancer screening rates among an applicant-defined target population of persons 50-75 within a partner health system, defined geographical area, or disparate population.


Component 1:   Health Systems Change to Increase and Improve Colorectal Cancer Screening - implement evidence-based interventions (EBIs) and other strategies in partnership with health systems to institute organized screening programs.

Component 2: CRC Screening Delivery to Improve Access to the Underserved (optional) - provide direct screening and follow-up services for a limited number of individuals aged 50-64 in the program’s priority population who are asymptomatic, at average risk for CRC, have inadequate or no health insurance for CRC screening, and are low-income.


LHD involvement: Included as part of Component 2 in providing direct services to the underserved. Identify women who meet eligibility requirements – age, income, non-insured, never had a colonoscopy. Provide eligible women education and referral to UCCP for triaging and follow-up. An extra $10 will be given to LHD’s for identifying, educating and referring  each eligible patient and will be done in conjunction with B&C and BeWise screening.
Award of Component 2 is contingent upon receiving Component 1 award.

Additional funding could be included for years 2-5 as interests of LHD’s increase.
