1.  CALL TO ORDER.
Mayor Allred calls the room to order and welcomes the guests and Town Board.
2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.
Mayor Allred calls on Bob Archibald to lead the pledge of allegiance.
3.  ROLL CALL:

4.  DISCLOSURES AND DECLARATIONS OF CONFLICT OF INTEREST.
No one has any declarations of conflict of interest.
	DISCUSSION AND ACTION ITEMS
5.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM JANUARY 8, 2015 TOWN BOARD MEETING.
Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the minutes from the January 8, 2015 Town Board meeting.  Councilor Williams moves to approve the minutes from January 8, 2015 Town Board meeting.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
6.  JIM MERCER-HOME OCCUPATION 110 N. 200 W.-WEB DESIGN.
Mayor Allred calls on Jim Mercer to discuss the home occupation he would like to start.  Mercer states that he would like to set up a business for web design.  The clerk said he had a complete application and the Planners approved him last night.   No one has any questions or concerns about the home occupation, so Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the business license for a home occupation for Jim Mercer.  Councilor Williams moves to approve the application for a web design business/home occupation at 110 N. 200 W.  Councilor Cornelius seconds the motion.  All are in favor.

7.  ONE TIME LOT SPLIT-350 S. MAIN ST.-BOB & CHRIS ARCHIBALD.
Chris Archibald presents his application for a one time lot split.  They have the deeds showing the new lot descriptions.  The lot is the old Campuzano lot.  The split will be from north to south.  One lot will have the full frontage on Main St and the other lot will be off 400 S.  Each lot will be .45 of an acre and will meet the requirements for a lot.  A water hook-up is the next line of business so everything looks to be in order.  There are no further questions and Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the lot split at 350 S. Main St.  Councilor Allred moves to approve the lot split.  Councilor Williams seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
8.  WATER HOOK-UP FOR NEW LOT CREATED AT 350 S. MAIN ST.  BOB & CHRIS ARCHIBALD.
Mayor Allred said there shouldn’t be any problems with a new water hook up and describes where the lines run on that street.  He asks for a motion to approve the water hook-up for Bob & Chris Archibald.  Councilor Allred moves to approve the water hook-up for the newly created lot at 350 S. Main St which will be the west lot.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
9.  BUILDING PERMIT FOR A HOUSE AT THE NEWLY CREATED LOT AT 350 S. MAIN ST.
Chris Archibald presents his plans for a house at the newly created lot at 350 S. Main St.  The house will be built for Cole Crane.  The plans were drawn by Chris Archibald.  Mayor Allred asks if the plans passed Planning & Zoning.  The clerk said they did.  Town Board study the plans and the setbacks.  No one can see a problem with them.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the house plans for Bob and Chris Archibald.  Councilor Shugart moves to approve the plans for a house for Bob & Chris Archibald at the newly created lot at 350 S. Main St.  Councilor Allred seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
10.  BUILDING PERMIT APPLICATION FOR AN ATTACHED GARAGE AT 65 E. 300 N.-DEAN MILLER.
Dean Miller is absent, but the clerk shows Town Board the plans for an attached garage at 65 E. 300 N. for Dean Miller.  It is for an attached garage at the manufactured house Dean Miller put on the property last year.  Councilor Williams asks if that is all one lot.  The clerk said yes, it can’t be split either.  The clerk said the Planners approved the garage last night at Planning & Zoning.  Town Board are happy with the plans and no one has any further questions.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the plans.  Councilor Williams moves to approve the plans for an attached garage for Dean Miller.  Councilor Cornelius seconds the motion.  All are in favor.  
11.  DEAD BRANCHES AT TRANSFER STATION-WHAT IS GOING TO HAPPEN TO THEM?  WHEN CAN THEY BE BURNED AND WHO WILL BURN THEM.  

Councilor Allred said the Iron County Fire Warden will burn the branches because they are in Iron County.  He is waiting for a favorable day.  Councilor Allred talked to him today and he said he will get to it when he gets to it.  He is waiting for a favorable day when the smoke index is right.  Councilor Williams said we can get a dumpster for branches in the future, but that won’t help for now.  Councilor Allred said he wouldn’t let us burn them.  If anyone wants to call and ask him, I have his phone number.





