	CC Construction looked at the roof on building #3 at the Affordable Housing complex to give the council an idea of the cost.  There are two options to consider:  architectural shingles or steel, the approximate cost of the shingles style is $4000 and the approximate cost for steel roof is $5000.  There is an expected life of 25 years for the shingles and the steel has an indefinite life expectancy.  The council would like to get bids for the steel roof style for building #3; clerk will verify money in budget.

	Bromide Mining is moving forward with their RV park plans. They have sent all the paper work for the building permit to Wayne County and will have the mayor sign off on the permit as soon as they get the paperwork back from the county.   Bromide is requesting the required forms for a new hookup from the Town of Hanksville and the cost of impact fees and new connection fees.  The impact fee is $1350 for new water service and the connection fee for this is the actual cost of the materials to put in the new water meter and connections.  Also, a Non-owner application needs to be on file.  The new meter will be installed on the main line closest to the property owner requesting a new hook-up.  Bromide will also need to purchase a business license to operate as an RV park.
