ADMINISTRATIVE REVIEW/REPORTS/FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS – COMMISSION
Changes in Board Meeting Schedules – Commissioner Scott

Commissioner Scott reported there have been some meeting schedule changes for the Bear River Mental Health Board, Bear River Health Department Board, and Bear River Water Conservancy District Board in the upcoming month.
Meeting with BLM – Commissioner Hadfield 

Commissioner Hadfield said a meeting was held with the BLM and ranchers in Park Valley.  There was discussion concerning fire suppression and fire lines to protect the nesting areas for the sage grouse.
RENAMING THE BESO TO THE J. LYNN YEATES BUILDING – SHERIFF POTTER

Sheriff Potter introduced Court Bailiff Alex Evans.  He read a memo Officer Evans had written suggesting the building for the Box Elder County Sheriff’s Office be renamed the J. Lynn Yeates Public Safety Building as a tribute to the many years of service Sheriff Yeates provided.
MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to change the name of the current public safety building to the J. Lynn Yeates Public Safety Building.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.
APPOINTMENT OF DALE WARD TO THE BEAR RIVER HEALTH BOARD – COMMISSION

Commissioner Scott stated with the recent changes to the schedule of meetings for the health board, Kathy Perry is no longer able to attend.  He thanked Kathy Perry for her hard work and dedication on the board.  It has been recommended someone from public safety be appointed to the board.  Sheriff Potter has recommended Chief Deputy Dale Ward be appointed to the board.  

MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to appoint Dale F. Ward to serve on the Bear River Health Department Board.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.
APPOINT MIKE HOVEY/WILLARD FLOOD CONTROL BOARD – COMMISSIONER HADFIELD

Commissioner Hadfield suggested Mike Hovey serve on the Willard Flood Control Board to replace Richard Stucky.
MOTION:  Commissioner Hadfield made a motion to appoint Mike Hovey to the Willard Flood Control Board with the term expiring December 31, 2015.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Scott and unanimously carried.
FORGIVENESS OF PENALTIES & INTEREST/PARCEL 02-052-0007 – SHAUN THORNLEY

Treasurer Shaun Thornley stated they received a request to waive penalties and interest on parcel #02-052-0007.  He explained the property was inadvertently recorded in the wrong name and the tax notices were sent to the wrong address.  The name has been changed and corrections have been made.
MOTION: Commissioner Hadfield made a motion to waive the penalties and interest on parcel #02-052-0007.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Scott and unanimously carried.  
RESOLUTION #15-01/APPOINTMENT OF COUNTY BUDGET OFFICER – TOM KOTTER

Auditor Tom Kotter explained there was a bill passed by the legislature requiring the commission to designate a budget officer.  A resolution has been drafted designating the County Auditor as the Budget Officer of Box Elder County.
MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to adopt Resolution #15-01 “Appointment of County Budget Officer, designating the County Auditor as the Budget Officer”.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.

WRITE-OFF ACCOUNTS SENT TO COLLECTIONS – TOM KOTTER

Auditor Tom Kotter explained there are some delinquent accounts that need to be written off and some that need to be sent for collection.  Some of the accounts to be written off are due to an agreement for the debtor to pay in full and the county would waive the interest.
MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to write-off the listed accounts and send the other accounts to collections.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.

POLICY UPDATES TO POLICY 4 AND POLICY 7 – JENICA BAGGS

Human Resources Director Jenica Baggs explained the policy changes.  She stated Policy 4 changes the internal hiring posting to five days instead of ten and removes language requiring personnel actions to be discussed in a closed session.  Policy 7 makes technical changes to clarify benefits for part-time employees.
MOTION:  Commissioner Hadfield made a motion to accept the changes to Policy 4 and Policy 7.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Scott and unanimously carried.
RECESS

The commissioners took a recess to hold an RDA meeting.
AMENDMENTS TO LWCF AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE STATE OF UTAH & BEC – MITCH ZUNDEL

Chairman Summers explained the amendments to the Land and Water Conservation Fund agreement concern transferring the remaining encumbrances to a property in Mantua in order to finalize the sale of property in Brigham City.

MOTION: Commissioner Scott made a motion to accept the amendments to the LWCF agreement between the state of Utah and Box Elder County.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.
PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD

Pam Tingey of Tremonton stated she gave the commissioners some material to look over for new curriculum in the jail.  She explained it is a six month program with 24 instructional, self-teaching, and motivational CD’s.  Ms. Tingey gave an example of a family member who was released from jail.  She stated the program helps those being released so they hopefully don’t return to jail.    
DeAnna Hardy of Brigham City gave a history about BRAG (Bear River Association of Governments).  She said BRAG was formed in 1971 and it redistributes the people’s money to pay for employees, buildings etc.  She stated if we continue to follow this trend, there will be a loss of personal freedom and bankruptcy; nations will become enslaved.  We need to protect the freedom by following the constitution of the United States.  The war in heaven is reigning in on us today and we should heed the counsel of the prophets. Man should not be compelled to be charitable. Reaching into someone else’s pocket is despicable.
