DISCOVERY 

Discovery turn-around times are as follows: 21 calendar days until July 30, 2015; 

fourteen calendar days between July 31, 2015, and September 8, 2015; and seven calendar days 

or best efforts thereafter. Parties shall serve copies of all filings on other parties by electronic 

mail at or before the time an electronic copy of the document is required to be filed with the 

Commission. In the event a document filed with the Commission or produced in response to a 

discovery request cannot reasonably be transmitted by electronic mail, the party filing the 

document shall file an electronic copy of the document on CD (or, if an electronic copy is not 

available, a paper copy) with the Commission by hand delivery and shall serve an electronic 

copy of the document on CD (or, if an electronic copy is not available, a paper copy) on each 

applicable party by hand delivery if the party being served is in the same metropolitan area as the 

serving party, or by overnight courier if the party being served is located in a different 

metropolitan area from the serving party. 

NOTICE OF WORKGROUP MEETINGS 

 Parties at the Scheduling Conference agreed to form an informal workgroup led by the 

Division to discuss various topics including, but not limited to, the topics identified in the 

Commission’s notice of March 9, 2015. The workgroup meetings will be held Monday, April 

27, 2015, beginning at 10:00 a.m. (MDT); and on Tuesday, May 12, 2015, Thursday, June 

25, 2015, and Wednesday, July 8, 2015, beginning at 9:00 a.m. (MDT), Fourth Floor Room 
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401, Heber M. Wells Building, 160 East 300 South, Salt Lake City, Utah. The Division will 

file an agenda with the Commission at least seven calendar days in advance of each workgroup 

meeting. 

 Parties at the Scheduling Conference expressed their intent to engage in confidential 

settlement discussions at the conclusion of the workgroup meetings on May 12, June 25 and 

July 8, 2015. To participate in the confidential settlement meetings, parties must have filed a 

petition for intervention in this docket by April 12, 2015, and been granted intervention by the 

Commission by the date of the confidential settlement meetings. 

Neither the Commission nor its staff will participate in the workgroup meetings or 

confidential settlement meetings and such meetings are not part of the formal schedule in this 

docket. Moreover, the content of or the materials provided at such meetings will not become part 

of the record in this docket. The Division may, however, provide feedback to the Commission 

regarding the workgroup meetings in a form the Division and workgroup meeting participants 

deem appropriate.
