Doug welcomed everyone to the meeting and noted that the reorganization of the commission would take place tonight.

Approval of Minutes

CeCille made a motion to approve the minutes.  Rich seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.    

Doug told the members of the planning commission that the General Plan passed the mustard and is now officially on the books.

Jeff presented the required documents for a building permit including, Ag Land Declaration, 2 plot plans, Manual D&J for energy codes, utility agreement and the deposit fee of $200.  The Hillock’s are working with the city engineers to run a water line and sewer line to their home.  The approximate square footage of the home is 3123 and the set back is 50 ft. form the property line and they also have the correct acreage plus frontage.
