		Mr. Brent C. Overson spoke under “Citizen Public Input” reading the following letter:

Honorable Council Members:

I would like Salt Lake County to name the Valley Regional Park at 5100 South 2700 West in Taylorsville after Gary C. Swensen.  I’ve listed some of the considerations for naming this recreation facility The Gary C Swensen Regional Park.

Gary C. Swensen, 76, was born and raised in Taylorsville.  The son of a sugar beet and onion farmer, he has lived in Taylorsville his entire life outside of three years he spent in California on an LDS Church mission.  Taylorsville remains his home today.

Gary grew up playing sports and has loved athletics his entire life.  He has played in dozens of volleyball, basketball and softball leagues sponsored by the Salt Lake County Recreation Department.   He is no longer able to play, but he relishes the many memories of competition and teamwork. 

His involvement with recreation goes far beyond league play.  While in his early 20’s Gary accepted a position as acquisition director for the Salt Lake County Recreation Department.  A few years later he was appointed the superintendent of the county’s recreation department.  During his 20 years at the helm, he directed the construction and development of several parks and recreation centers that continue to serve the public today and bring beauty to our neighborhoods.

Gary also directed the development and management of adult and youth sports leagues that were enjoyed by thousands.  Meanwhile, countless other county residents improved their golf game playing on one of the county’s several golf courses.

Gary was driven by the belief that a well-managed recreational department is essential to a community’s health and happiness.

During Gary’s 16 years on the Granite School Board he also worked closely with Salt Lake County’s recreation board.  His involvement helped ensure a cooperation between the county and the school district that remains to this day.  His involvement in education also included a term on the Utah State School Board.

His involvement in recreation, community sports and fitness stretched beyond administration.  For years he coached youth volleyball in church and county recreation leagues, teaching hundreds of young men the value of competition, sportsmanship and fair play.
