I. Call to Order
Joedy calls the Sugar House Park Authority Board meeting to order at 6:00 pm.

No board members are absent.
County staff member present is:  Craig Cheney.

George reminds the attending special event request audience that beginning this year they may now make their event reservations up to one year in advance.
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II. Special Event and Athletic Field Use Requests Approval

Liz Merrell, Alzheimer’s Association

Liz is here to request holding their event at the park.  Last year they held their 2-mile walk at Murray City Park, but have out-grown it.  They are looking for a date in September since that is a nationwide Alzheimer’s disease awareness month where up to 600 cities will hold events.

Liz is requesting the afternoon of September 19 and there are no events, but due to the size of the morning’s American Heart Association event, the board says this could cause a conflict.  The board discusses various dates and everyone finally agrees on the morning of August 22.

George makes a motion to approve the Alzheimer’s Association walk event on the morning of August 22 at the Parley’s Creek Pavilion.
Melanie seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

Rebecca Siirola, Mountain West SGNA

Rebecca is here to request holding their second annual Buns Up 5k walk/run event.  The event is to raise awareness and educate about colon cancer.

Wayne makes a motion to approve the Mountain West SGNA Buns Up 5k event on March 21 at the Big Field Pavilion.
Lucy seconds the motion.

Jessica Wignall, Workspace Elements
Jessica is here to request holding a charity 5k for Neuroworks.  They are requesting May 2.

Ben Knudson, Utah Youth Rugby
Mark Numbers is here on behalf of Ben.  He would like to amend the request for use of the soccer/lacrosse field to include Saturdays through June from 8 am until 8 pm and on Wednesdays from March through June.  They would only need Saturdays from March through May from 10 am until 2 pm. 

The board begins to assess which days to approve given the schedules of special events and of Highland lacrosse.  Wayne proposes that this be done off-line.

Wayne makes a motion to have the dates selected by the Park Operations office instead of taking the meeting time to do it now.
Chad seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

Mark asks the board if they would consider establishing a permanent rugby field along the south side of the park.

Aubree Hazard, The Splash-n-Dash

Aubree is here to request holding a 5k event featuring water obstacles such as slip-n-slides, sprinklers and hoses.  Funds raised would be dontated to the Youth Link charity.  Aubree is expecting up to 1000 participants.  Water trucks will supply the water features stationed throughout the park.

The board expresses some concerns.  Wayne says the weight of the trucks and even the quality of the water being used could be an issue.  Chad is concerned about water on the grass and it turning the area into a muddy pit.  Aubree would agree to be assessed the $1,000 damage deposit.

The board makes no motion, but agrees to hold the requested July 11 date for her to revise the event and come back again.

Kristen Kenley, REI

Kristen is here to request holding a small 5k run on Sunday, September 13.  They will have 2 aid stations plus a start/finish arch.

Melanie makes a motion to approve the REI  event on September 13 at the Sugar Beet Pavilion.
Lucy seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

David Adamson, Pi Kappa Alpha

David is here to request holding a charity 5k/dog walk to raise money for Camp Hobe.  They have also partnered with host Labs 4 Liberty which is a non-profit that trains service dogs to be given to veterans with PTSD free of charge.  They are requesting to hold the event on Sunday, April 12 at the Big Field Pavilion.

Chad makes a motion to approve the Pi Kappa Alpha event for April 12 at the Big Field Pavilion.
George seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

Rick Carbajal, Classic Lowriders Car Club

This is the second year for holding their club’s car show and family event at the park.  They will use the Big Field Pavilion and then stage the cars and bicycles along the access road leading to the pavilion.  The show is open to the public, no fees are charged and the BBQ is just for their club’s families. 

Wayne makes a motion to approve Classic Lowriders Car Club event on May 3 at the Big Field Pavilion.
George seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

Sara Howard, Melanoma Research Foundation

Sara is not present.  George has spoken with Sara by phone.  She needs to update her application showing that her 5k route will be within the park instead of through the neighboring city streets.  When the updated application is received, she will be put on the board’s March meeting agenda.

Angie Koford, Utah Clean Air Partnership (UCAIR)

Angie is not present.  At last month’s board meeting, UCAIR was approved to hold their gas can exchange program at the Fabian Lakeside Pavilion parking lot on February 28.  Angie has now submitted a request to move the event date to April 11, but an approved 5k event is scheduled for the same date.

The board doesn’t see a conflict.  UCAIR may want to see if the Garden Center’s parking lot is available on that date; it could offer easier patron access.

George makes a motion to approve moving the UCAR gas can exchange program event to April 11 at the Fabian Lakeside Pavilion parking lot.
Lucy seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

Bill Bosgraph, Utah Soccer Association

Bill is not present.  Bill has written a letter to the park board asking for a refund for not using all of their permitted play on the soccer field for 2014.  Craig explains this became an issue when they would not move their soccer goals for the 4th of July event and the park crews refused to move the soccer goals back to the soccer field after the event.  
Joedy asks that both Bill Bosgraph and Corey Bullock come to a board meeting to discuss this issue.

Richard has come (again) to a board meeting without getting on the meeting agenda.  Joedy asks him to submit paperwork to Craig and then he will be put on the March board meeting agenda properly!

IV. Discussion of 4th of July Fireworks

Joedy reviews the events of this season, mainly that Scott Workman has resigned.  Joedy talked to Scott and thanked him for his years of service.

There are both good aspects and bad aspects about having a fireworks show.

George says that at last month’s meeting the board passed a motion urging our board president to make public the fact that there will be no fireworks show this year.

Both the City and County have set aside funding for the fireworks.  However, it seems unlikely that if the City isn’t going to sponsor fireworks for its own shows, how could it than choose to fund fireworks for Sugar House?

Landon says we need to involve the community more.

Wayne says we should tell the SH community council and chamber of commerce about not having a fireworks show.  Joedy will send out a press release the end of March.

The board consensus is to take a year off from holding the event.  Do we need to re-work the event holder agreement and make it more palatable to event organizers?

V. Highland High Baseball Field Agreement Status Update

George has concluded his work related to mass gathering permits.  When Scott Workman went to the wrong City office for obtaining his 2014 fireworks show permit, it caused the City to ask if SHPA should be doing the vetting for event organizers.  The fact that our special event form references the proper agencies for obtaining permits, such as Mass Gathering, he has concluded that we do not need to change our own permitting process.
