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Minutes of 3/11/15 Meeting

1. Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM.
2. Minutes of 2/11/15 meeting were approved, motion by Doris Richards, 2nd by Diana van Uitert.
3. Update on Questar Gas Line through the park – by Diana van Uitert: Excavation was halted for one day on 3/10/15 because they discovered what appeared to be an ancient site (3000 to 7000 years old). Small bones and remains of a cooking fire were in the path of the excavation. The onsite archeologist collected samples, surveyed the find, and marked off the adjacent area. Trenching operation was relocated and resumed the following day. Trenching and laying the pipe is expected to be completed by the end of March. Re-vegetation will follow.
4. County Report on Park Activities – by Wayne Johnson: 
a. The County Architect will visit the Poulson farm house for an assessment soon.
b. REI will conduct 12 compass training sessions in the park this summer starting April 24.
c.  Comcast has scheduled a group of volunteers to tend to the park; main activity will be clipping rye grass seed heads and bagging the heads. They expect 500 people. DDAB Board members are requested to be present to be stewards, 8 AM on April 25.
d. The Wall Gate area has been cleaned up by County crew.
e. There will be a Board Member training session at the April 8 meeting.
f. The annual weed eradication work party is scheduled for the May meeting.
5. Update on Fuels Reduction – by Terry Wood: Brianna Binnebose will have a report ready for the April meeting.
6. Update on Muir-Poulson House – by Terry Wood: Independent Contractor will assess the structure for historical potential. Schedule is not definite.
7. Amphitheater Ideas: Concern over the condition of the amphitheater was expressed and some ideas for its future that were mentioned include:
a. Remove it and salvage the retaining blocks
b. Relocate the monument stone
c. Repurpose the existing facility:
i. Display area for budding “wall art” artists
ii. Camp fire pits & picnic tables
iii. Listen to the people who are actually using the facility
d. Members were encouraged to think of potential solutions
e. Sherrie Robertson proposed that we “recommend to the county council that the Nature Center be built per the master plan”. This discussion will be continued at the next meeting; Wayne will email copies of the master plan to board members.
8. New Business:
a. The Sandy Mayor has proposed paving the north rim trail from Granite Park down to 300 E. Responses by Board members were divided, a show of hands poll indicated that a majority were opposed.
b. The park areas of responsibility assigned to individual board members will be reviewed at a future meeting.
c. There seems to be increasing interest in reopening discussions concerning the Nature Center. A letter of support for a new Dimple Dell Nature Center from the Board to the County Council would help generate interest. Terry Wood will work on this.
