 August 16, 2010


Minutes of the regular meeting of the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District (DCWCD) Board held at the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District Building, 275 West 800 South, Roosevelt, Utah, for the purpose of conducting business as posted on the agenda.






PRESENT:  Board Members: Lynn Burton, Chairman; Bruce Dart, Moreen Henderson, Larry Ross, Art Taylor, Max Warren.   General Manager:  Randy Crozier.  DCWCD Asst. Manager:  Dex Winterton.  DCWCD Admin. Asst.:  Adrienne Marett.  Excused Absence:  Board Member Kevin Rowley.  General Public:  None present.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Lynn Burton called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and thanked everyone for their attendance.  

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE REPORT:

Chairman Lynn Burton stated that the Executive Committee had prepared the agenda for this meeting on Friday, July 30, 2010.

Mr. Larry Ross was welcomed as the new board member filling Mr. Brad Hancock’s unexpired term as one of municipal representatives.  (Due to health reasons Mr. Hancock had asked to resign from his DCWCD and LBA board positions the end of June.)  Mr. Dart inquired about the requirements for serving as a municipal representative.  Mr. Taylor discussed that a municipal representative must live within an incorporated city’s boundaries to be eligible. Mr. Taylor is currently serving as the other municipal representative for the District.  The Board also discussed that the DCWCD Board was also composed of two representatives from the Duchesne/Strawberry River Division, two representatives from the Lake Fork/Yellowstone River Division, and one representative from the Uintah Division.  

MINUTES:

The DCWCD Board reviewed the minutes of the work session and regular session board meeting held on June 14, 2010.  Chairman Burton inquired, in regard to the work session minutes, if the rehabilitation of the Defa Diversion could be done for $20,000 or less.  Mr. Crozier stated that the amount stated in the minutes ($20,000 or less) was an estimated amount but the Defa Diversion was a small structure, and as there already was a rock sill in place in the river, it probably could be done for less than $20,000.00.

Mr. Larry Ross asked for clarification on the terms of the contracts for the 3,000 acre feet of Block “1B” water from Starvation Reservoir.  Mr. Crozier replied that the contracts were long-term permanent contracts but contained a clause that, with two years advance notice to the contract participant, the water could be converted  back to meet municipal needs.  Mr. Crozier explained that any necessary reduction to the agricultural water because of municipal needs would be proportionally reduced across the board with all contract holders reduced, not just a reduction to one individual or entity.

Mr. Crozier further clarified that the 39 acre feet being discussed was just the remainder of the 3,000 acre feet of Block “1B” water that hadn’t been subscribed for previously.  Mr. Crozier stated that the 39 acre feet was first offered back to the irrigation companies who had already signed subscription contracts, but as none of those companies wanted the additional water, it was then advertised and offered to individual subscribers.  Of the six applications received, two were ineligible, so the 39 acre feet was then apportioned between the four remaining applicants.  He stated that all four applicants had completed signing their contracts, also the contracts had been approved and signed by DCWCD, Central Utah Water Conservancy District (CUWCD), and then forwarded on for final signature by Mr. Reed Murray, U.S. Department of the Interior.  DCWCD was just awaiting the return of the signed contracts.  Mr. Taylor mentioned that one of the applicants, Dr. David Burkley, Rocking B Ranch, might be selling his ranch.  Chairman Burton explained that the water would stay with the land if the ranch were to be sold and the new owner would have the opportunity to participate in receiving Block “1B” water if he wanted to sign a contract.

Ms. Moreen Henderson had a correction for the regular session board minutes where Mr. Warren was listed twice on one of the motions.  Mr. Taylor also had a some suggestions for clerical corrections.  Ms. Marett stated that she would see that all corrections suggested were made to the final copy of the minutes.

Mr. Max Warren made a motion that the corrected minutes be approved.  Ms. Moreen Henderson seconded the motion.  Board members voting in favor of the motion:  Mr. Burton, Mr. Dart, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Ross, Mr. Taylor, Mr. Warren.  Excused absence:  Mr. Rowley.  Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  As no general public was in attendance, no public comments were recorded.  Chairman Burton turned the time over to DCWCD General Manager Randy Crozier.

