Business Meeting:

Review and Adopt Minutes:

Rod motions to adopt the minutes of the regular meeting held on February 25th, 2015, with the change that the money approved to purchase the fish includes transportation.  Glenn seconds the motion and the vote is as follows:

Public Comment:

Fred Bolander.  Fred is representing his sister Heidi Broderick who is wishing to put together a 5k on May 2nd in Stansbury Park benefitting the leukemia and lymphoma society.  Their first plan is to start and end at Stansbury High School.  If that doesn't work out then they would like to start and end at Porter Way Park.  Neil states that he doesn't think there is an issue with it as long he gets approval from the county to run on the roads.  Rod suggests contacting the sheriff's department also.

Colin Simmons, 306 Spyglass Drive.  Colin is asking for approval to add an exterior fence to the peewee baseball field to match the other 2 fields.  They will be funding this themselves and are not asking for money.  Randy states that there needs to be a mow strip under the fence.  Mike states that we are not spending money or passing a resolution, so he doesn't believe it needs formal approval.  Rod states that there it needs to be the baseball association's liability and to make sure the contractors are licensed and insured.  Colin assures the board that he will see these things are done.  The board gives Colin the go ahead to get started and will approve it formally at the next meeting.

Probable Vote Items:
a. Approve lease with Ryan Struthwolf.   Neil states that he has checked with another location of a snow-shack and found that they are paying $450 for monthly rent.  After talking with Randy, they are suggesting that Ryan's rental rate be raised from $200 to $350 per month.  Mike states that the lease looks good and after changing the rental rate, the board approves the lease reminding Ryan the rent is due in advance.
Mike motions to approve the lease agreement with Ryan Struthwolf  if the formal agreement is provided, with the change to $350 in the monthly rental rate and authorize Neil Smart as the chairman to sign it.

b. Wakeboard recreational system--Sesitec by Jordan McCormick.   Neil has been entertaining the idea of doing a wake board pulley system.  He wanted to give the community a chance to see and talk about this.  He introduces Jordan McCormick and turns the time over to him.  Jordan thanks the board for inviting him out and comments that we have a beautiful community here.  He states that Sesitec is a German company  with a North American headquarters in Orlando.  He is presenting a 2.0 system and shows a video.  Rod asks how to keep people out of the way of other users on the lake.  Jordan states that they can both be used at the same time and common courtesies must be extended on both sides.  Other concerns were brought up regarding how this would work out in a lake with homes abutting the lake.  This is also a private lake for residents and their guests.  This system starts at about $37,000.  plus different options and shipping.  Maintenance costs are about $1,000. per year.  Jordan is willing to set up a demo and offers to help with public hearings and providing information to  the community.  Other details were discussed and the board members ask him to present a formal proposal.

c. Trail system.   Randy states that we need to make a decision on surface and width of the trails.  They are proposing a 6 ' wide trail, however most of the trails that Randy has looked at are at least 10'.  Rod states that he has been talking with people and most prefer asphalt.  The service agency will need to maintain the 10' wide trail.  
Mike motions to approve a 10' asphalt trail built to our standards.  Glenn seconds the motion and the vote is as follows:

d. Restrooms at Village Park and Parkview Park.  Randy states that he has done some research on the restrooms and found that if we want to do 4 toilets with a storage it will be in the range of $130,000-140,000.  If you have 3 toilets and a storage it would be more like $95,000 for the building itself.  Randy also comments that we would be setting a precedence if we provide storage for football.  The other sports organizations will want us to provide storage for them also.  In the past we have told them that they would need to store their own supplies.  As a community, what is our responsibility to help out the sports organizations with storage.  Mike states that football would not need it all year round,  so if soccer needs it during spring then they can use it.  It can be a shared space.  Randy states that if we do this, it will be a little more than our budget of $200,000 so we may need to amend the budget.
Glenn motions that we move ahead getting hard costs on a 3 toilet with a storage closet configuration.  Jamie seconds the motion and the vote is as follows:

Mike states that for the record he is the President of the Ute Conference Football League.

Glenn asks if understands correctly that the two priorities set for the trail system are the sound wall and the underpass.  Neil replies that yes that is what we are working on first and we are still trying to set the standardized trails.

Manager's Report:

1. Glen and I attended the Utah Cemetery and Parks Association conference in St. George.  There was a lot of good information.  While there I received my Pesticide Applicators Certification.  I also had a chance to get another look at the trail systems in several communities.
1. Work continues on the golf course pond relining project.  The replacement of the pipe across the fairways is complete.  The rest f the work will take place in the actual ponds; out of the way of the golfers.
1. We have hired 6 new seasonal employees.  They have been on the job for the past 3 days, and I am impressed with their work.
1. Work to fabricate a trailer for our new lake mower has begun.  We received a lower bid from Lake Point Fabrication in the amount of $10,499.00 vs the higher bid of $16,000.00 from Russell Welding.
1. The Disc Golf Course is finally complete with the installation of the tee signs and the course map.
1. Last weekend we had another burial in the cemetery.
1. Henry Walker Homes was bought out by Oakmont Homes, who will now be the developer of the North Port Park on the lakes west shore.
Board Member’s Reports and Requests:

Jamie Lindsay-- Jamie comments that there are still many complaints on Face book, one in particular  regarding the lake.  Jamie would like to see us get the lake in better condition.   She explains to people what we have been doing and invites them to attend our meetings.  Randy states that we will bring up the water in the lake after the pond project is completed.  

Rod Thompson-- Rod states that he has been to a statewide UDOT conference and  reports that Village Boulevard is still on tap for 2018.  They also have a transportation enhancement program which would be another way for us to get money to help with improvements.  

Mike Johnson--Mike received an email from David Vielstich prior to the meeting.  David's main complaint is access to the clubhouse.  He would like more unfettered access to the building. Mike will put this on the agenda for the next meeting to be discussed.   Randy also explains that he has asked David to move the Community Association's supplies to a different storage closet as the Service Agency has need of the room they are currently using.
