


Regular Board Meeting                              November 13, 2014
                                                    MINUTES
The Regular Town Board Meeting was CALLED TO ORDER at 7:07pm by Mayor Dan Spencer. Present were Mayor Spencer, Deon Baird, Karen Williams, Ellen Lamb and visitor Allan Alldridge from the Kane County Sheriff’s Office. Darwin Lamb came in later.  The Mayor stated that there was a quorum with 3 members present so the meeting could/would proceed. Paul Haynie and Jarad Brinkerhoff were excused.
The minutes from the October 23, 2014 regular town board meeting were reviewed. Deon Baird made a motion to accept and approve the minutes. Motion seconded by Karen Williams. All voted yes.  Motion PASSED.
The BILLS were presented for payment.  Karen Williams made a motion to pay the bills. Motion seconded by Deon Baird. ALL voted YES. Motion PASSED
Allan Alldridge from Kane County Sheriff’s Office extended an invitation to all the Glendale Town elected officials to a dinner on December 4, 2014 in Kanab, UT. This is an annual event. Please RSVP and also please feel free to make a presentation at the event, but let Mr. Alldridge know in advance. 
Enterprise for Economics: Mayor Spencer had been in contact with Kelly Stowell from CEBA. Mr. Stowell suggested Glendale Town make a RESOLUTION to create an ENTERPRISE ZONE to encourage economic growth. However, the detailed email he was supposed to send had not arrived. Karen Williams read an article in the current addition of the Southern Utah News about this issue to help clarify things. TABLED

Water: Jarad Brinkerhoff ABSENT, no report
Fire Department: Paul Haynie, ABSENT, no report.
Roads: Mayor Dan Spencer reported on the recent paving work in Berryville Hills.  He is pleased with the work done there and at Sheldon Roundy’s corner. There are a few problems he wants Mike to go fix in Berryville. Mike will be directed on what to do. Mike will use the Bobcat for the repairs. Mayor Spencer next led a discussion on the Cox Road. It is in bad shape. Bill Cox would like the town to bring in some gravel. Darwin Lamb was consulted on gravel prices. Road base is approximately $12.00 per ton. A dump truck holds 15 ton, a semi belly dump truck holds 22 ton. Mayor Spencer made a motion to buy 3 belly dump loads of gravel. Deon Baird seconded the motion. All voted yes. Motion PASSED. Later after Darwin Lamb arrived at the meeting,  the gravel and repair on Cox Road was reopened for discussion. Darwin Lamb said laying down 3” deep road base gravel 30’ wide for 100 ft would take approximately 52 tons of gravel.  The Mayor asked how much it would cost to have Lamb Excavating also blade out the gravel. Discussion followed. The road needs some smoothing out prior to new gravel also. How far to take the new gravel was also brought up. Dan Spencer made a motion to hire Darwin Lamb, Lamb Excavating Inc., for $1000.00 for gravel and road blade working combined. The motion was seconded by Deon Baird. All voted yes. Motion PASSED.
Parks & Cemetery: Deon Baird gave a report from the planning and zoning meeting held   November 12, 2014. Deon is the Board Representative on P&Z.  Ms. Baird reported that Chairman Kevin Maxwell would like Glendale Town to send 2 bills to Ben Sorensen. The first bill would be for a building permit for the second cabin that Ben built. Ben currently has 2 permits. The first permit was for moving the original cabin from the west side of Highway 89 to its current location, the second permit was for the first cabin. Mr. Sorensen has a cabin (house) and 2 smaller overnight unit cabins.  The second bill is to cover costs incurred for the zone change to a commercial zone. Deon made a motion to have the clerk prepare a building permit and to send permit with a bill to Mr. Ben Sorensen for the permit and zone change costs. Motion was seconded by Karen Williams. All voted YES. Motion PASSED.
Deon also discussed standards regarding MANUFACTURED homes. Snow load, rating etc. soil compaction all must be met under Glendale Town standards. The Mayor said HUD has a map for all the different areas in the country. Mayor Spencer reminded everyone that this is under Mike’s jurisdiction as the Building Inspector.
Deon Baird expressed the need for a new lawnmower.  Mayor Spencer will work with Eric Brinkerhoff to determine size etc for the mower. Karen Williams would like to be informed so that this item will be budgeted for properly. Mayor Spencer specified that the new mower will be a commercial mower.
Karen Williams reported on her latest finds regarding animal control. She has been researching shelter types. She is in close contact with the Humane Society of Utah. The Humane Society had informed Karen that Animal Control Officers do not need to be Utah POST certified.  After discussion mayor Dan directed Karen to contact the Kane County Sheriff and Kanab City Police Department for input. Karen stated that if town citizens capture a stray animal, Kane County Sheriff’s is supposed to reply.
8:00 pm moved to Executive Session. Present were Mayor Dan Spencer, Deon Baird, Karen Williams, and clerk, Ellen Lamb.
 8:15pm returned to regular meeting.
The Mayor directed Clerk to include Business items:  Replace watermeters, and Communication devices on the next AGENDA.
Adjourn: At 8:45 pm the mayor made a motion to adjourn. Motion seconded by Deon Baird. All voted YES. Motion PASSED.
