                                                                       MINUTES
JANUARY 15, 2015                                             REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING

CALL TO Order: 7:06 pm by Mayor Dan Spencer
Present were Mayor Spencer, Jarad Brinkerhoff, Deon Baird, Karen Williams, Mike Chamberlain, and Ellen Lamb. Board member Paul Haynie was absent. Attention was called to a resignation letter Mayor Spencer had received from Paul Haynie.  Mayor Spencer directed the Clerk to annotate that Paul Haynie resigned, but with 4 members present there was a quorum and the meeting would proceed.

Minutes: The minutes from the December 18, 2014 regular board meeting were reviewed. Karen Williams stated she was not present at that meeting so she had no way of discerning the accuracy of those minutes.  Jarad Brinkerhoff made a motion to accept the minutes as written. Motion was seconded by Deon Baird. All voted YES. Motion PASSED.

Bills: The bills were presented for payment. Jarad asked what the payment was to Lamb Excavation. Discussion followed. Lamb Excavating did road grading and supplied gravel for the repair of Cox Road.  Jarad Brinkerhoff made a motion to pay the bills. Motion was seconded by Karen Williams.  All voted YES. Motion PASSED.

Business:

Mayor Spencer shared a letter from Paul Haynie. Paul resigned his seat on the Town Board. The Mayor asked the clerk to post for this vacant seat. Mr. Haynie’s term will end at the end of December 2015. All interested people should contact the clerk. The Board will vote on a replacement at the next meeting. The Mayor also would like to post for a volunteer FIRE CHIEF and a volunteer Chairman of the 4th of July Committee.

4th of July Committee: Myrna Cox was not present but the clerk stated she thought Myrna intends to schedule a yard sale for Memorial Day weekend. Karen Williams will check with Myrna on when to post the info on this activity.

Tennis Courts: Mayor Spencer. Dan reported that he thought the meeting on the tennis courts held recently went well.  Jarad and Dan discussed the financial aspects of the new courts.  The committee felt strongly that the Kane County School District should share a financial portion as well as the donation of the fencing and equipment from the old courts.  The Kane County Office of Tourism has committed to a $50,000.00 donation. Andi Porter and her husband are going to make a contribution. She told Jarad Brinkerhoff that if Glendale Town will donate $2500.00. She and her husband will match it. Glendale Town possibility of donation was discussed. Different options were discussed.  Andi   is going to report to the School Board regarding the donations in hopes they will also donate.  Jarad led a discussion on obtaining matching grants in hopes they will also contribute.  The mayor is also going to check again with Orderville Mayor Merlin Esplin.  Mayor Spencer   and Jarad Brinkerhoff feel as if  the board is able to tell Ms Porter that Glendale Town will be able to commit to a $ 2500.00 donation. Karen Williams agreed that the town could donate.  Jarad said that we could think about raising water rates, thus generating more dollars for these types of projects. The property tax revenue was higher than Karen Williams had predicted.  The board was not ready to vote on this issue tonight, but they felt strongly that they will be able to fund a donation later in the spring. TABLED

Kane County Sheriff’s Office: Mayor Spencer:  Mayor Spencer reported that the KCSO is seeking an increase in payments from cities and towns in Kane County for law enforcement.  At this time Glendale pays   Orderville Town $5000.00 annually, if the Orderville portion to KCSO increases, Glendale will be liable for $10,000.00 payable to Orderville Town for law enforcement. Orderville would  then making payment to KCSO.  Glendale does not actually have a contract with KCSO.  Crime numbers, population, active deputy rosters, trucks and tax money waste were discussed.  Dan stated that Orderville may tell the sheriff’s office they do not wish to renew   a law enforcement contract.  Jarad Brinkerhoff stated that Glendale Town cannot afford an increase in the cost share with Orderville.  Mayor Dan Spencer stipulated that he does NOT want to pay   KCSO.  This is a hot issue for the town and Mayor Spencer will follow it closely.  NO VOTE at this time. A lively discussion on county budget followed.  Karen was concerned of response from the county if a Glendale citizen’s need may arise. Jarad and Dan reassured that the county HAS to respond.  Discussion followed regarding KCSO funding and use of property tax money and jail budget. 