12.  MIKE CARPENTER-COMPLAINT ABOUT 500 N. AND MAIN ST. INTERSECTION.  

Mayor Allred asks Mike to state his case.  Carpenter states that he didn’t want his agenda item listed as a complaint, rather as a concern.  He is concerned that we took a puddle and now have created a possible problem in the future.  You took a puddle on the side of the road and pushed it into the middle of the road.  Standing water isn’t good.  His concern is that we will wake up in a year and have a 4 inch pot hole on Main St.  Councilor Williams asks if it is deep enough for a culvert there.  Councilor Cornelius said the road needs to be built up for a culvert.  Mayor Allred said he has looked at it two or three times.  He sees it as flat and doesn’t see how you can fix the road without raising the road.  Councilor Cornelius said to get an 8 inch culvert you would have to raise it up.  Councilor Williams asks if we could get it to the north side if it would continue to go north?  Councilor Cornelius said he thinks it would.  Carpenter said we need to take care of our roads.  Councilor Williams said we have some money we need to use before June.  If we can get a culvert up there we could get it to the other side.  Mayor Allred said he wouldn’t go with a little culvert.  Councilor Williams said we should go get some elevations.  Mayor Allred asks who is going to laser it.  That is not decided.  Councilor Williams said we have to do something there.  Then we can chip seal it in the spring.  