DUCHESNE/STRAWBERRY RIVER DIVERSIONS:

Mr. Crozier reported that Mr. Mark Holden, Utah Reclamation Mitigation and Conservation Commission (URMCC), as well as representatives from Utah Division of Wildlife Resources (DWR) and Trout Unlimited had come out to look at some of the diversion structures on the Duchesne River.  Mr. Crozier stated that DWR was concerned that there was whirling disease in the fish population below the Rhodes Diversion and also possibly in fish located above the diversion structure, but would have to do additional testing to confirm it.  Mr. Crozier stated that if there wasn’t any whirling disease found above the Rhodes Diversion the state would like the structure to serve as a fish barrier, however if there was whirling disease already present above the structure, the state would like the structure designed to allow fish passage.  Mr. Crozier also stated that there were some concerns by Trout Unlimited of the trout going into the irrigation canal rather than remaining in the main channel of the river so they may want to have the canal access screened.

Mr. Crozier also reported that he had met with Mr. J.R. Kirkaldie, U.S. Forest Service, to discuss possible rock sources from Forest Service lands for the Rhodes Diversion.  Mr. Kirkaldie had stated that there was a talus slope located at the end of the road on the North Fork of the Duchesne River.  Mr. Valton Mortensen, U.S. Forest Service, had also stated that it might be possible to obtain rock at a low cost from them and they would look into it.  The Rhodes Diversion would require some NEPA work as it was located on Forest Service lands.  Mr. Crozier stated the proposed rehabilitation on the Rhodes wouldn’t take place this fall, but was proposed for next fall.  Mr. Crozier commented that he hadn’t talked to Mr. Max Fabrizio, or whoever was currently president of the Rhodes Canal Company, but he imagined that they would be amenable to having their diversion structure rebuilt.

Mr. Taylor inquired about funding available for the project.  Mr. Crozier replied that DCWCD still had some URMCC funds available, also that Mr. Holden, URMCC, was working on seeing if some “blue ribbon fishery” funding could be obtained.  Also the Utah Division of Wildlife Resources might be able to obtain some funds and the representative from Trout Unlimited had stated that they had been successful in obtaining funds if it facilitated structures that provided fish passage.

The DCWCD Board also briefly discussed some of the construction details such as leaving the current structure in place as a base and placing large rock around it but DCWCD would need to hire an engineer to see if that was structurally feasible.  Mr. Taylor inquired about the condition of the wing walls.  Mr. Crozier stated that there was some undercutting by the river on the wing wall on the far side of the river.  Ms. Henderson asked the age of the diversion structure.  Mr. Crozier replied that it possibly was built in the 1940s or 1950s but that he could not see a date on the structure.  Mr. Taylor concurred that it probably was built in the late 1940s.

Mr. Crozier also reported that on the Tabby Diversion the fences were supposed to be back in place by July 15th but he hadn’t talked to anyone as yet to see if those had been completed.

CANAL LINING PROJECT (PHASE II):

Mr. Crozier reported, in regard to the Duchesne County Colorado River Salinity Control Project (Phase II), that he had not talked any further with Mr. Tod Smith, Ute Tribe attorney, in regard to the right-of-way on the T.N. Dodd Canal.  Mr. Crozier gave a brief overview of the “Bonnin Ditch” and how it was later transferred from Dry Gulch Irrigation to the T.N. Dodd Irrigation Company.  Mr. Crozier stated that he had hoped that it and other rights-of-way issues would have been cleared up by the adoption of the Ute Compact but it was voted down.  He also commented that he understood the Compact might possibly be voted on again in the future but did not have any further information. 

UBRP - 203:

Mr. Crozier reported that there would be permanent contracts on the Sand Wash Reservoir water this fall.  Mr. Crozier asked Mr. Dart if Johnson Water District had definitely decided whether they wanted to request any of the 1,000 ac. ft. of M&I water available from Sand Wash.  Mr. Dart stated that Johnson Water District had definitely decided not to request any of the 1,000 ac. ft. available.  Mr. Crozier stated he would also like to have that decision stated in an official letter from the Johnson Water District.