Ball Park: Mayor Spencer:  Merlin Figgins, an active community leader with Valley Little League Baseball, would like to see improvements at the Glendale Baseball Park and parking lot. The field is smaller than regulation size, and the parking area is crowded and unsafe. Noted there was a fender bender last year. Mr. Figgins oversees an annual ball tourney:  the “Valley Rally” held in May. The Glendale field hosts Minor League Base Ball competition. There are 10-12 teams, from other communities who play in this tourney.  Mayor Spencer showed a map, and realignment of the park and parking lot were discussed.  Mayor Spencer has been working with Kelly Stowell, CEBA, who works closely with the BLM, to try to realign the Ball Park and BLM boundary.  The Mayor and Mr. Stowell would like to develop a hiking /biking trail. The trail head would start at the ballpark parking area. Mayor Spencer would like to tie in the historical “Effie Trail” Jarad Brinkerhoff said he thinks the Effie Trail links to a trail by the old lime kilns. This trail development could be beneficial for Glendale tourism. Deon recounted local history and ownership of that area.  Mayor Spencer assumed Merlin Esplin has an ownership stake in this area also. Ownership,  and lease rights, etc. Jarad will check further on ownership.
Mayor Spencer said that in order to meet the requirements for the BLM permit, some excavation and removal of dirt needs to be done.  Leveling out the hill on the east   side is required. The outfield is too short, and some of the parking is done illegally. The road around the west size is illegal. Discussion followed and most board members voiced opinions on what needs to be done to bring the Glendale Ball Park to standard regulation size and ensure the parking is larger and the entire ball park property is legal with the BLM.  The town has a 100 year lease with the BLM   at the ball park.  Dan Spencer made a motion to ask Lamb Excavating for a bid for a ball park excavation/ realignment project.  Dan Spencer with Merlin Figgins, will stake out the realignment and leveling project. The clerk was asked to contact Darwin Lamb to submit a bid.  The project will be under $50,000. So no public notice required.  At this point the GIS overlay of the ball park was reviewed. Mike thought the hillside could be terraced.  Tabled.  Item will be put on February Agenda, where bid will be reviewed.  The BLM is aware of the problems at the Ball Park.

Water: Jarad Brinkerhoff: Mike was informed he missed a water meeting in Kanab. Jarad next reported that Eric Brinkerhoff had moved the wireless router and installed internet hookups inside the town office.  Jarad Brinkerhoff made a motion to credit   $30.00 (1 month water utility billed amount) to Eric Brinkerhoff for doing the internet hook up relocation. Motion seconded by Deon Baird. All voted YES. Motion PASSED.  
Jarad reported the new security system is now on line. He has a link if any board member wants to watch online. Jarad will give everyone the app so they may watch from anywhere. This system does not record audio.  Zsight is the app.

Fire Chief: Mr. Paul Haynie had left a letter of resignation, and his office keys, in the Mayor’s box.  All the board members were shocked and saddened by his resignation.  Dan Spencer made a motion   for the clerk to write a thank you letter to Mr. Haynie. Jarad Brinkerhoff suggested the town purchase a plaque. The clerk was directed to ask former board member Elaine Spencer to show clerk her plaque so the clerk would know what to get.  The board members reported that Mr. Haynie has served since 2012. No MOTION at this time.
Fire Department:  Fire Chief Attwood, resigned and moved out of Glendale. The Clerk was asked to post for interested people for this volunteer position. Agenda item for February. Don Davis and Kurt Brinkerhoff were both mentioned as a potential fire chief.

Streets & Roads: Dan Spencer: No report. Dan and Jarad both remarked that the streets look good. There are some pot holes on Cox Lane near Terry Beardall residence that need attention.  Mike said the hill to Glenn Stacey’s house was too steep for him to plow. 

Parks & Cemeteries: Deon Baird: no report.

Comments on recent helicopter flying low over town.

Apple Festival: Karen Williams: There is a new Chairperson, Te Truillo, of the Apple Festival committee.
Animal Control: Karen has been in ongoing email discussion about Glendale animals at large with Sheriff Tracey Glover. Glover said there is no state requirement for licensing and certifying an animal control officer.  The Sheriff will be more willing to help with this problem if Glendale had an animal holding facility. Mayor Spencer wanted to hold off on making a decision regarding animal facility until an understanding is made regarding law enforcement contract with KCSO. Karen has also reached out to a contact at Best Friends, but this person is out of town and Karen has not had a response.
Girl scouts: the local Girl Scout troop would like the town to   install a bulletin board in the foyer so they may display pictures etc for public viewing. Jarad Brinkerhoff reminded everyone of the need to carpet the walls or something, in the town hall, something to absorb sound and function as a pin up board also. Agenda item next month.

Sewer Construction project: Mike Chamberlain:  Mike reported progress on the sewer project within Glendale.  Construction and realignment of the sewer lines in Glendale is almost done.  Barco Construction will be moving from Glendale to south of Orderville to replace lines under the creek and they will put in 3 man holes. Jarad Brinkerhoff asked if sewer was going to Lydia’s Canyon at this time. No it is not on this project. Costs were discussed briefly.  Mike explained that the sewer project includes expanding the sewer lagoons in Mt Carmel. There will be 5 bigger lagoons when completed. The projection on the expanded lagoon is 35 years before they reach capacity. The current older lagoons are leaking.
Mike explained that the project included the town realigning some water lines near Dellas Sorensen property. Mike had to replace some 8” valves and lines because water and sewer lines were cris- crossed underground. The sewer district agreed to pay Scholzen Products the cost of materials for $1700.00.
Clerk: Delinquent water issue: Russell Sharkey moved to Orderville, left a delinquent water bill and sold his house. The clerk will file a small claims action in the Orderville court.  Clerk was advised to send Paul Haynie a land owner utility responsibility letter. Dan Lowe was discussed also. The board members believe he is in a rent to own contract.
Clerk explained options for Glendale Town payroll. Deon Baird made a motion to subscribe to Quick Books payroll. Motion was seconded by Karen Williams. All voted YES. MOTION PASSED.