13.  KANARRAVILLE FIRE DEPARTMENT GROWTH-CB GRANTS-IRON COUNTY COMMISSION REQUEST TO HELP WITH EMERGENCY CALLS IN THE AREA.  FIRE CHIEF TYLER ALLRED.
Councilor Allred asks if anyone has a problem getting into the CB grant program to try to add on or re-build the fire station.  It might take years.  Does anyone have a problem with him applying for that?  No one has a problem with that.  Councilor Allred said you don’t know what you will get until they award it, but he will start the papers.  It took Cedar City eleven years to get their fire trucks.
14.  TOWN VANDALISM-STREET LIGHTS SHOT OUT-EXPENSE TO TOWN AND POWER COMPANY.
Mayor Allred asks the clerk to report.  The clerk states that the Fullmans called about a street light out on their street on 1st South.  When the power company came to repair it, they saw that someone had shot out the light and the head needed to be replaced which costs about $500.00.  Rocky Mountain Power wanted the town to be aware of and vigilant for vandals and asked the clerk to bring it up in Town Board.  The clerk is told to put a blurb in the newsletter about it.
15.  DRAINAGE AT PARKING LOT AND AROUND 100 N AT PARKING LOT.  TOWN MAINTENANCE WANTS ADVICE FROM TOWN BOARD.
Mayor Allred asks the maintenance men to discuss what they want.  Tom Talbot said this is a dammed if you do and dammed if you don’t situation.  Rain water will now goes toward Mary Winingar and toward Regouski’s.  He wonders if you could go in with a back hoe and dig that ditch deeper and make the water go down toward Mary’s and try to split it up.  Councilor Williams said that would work.  With that last rain, the parking lot saved Mary’s garage.  Talbot asks what we would like to do, a ditch or culvert in front of her house.  What size culvert should we get?  Mayor Allred said whatever size she decides to buy unless it is our decision to do it.  Councilor Williams said the problem is that the house is lower than the street so it is hard to fix.  You saw how the water was running through her lot?  It does the same thing at my house when it rains like that.  For some reason it cuts across and goes right through my south lot.  Talbot said he could get in there with a back hoe and open it up by Regouski’s and get it going around his house.  Councilor Williams said he thinks he would make an invert there, not much bigger than it is now and let her go through a little valley to her driveway.  Councilor Cornelius said you can’t really put a culvert there.  Mayor Allred said make a gravel curb and gutter.  Talbot said he will try to split it up.  We can take a lot of the pressure off Regouski.  Mayor Allred said to use their discretion.  Councilor Williams said when we look at chipping the road, we could cut the sides of some of these roads and put in some road base, then chip them.  Talbot asks if we could get the county road department down to blade the road to the water tank.  Councilor Williams said you would have to go through the commissioners.  We try to do it every other year.  Mayor Allred said we did it last spring.  Councilor Williams said we need to keep that road accessible.  Talbot doesn’t have anything else.
16.  BUDGET REVIEW-CORRECTION FROM LAST MONTH ABOUT UNRESTRICTED FUND BALANCE, $2,000.00 AUDITOR ERROR CONCERNING UNSRESTRICED FUND BALANCE, EXPENDITURE APPROVALS, QUARTERLY PROFIT AND LOSS REPORTS AND DISCUSS BUDGET AMENDMENTS FOR THE YEAR.
Mayor Allred asks the clerk to report.  The clerk reports that last month part of the town fix for the uncompliant unrestricted fund balance was to amend the budget and spend more money on roads this year.  However, after studying the budget with the town accountant, Amber Nielson, we already corrected the problem last year by raising revenues higher in this budget.  That means we already corrected it for this year, but he and Amber will keep a close eye to make sure we don’t do it again.  This will mean we have about $74,000.00 this year to spend on streets.  We are also looking at a parks and recreation department budget amendment.  We only have $745.00 in the budget right now for parks and recreation, and we have a couple of projects we want to finish this year.  The clerk asks if he should get the budget amendments ready for March?  Town Board agrees with that.  Mayor Allred wants to get some bids with road companies so we have that in place.  Councilor Williams said if we chip and seal, Lambs are the best for that.  We should get on their list.  The clerk said Amber will be coming in February to go over the books and we can look at the budget and decide how best to amend it.  
The clerk said we are probably also looking at a General Government amendment.
The clerk reports that Amber Nielsen found a $2,000.00 error on the Agreed Upon Procedures.  The auditors were reporting we were out of compliance by $12,000.00.  It was actually only $10,000.00.  This was corrected on the final report.  
The clerk gives Town Board the quarterly reports to review.  No one has any questions on those.  The clerk asks if there are any questions on the expenditures report.  No one has any questions on those and Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the expenditures for February.  Councilor Cornelius Moves to approve the expenditures for February.  Councilor Allred seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
The Clerk asks about Steve Platt and having Iron County come down and do the dikes.  The clerk wants to know if he should call Steve Platt.  He is told to call Steve Platt by Town Board.  Councilor Williams said the ditch down 4th South needs to be cleaned out too.
The clerk reports that Tami Shugart has volunteered to help us with our website.  Town Board does not have a problem with that.
17.  IRON COUNTY AMBULANCE-FINAL DISCUSSION-TOWNS POSITION.
Mayor Allred reports that after about fifty hours of meetings, the Iron County Commissioners have agreed to let Sheriff Gower have the ambulance until October to see if he can turn it around.  If not, then they are going to privatize.  We each had to state our position.  The position Mayor Allred took was the one we discussed at our last meeting, that we feel we are willing to pay our share of the current costs, but we don’t feel obligated to pay for the shortfall from the last ten years.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Allred said the commissioners are going to charge Kanarraville and Paragonah $50,000.00 for our sheriff’s protection.  This is illegal and wrong and they have tried it before.  We are small enough that we are guaranteed, according to the Attorney General of the State of Utah that we are afforded sheriff’s protection provided by the Iron County Sheriff.  Mark Gower confirmed that he feels like it is his responsibility to help us out.  But in thinking there might be some problems on this, we have agreed with Paragonah City that we will employ our attorneys to work together to combat this charge from Iron County.  Mayor Allred thinks the charge is based on calls to Kanarraville.  Paragonah has called for the dispatches to Paragonah and only about 10% of the calls are actually to Paragonah.  The rest are out on the freeway, and Buckhorn, but they are being dispatched as Paragonah.  Mayor Allred thinks we are in the same boat.  Mayor Allred asks if we can get those records from the sheriff’s department.  Councilor Allred said he has a guy working on it.  Mayor Allred said he talked to Connie tonight and she is adamant that we don’t have to pay this.  Councilor Williams said they tried to do this before and it turned out illegal.  Councilor Allred said everything around us they say is Kanarraville.  He bets we don’t average three calls per month.    
18.  NEW BUSINESS.  
There is no new business to report.
19.  TOWN BOARD REPORTS.
Councilor Allred has nothing to report.
Councilor Shugart reports that he went to the RTAC meeting and there is not anything effecting Kanarraville to report.
Councilor Cornelius has a question.  He has a man who wants to do some indexing at the cemetery.  He wants to put everything on a hard drive and put the maps on Find A Grave.  Does anyone have a problem with that?  He wants to put burial certificates on the hard drive too.  Mayor Allred asks that we find out if they are public documents before we proceed.  Councilor Cornelius said he isn’t sure the burial certificates will be made public, or put on a disc for us to use.  Councilor Cornelius asks if anyone has a problem with him pursuing this.  No one does.
Councilor Williams has nothing to report.
20.  MAYOR’S REPORT.
Mayor Allred has already reported.
21.  ADJOURN.
Mayor Allred asks for a motion to adjourn.  Councilor Cornelius moves to adjourn the meeting.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