GREEN RIVER:

Mr. Crozier reported that Mr. Gawain Snow, Uintah Water Conservancy District (UWCD) General Manager, had told him that UWCD had signed a lease with an oil shale company for 5,000 acre feet of Green River water at $50.00 an acre foot and that the company would take the water in 100 acre foot increments.  Mr. Snow had also said that the oil shale company was anticipating that this lease would fulfill their need for additional water for approximately 10 years.  Mr. Ross commented that, at $50.00 an acre foot, it was relatively inexpensive water for the oil shale company at that price.  Mr. Crozier stated that $50.00 an acre foot was what Duchesne City had charged for their raw water in the past.  Mr. Crozier also stated that at one time he figured that if an entity were to buy farm ground at $3,500.00 an acre and convert the ag water over to M&I it would work out to about $40.00 an acre foot. 

Mr. Crozier stated that the water that DCWCD had leased to Newfield Production Company was leased at $20.00 an acre foot (.00258 cents per barrel).  Mr. Crozier commented that if Newfield hadn’t leased the Green River water and developed the collector well to utilize it, DCWCD probably wouldn’t have been able to retain the water rights allotted by the Utah State Board of Water Resources.  Mr. Crozier also stated that he hadn’t had any further discussion with Mr. Mike Guinn, Newfield Production Company, in regard to the Green River water issues discussed with the Board in the May board meeting.  Mr. Crozier commented that DCWCD was awaiting the official notification regarding the extension of the water rights beyond the 50 year limit, but he had been assured that the extension would be forthcoming.  (The original water right with BOR was for 50 years, later this water right was turned over to the Utah State Board of Water Resources who then allocated a portion to DCWCD.)

HIGH MOUNTAIN LAKES (HML) STABILIZATION:

Mr. Crozier stated that the Regional Forester, Harvey Forsgren, as well as Randy Welch, Western Region Wilderness Forest Coordinator, had been up to view the East Timothy and Deer Lake projects.  Mr. Crozier stated that discussion had also been had about stabilizing the lakes in the Uinta drainage.  Mr. Crozier stated that it would require a main-stem dam on the Uinta River then require stabilizing the First Chain Lake, Third Chain Lake, Atwood Lake, Fox Lake, and Crescent Lake.  Mr. Crozier also reported that Mr. Bob Leake, Utah Division of Water Rights, Vernal office, had asked if Mr. Crozier had ever been aware of a leak in the groin on the south-west side of Atwood Lake and that it had been moving some “fines”.  Mr. Crozier would like to accompany Mr. Bob Leake when Mr. Leake goes into the Uinta drainage to do an inspection.  Mr. Crozier stated that Mr. Leake had said the Division of Water Rights was going to get an engineer to determine what they needed to do in regard to a repair on Atwood.

Mr. Crozier also briefly discussed some of the construction details encountered in taking down the water level on East Timothy Lake this year such as an interior layer of organic material inside the existing dam that hadn’t ever been stripped.  Mr. Crozier also stated that he would be going back to the mountain tomorrow, August 17th and the plan was to finalize the East Timothy project on Wednesday, August 18th.  Mr. Crozier reported that the last work with the skidsteers had been on Friday, August 13th but that currently he had the hand crew hand-building the upper end of the low-flow channel where he didn’t want to take a trackhoe in.  The crew would also be assigned to start organizing and packaging things for the helicopter flight out.  It looked like it would probably take about 23 loads at East Timothy Lake and 6 loads at Deer Lake.

Mr. Crozier reported that Mr. Everett Taylor with the State Engineer’s Office had came in to the project during the week of August 9th.  Mr. Taylor had asked that some additional riprapping, etc. be done at East Timothy, also that the spillway be cleaned and a burn pile moved on Deer Lake.  Mr. Crozier reported that approximately another 6,000 cubic yards of material was moved in order to finish the last details of the project.  Mr. Crozier stated that the majority of the temporary workers would be brought out by Flying J Outfitters on Thursday, August 19th and the plan was to have the helicopter fly out the loads on August 24th to Mill Park.  Ms. Henderson asked about the time period for workers.  Mr. Crozier stated that as of the week of August 16th it should only be 11 weeks for his children so they would have another week available to help.  Mr. Crozier discussed some of the details on the gate structure installed at East Timothy Lake, also the grouting work.

Mr. Crozier excused himself from board meeting at this time to participate in a conference call in regard to the Highway 40 Project.  Mr. Crozier turned the time over to Mr. Dex Winterton to discuss what was taking place on the river automation project and other projects, also to take the DCWCD Board on a brief tour of the DCWCD building and shop.
BUREAU OF RECLAMATION (BOR) RIVER HEADING AUTOMATION / RWTA:

Mr. Winterton reported that one of the things under discussion had been whether it would be a 75%/25% cost-share on the Rural Water Technology Alliance (RWTA) contract for the coming year (with DCWCD providing the 25%) or a 50%/50% cost-share.  Mr. Winterton reported that he had received good news and the BOR representative had gotten the 75%/25% cost-share extended for one more year, then it would remain to be seen what the cost-share amount would be in consecutive years.  Ms. Henderson and Mr. Ross inquired about the process of canal companies putting in requests for assistance.  Mr. Winterton also reported that the new Duchesneriver.org website was now set up so that the individual river commissioners (Mr. Lee Carter, Mr. Shane Hamblin, and Mr. John Swasey) could update the information on their own particular rivers.

Chairman Burton asked Mr. Winterton to clarify what RWTA was.  Mr. Winterton explained that the Rural Water Technology Alliance was composed of three entities, Emery County Water Conservancy District, Sevier River Water Conservancy District, and Duchesne County Water Conservancy District with funds coming from a line item on the BOR annual budget.  (Each entity also pays $10,000 in annual dues and 3% back to RWTA on any grant funds received from BOR.)  Mr. Winterton commented that as well as working with BOR on river automation sites, that BOR was also working on water management modeling.  Mr. Winterton reported that the hardware was installed on the Duchesne Irrigation Company sites but was still waiting on getting some of them automated.  Mr. Winterton also commented that with this next round of RWTA funding Mr. John Swasey, Duchesne/Strawberry River Commissioner, had some projects he would like to have done on the Red Cap Canal, also that there were projects for the Lake Fork River Irrigation Company that could be done.  Mr. Winterton asked the DCWCD Board to encourage any other canal companies that were interested to contact him if they had a proposed project.


The DCWCD Board took a short break to tour the new building and shop 
area.

STARVATION RESERVOIR - 3,000 ACRE-FEET PROJECT WATER:

Mr. Winterton reported that final contracts had been signed on the 39 ac. ft. Block “1B” water that had not been previously subscribed for and the approved final contracts should be coming back to DCWCD soon.  Ms. Marett reported also that CUWCD had been notified immediately of the allocations (Big Rock Enterprises, Inc. - Parley Turnbow - 9 ac. ft., JDF Enterprises, LLC - Jeff Fabrizio - 10 ac. ft., Rocking B Ranch, LP - Dr. David Burkley - 10 ac. ft., and Wayne Robb - 10 ac. ft.).

SAND WASH TEMPORARY AG AND M&I WATER DISTRIBUTION:

Mr. Winterton reported that the water allocation spreadsheet had been prepared and sent out to the canal companies so they knew how much temporary Sand Wash Reservoir ag water should be delivered to each participant.  The DCWCD Board briefly discussed that, when the water went out on a permanent basis, the contracts would be with each of the irrigation companies rather than the individual subscribers as had been the case with the temporary ag water.  BOR requirements on temporary water required individual contracts whereas when the water went out on a permanent basis the contracts would be with each of the canal companies, then the irrigation companies would have individual contracts with each of their water users who desired to participate.

Chairman Burton also discussed the desire by the Class E Irrigation Company (State Road) to have a large volume of water available to water their hayfields heavily for about a week following cutting and baling their hay, then to reduce the volume of water.  Mr. Winterton reported that the valve at the State Road was only open about 52% this summer so they did have more volume available in the valve.  Chairman Burton also discussed that Class E was trying to coordinate their Brown’s Draw Reservoir water with the other water as well.

CULINARY WATER ISSUES:

In regard to culinary water issues, Mr. Ross asked Mr. Winterton how the Cedarview/Montwell Special Service District was to receive their culinary water.  Mr. Winterton replied that it would be through an exchange with Roosevelt City but that some of the details hadn’t been completely worked out.  Chairman Burton also stated that Upper Country Water District would receive their portion of the 1,000 ac. ft. of Sand Wash M&I water through exchanges up the system.  Chairman Burton commented that it was hoped that the U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service would lease any unused portion of the water in order to help cover the M&I water costs.  The easiest way to deliver the leased water back to the Duchesne River would be through the Class E (State Road) turnout because that was the most direct route back to the river.

Mr. Ross asked about the process of requesting secondary water for Roosevelt City locations such as the golf course.  Mr. Winterton explained that there wasn’t a set date for delivery in the contract but that the regulating factor had been the temperatures in the springtime.  If the weather was too cold and it was still freezing at night, the secondary water couldn’t be turned on.  Chairman Burton also stated that it was costing Moon Lake Water Users $1,000 a month in heating charges to maintain the building that the valve was located in.  Mr. Ross expressed that this past spring some of the Roosevelt residents had wanted to receive the secondary water a little earlier in order to maintain their yards, also the golf course, in more optimum condition.

MIDVIEW EXCHANGE:

Chairman Burton stated that in regard to the Midview Exchange there wasn’t anything to report on at the current time.  Chairman Burton stated that he had asked Mr. Kelly Bird, General Manager, Moon Lake Water Users Association, to check with Mr. Dale Thomas, Uintah/Ouray Indian Irrigation Department, to see if there was any new information.

TMDL (TOTAL MAXIMUM DAILY LOAD) - PARRIETTE WASH:

Chairman Burton asked Ms. Henderson if she would report on what was taking place in regard to the Parriette Wash TMDL report.  Ms. Henderson reported that during the last TMDL meeting there had been a number of questions raised in regard to the preliminary draft report and she was pleased to report that the report would be revised to state that the Parriette Wash area would not ever be able to meet the TMDL water quality standards and this was due to naturally occurring conditions and the geography of the land, not to man-made conditions.

Both Mr. Dart and Mr. Taylor who were in attendance at the meeting stated that they felt good about the changes to the report.

CLOUD-SEEDING - FY 2009-2010:

Ms. Marett reported that DCWCD had received the final payment for the FY 2009-2010 cloud-seeding program.  The state had paid 50% of the associated costs this past fiscal year.  Ms. Marett handed out a report listing the expenses and revenue on the cloud-seeding program.  The total cost to DCWCD for the 2009-2010 fiscal year was $11,304.81.


Mr. Crozier returned to the meeting at this time.

Chairman Burton discussed some of the locations where the seeders were located.  Mr. Taylor expressed that he hadn’t seen anything definitive on whether the program worked.  Mr. Ross indicated that he was familiar with the program because when he was serving on the Utah State Board of Water Resources the state was participating in the program but that he wondered about the total extent of its effectiveness.  Mr. Dart stated that the ski areas must believe in it as they seemed to encourage it.  Mr. Crozier discussed some of the automatic seeders located in Emery County that were operated by remote control.  Mr. Crozier also discussed the cloud-seeding study being done in Wyoming on the Wind River range.

HIGHWAY 40 PIPELINE PROJECT:

Mr. Crozier stated that the conference call he had been involved in this morning had to do with funding on the Highway 40 Pipeline Project.  Mr. Crozier stated that it was hoped that the contracts would be done strictly on tax revenue rather than levying additional property taxes.  Mr. Crozier also reported that the draft contracts to the entities had been revised by Mr. Gayle McKeachnie, DCWCD attorney, and mailed out to the various entities again.  Mr. Crozier stated that if it wasn’t done this way then there would have to be a general election county-wide and everyone vote on building the Highway 40 Pipeline.  This way with individual contracts it allowed the governing boards of each individual entity to make their decision.

Mr. Crozier asked Mr. Warren what Neola Water District had decided.  Mr. Warren stated that Neola had decided that they didn’t want to participate.  Mr. Crozier stated that he would like to come visit with the Neola Water District Board before they definitely decided not to participate.  Mr. Dart expressed that he felt that each of the entities was waiting for some solid definitive numbers as to how much it was going to cost each of them.  Mr. Crozier stated that it was difficult to know because Rural Development wanted to have signed contracts before they finalized their funding of the project but yet the individual entities didn’t want to sign a contract till they had a firm number in regard to the cost to their water users.  Mr. Crozier discussed the funding package and stated that the final figure would depend on what percentage of grant and what percentage of loan Rural Development decided upon.

Ms. Henderson asked where Cedarview/Montwell Special Service District was on their project.  Mr. Crozier stated that he hoped that it would be far enough along that they could bid Phase I (1st eight miles of the 595 project) in September.  Mr. Crozier stated that Mr. Byron Colton, Horrocks Engineers, was supposed to prepare a letter for Cedarview to Rural Development that stated that they had contaminants in some of the wells so it was a health issue.  If health issues were involved the interest on the project funds would be 2.35%, otherwise it would be 3.75% interest on repayment

Mr. Ross inquired if Myton City could transfer some of their water to the Duchesne Valley Treatment Plant (DVTP) and then bring treated water back to Myton City through the Highway 40 pipeline.  Mr. Crozier stated that there had been conversation in this regard but right now the water right mentioned was still in control of the Bureau of Indian Affairs so it couldn’t be physically moved until legal transactions took place.

Mr. Crozier also mentioned he was still trying to finalize an agreement with Newfield Production Company in regard to this project.  Mr. Ross asked about where the pipeline would end.  Mr. Crozier stated that it would end just the other side of Mountainland Supply Company on the outskirts of Roosevelt.  Mr. Crozier stated that originally he thought Roosevelt City had a 12" line at that location, but that he had found out it was only an 8" line located there, which was pretty restrictive.  This was one of the concerns that Roosevelt City had as they realized that they would have to build additional infrastructure to deliver this water and also make the necessary exchanges.

BUILDING AUTHORITY/BUILDING CONSTRUCTION:

Mr. Crozier discussed Nichols Building, LLC Change Orders #13, #14, #15, and #16.  Mr. Crozier reported that Change Order #13 was a credit in the amount of $842.00 because landscape costs were less than the allowance given in the original bid.  Change Order #14 was in the amount of $402.00.  This change order was an increase for additional bathroom equipment such as motorized towel dispensers and other misc. bathroom items.  Change Order #15 in the amount of $646.87 was for additional trim around several windows.  Change Order #16 in the amount of $219.58 was for rubber base on the bottom of the walls in the shop.  Approval of all four of these change orders would revise the final Nichols Building, LLC, contract amount to $714,347.83.

Mr. Bruce Dart made a motion to ratify Nichols Change Order #13 which was a credit on the landscaping in the amount of $842.00.  Landscape costs were less than the allowance given in the original bid by $842.00.   Mr. Art Taylor seconded the motion.  Board members voting in favor of the motion:  Mr. Burton, Mr. Dart, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Ross, Mr. Taylor, Mr. Warren. Excused absence:  Mr. Rowley.   Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed.

Mr. Bruce Dart made a motion to ratify Nichols Change Order #14 in the amount of $402.00 for an increase for additional bathroom equipment such as motorized towel dispensers and other misc. bathroom items.   Mr. Art Taylor seconded the motion.  Board members voting in favor of the motion:  Mr. Burton, Mr. Dart, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Ross, Mr. Taylor, Mr. Warren. Excused absence:  Mr. Rowley.   Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed.

Mr. Bruce Dart made a motion to ratify Nichols Change Order #15 in the amount of $646.87 for additional wood trim around several windows.  Mr. Art Taylor seconded the motion.  Board members voting in favor of the motion:  Mr. Burton, Mr. Dart, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Ross, Mr. Taylor, Mr. Warren. Excused absence:  Mr. Rowley.   Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed.

Mr. Bruce Dart made a motion to ratify Nichols Change Order #16 in the amount of $219.58 for a protective rubber base around the bottom of the walls inside the shop building and to approve the final Nichols Building, LLC, contract amount of $714,347.83.  Mr. Art Taylor seconded the motion.  Board members voting in favor of the motion:  Mr. Burton, Mr. Dart, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Ross, Mr. Taylor, Mr. Warren.  Excused absence:  Mr. Rowley.   Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed.

Mr. Crozier stated that there were still some closeout items that needed to be discussed and completed before the final payment was made to Nichols Building, LLC.  There still needed to be a window installed in the boardroom door, the striping on the parking lot was still under discussion but there didn’t seem to be specifications for it, and also under discussion was whether speakers were to be installed in the boardroom ceiling.  Mr. Crozier stated that Mr. Warren Lloyd, the architect, had gone back through the contract documents to see if the ceiling speakers were part of the bid but could not see any specifications on a microphone system, ceiling speakers, or a projector.  Mr. Crozier stated that it was a lot more complicated than he had originally thought to get a projection system put into the boardroom and DCWCD might just have to do a moveable tabletop projector instead.

Mr. Crozier also discussed plans for a rock sign similar to what Northeastern Counseling had across the street with the DCWCD name and logo engraved on it.  Mr. Dart commented that Mr. Frank Roberts had engraved other local rock signs.  Mr. Crozier discussed the need for a number of stackable chairs for public meetings as a priority.  He also discussed furniture for the reception area and for Mr. Winterton’s office.

Mr. Dart also asked if the fan on the heating and cooling system could be replaced for a quieter one as it was noisy and made it difficult for everyone to hear during board meeting.  Mr. Crozier stated that he would look into getting it fixed or replaced.  Mr. Crozier also stated he would look into a sound baffle and see what he could find out.  

As it was time to hold the Local Building Authority board meeting, the DCWCD board meeting was temporarily adjourned at 11:30 a.m.

Following the completion of the LBA board meeting, DCWCD board meeting was reconvened at 11:59 a.m.

At this time Mr. Art Taylor stated that he had made a prior commitment for this afternoon and board meeting had run a little longer than what he had anticipated so he needed to leave in order to make his other commitment.  He asked the Chairman and Board to please excuse him from the meeting and left the meeting at this time.

VOUCHERS:

Mr. Crozier turned the time over to Ms. Marett to review the vouchers with the DCWCD Board.  Mr. Dart asked in regard to the cement for the High Mountain Lake (HML) project if bids had been received.  Mr. Crozier stated he had checked prices with Basin Builders as well as Lowe’s and Lowe’s had been cheaper.  Mr. Dart also inquired about Randy’s three weeks vacation payout in the vouchers.  Mr. Crozier stated that was what the Board had done other years.  Mr. Crozier stated that it was probably optional, that the administrative code stated that it was “use or lose” on vacation time but he couldn’t ever take his vacation time.  Mr. Crozier also stated that there was also his May and June overtime on the HML project that had been paid, but that there was overtime for July and August HML construction work still pending.  Mr. Crozier stated that Chairman Burton felt that the Board needed to meet and review it before it was paid out.  Mr. Crozier stated that it was his understanding that legally by law, because he was actually doing the construction work rather than administrative work, the Board had to pay the overtime hours to stay legal.  The work included building some things for the HML headgates that were to be installed on East Timothy Lake, also he was involved in the packaging for the helicopter fly-in.

Mr. Dart inquired if that work wasn’t covered by Mr. Crozier’s salary.  Mr. Crozier replied that this was over and above his regular salary and when a person is working overtime on construction, then legally he understood it had to be paid out.  Mr. Crozier stated that, for example, on the mountain on the HML project he normally ran 10 to 12 hour days by the time he sorted out the employee paperwork at the end of the day and decided what he was going to have the crew work on the next day.  The rest of the day was usually trackhoe work.  Mr. Crozier stated that the HML hours were billed to URMCC with a multiplier.  Mr. Crozier stated that in past years that had been paid out listed as a “construction bonus.”

As the temporary employees wages and reimbursements were reviewed, Mr. Dart inquired how much per day they were reimbursed.  Ms. Marett replied that the District paid $45.00 per day for meals and $15.00 for lodging (tents) per employee.  The $45.00 per day would also be what would be paid to Board members if they traveled to water conferences.  Mr. Crozier stated that in regard to the food he had personally purchased all the food and then charged the temporary employees because he knew it couldn’t go through the District.  The $15.00 lodging rate was also discussed.  This rate was if someone provided their own lodging.  If a board member went to a conference and stayed at a motel the actual motel rate would be the amount paid, or if they stayed with relatives or provided their own lodging then the $15.00 would be paid.

Mr. Dart asked about how the payments to the temporary workers were set up on the vouchers.  Ms. Marett explained that the regular hours, overtime hours, and meal & lodging reimbursements for the temporary workers were paid on one check.  The horse rental was separated out on a separate check because URMCC had to have the records broken out separately on their forms as subcontract expense.

In regard to horses Mr. Crozier stated that there was four head of horses on the mountain continually, plus the horse that he rode, so when Mr. Crozier was present at the project there was five head of horses.  Mr. Crozier stated that the reason there was four head of horses continually was that if someone was injured, that put one rider on one horse and the injured person on the other horse to come down the mountain to the trailhead.  Also that left two other head of horses up at the worksite as a precaution if something happened.  Mr. Dart inquired about how the feed for the horses was provided.  Mr. Crozier replied that URMCC purchased 8 ton of feed for the horses for the project, but that they are also pastured with an electric fence.  Mr. Dart inquired as to what individuals were paid on the horses.  Mr. Crozier replied that one horse was paid to his daughter Hailey Davis, one horse to his daughter Julie Lamb, one horse to his son-in-law Russell Lamb and then Mr. Crozier’s two horses paid to his son, Luke.

Mr. Ross inquired about the variations in payments in regard to the six-month vouchers.  Ms. Marett replied that, beyond the base rate of $500 every six months, there also was $50.00 per day paid for special meetings.  Some board members had attended more special meetings, also each individual’s mileage varied depending on how far away they lived from the site of the meeting.  Ms. Marett also explained that reimbursements were generally done every six months except in the case of the Las Vegas or St. George water conferences where there was a large amount of mileage.  These conferences were reimbursed right after the conference.


Chairman Burton inquired about the payment to Toxicology, Inc.

Ms. Marett stated that it was for the drug testing of all the HML employees. 

After the vouchers were reviewed, Mr. Max Warren made a motion to approve the vouchers.  Ms. Moreen Henderson seconded the motion.  Board members voting in favor of the motion:  Mr. Burton, Mr. Dart, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Ross, Mr. Warren.  Excused absences:  Mr. Rowley, Mr. Taylor.  Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed.

DATE OF NEXT WORK SESSION & REGULAR BOARD MEETING:

Chairman Burton reminded the DCWCD Board that the next scheduled board meeting would be held on September 13, 2010 at the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District Building, 275 West 800 South, Roosevelt, Utah, with the regular session board meeting beginning at 9:00 a.m., and the LBA board meeting beginning at 11:30 a.m.

OTHER BUSINESS:

Chairman Burton stated that a letter had been received from the Utah State Auditor’s Office in Salt Lake in regard to complaints they had received in regard to the High Mountain Lakes project, also the DCWCD office vehicle, etc.  The board members were given a copy of the letter received by email.  The State Auditor’s email stated that the signed hard copy of the letter would follow in the mail.  Refer to attached letter.

Chairman Burton read the letter aloud to those present and the DCWCD Board began to discuss the four complaints listed.  Mr. Ross suggested that as this was a personnel issue it was not appropriate to discuss it in open session board meeting and suggested that the Board go into closed session.

EXECUTIVE CLOSED SESSION:

Mr. Larry Ross made a motion to go into closed session to discuss a personnel issue.  Mr. Max Warren seconded the motion.  Board members voting in favor of the motion to go into closed session:  Mr. Burton, Mr. Dart, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Ross, Mr. Warren.  Excused absence:  Mr. Rowley, Mr. Taylor.  Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed and the DCWCD Board went into closed session at 12:35 p.m.  

After reconvening in regular session board meeting at 1:40 p.m., Mr. Larry Ross made a motion that in response to the Utah State Auditor letter, that the DCWCD Board provide all requested information to the State Auditor and contact District attorney, Mr. Gayle McKeachnie, to review and prepare a response letter in regard to the High Mountain Lake project hiring process, pay schedules relevant to federal guidelines and oilfield rates, and number of horses needed for the project.  Mr. Max Warren seconded the motion.   Board members voting in favor of the motion:  Mr. Burton, Mr. Dart, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Ross, Mr. Warren.  Excused absences:  Mr. Rowley, Mr. Taylor.  Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed. 

ADJOURNMENT:

Chairman Burton stated that as there was no other business to be discussed he would entertain a motion for adjournment.  Mr. Max Warren made a motion that the meeting be adjourned.  The meeting was adjourned at 1:50 p.m.
