                                                                               MINUTES

REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING                                             FEBRUARY 19, 2015

Call to Order: 6:58pm by Mayor Dan Spencer

Present:  Mayor Dan Spencer, Jarad Brinkerhoff, Deon Baird, Karen Williams. Mayor Spencer asked Clerk to annotate that there was a quorum present. Also present:  Mike Chamberlain, Ellen Lamb, Lorraine Chamberlain, Judge Steven Wallace, Kane County Sheriff Tracey Glover, Lexie Little, Caleb Rees, Kristy Burbank Brinkerhoff, Paul Haynie and Edith Haynie.  Later Kristy Brinkerhoff Brinkerhoff and Don Davis came in.

Minutes from the regular Town Board meeting held on January 15, 2015 were reviewed.  A motion was made by Jarad Brinkerhoff and seconded by Deon Baird to accept the minutes as written. All voted YES. Motion Passed.

Bills: the bills were reviewed for payment.  Karen Williams made a motion to pay the bills. Motion seconded by: Deon Baird. All voted YES. Motion PASSED.

BUSSINESS:
Mayor Spencer   presented a plaque to retiring Council member PAUL HAYNIE. The Mayor and other Board Members expressed deep appreciation to Mr. Haynie for his service to the town and Glendale Fire Department. Mr. Haynie gave heartfelt remarks, thanking the town, everyone on the Board and Mike, for the opportunity to serve. He resigned his seat for personal reasons. Mr. Haynie offered his sincerest wishes for success to the town. Paul will be greatly missed.

Lexie Little: Southwest Utah Health Department gave a presentation on UTAH OUTDOOR TOBACCO POLICY.  She showed a slide presentation on the effects of second hand smoke and gave information on how a municipality can create an ordinance to prohibit smoking in OUTDOOR areas; parks, ballparks and cemeteries, etc. Kane County and Kanab City have policy in place. Ms Little stated that Kane County has a rate of 15% of the population who are currently smokers. This is a higher rate of smokers than the smoker rate for UTAH overall.  SHE STATED THAT EVEN BRIEF ENCOUNTERS WITH SECOND HAND SMOKE ARE HARMFUL. There is NO RISK FREE effect of second hand smoke. Smoke Free laws are generally supported by the citizens of a community. These ordinances are easy to enforce.
If Glendale Town would like to create an ordinance, it would be in line with the UTAH INDOOR CLEAN AIR ACT/ Tobacco Free Park.  Ms little gave the board a copy of Kanab’s ordinance.  Ms little stated that the SWUHD has funding available to help with signage for the Park and other outdoor areas. Non smokers actually help with enforcement if signs are posted. Mayor said the board would take this information under advisement.
Tabled/ AGENDA item for March meeting.

Caleb Rees: Mr. Rees owner of Rees CPA/ accounting firm. He introduced himself, and explained his company. He asked the board if they would allow him to enter a BID for Audit Procurement for Fiscal Year 2015, ending June 30, 2015, for Glendale Town Financial procedures (AUP). Jarad voiced that he is in favor of the bid process. The Mayor asked Mr. Rees if he had a bid, he answered in the affirmative. The Mayor directed Mr. Rees to contact the clerk next week to place a bid.  AGENDA item for MARCH.

Tracy Glover, Kane County Sheriff introduced himself. He gave a little history of the law Enforcement Contract   that is in place now. The Sheriff is seeking funding at a higher rate.  He stated that the County Attorney has reviewed the contract. The Sheriff gave his cell phone number (4356890437), stating he wishes to open communication between his office and local officials. He then asked the Board if they had questions.
 Jarad Brinkerhoff thanked him for coming to the Board meeting and stated he has concerns regarding the Law Enforcement contract. Jarad made sure contract review was on the agenda. Yes.  Jarad’s first question was do other municipalities in Kane County have contracts with the KCSO. Glover answered that Alton does NOT, Big Water does NOT, however Big Water has its own Police Department. Jarad had concerns that the Valley Towns were being singled out, having to pay for service. Sheriff Glover responded:
The town does NOT have to have a contract. KCSO will respond when CALLED out, however, KCSO will NOT engage in proactive law enforcement, in the municipalities that are not  engaged under Law Enforcement Contract with KCSO. There will be some level of service .KCSO will respond to a call when they can get to the call.
Jarad Brinkerhoff asked Sheriff Glover, “How is the KCSO funded?  Is it funded mainly from the General Fund? “Glover responded yes, primarily”. Jarad stated he believes that the Law Enforcement Contract is very close to double taxation.  Mr. Glover said the town should confer with its legal council on this issue. Mr. Glover said Glendale Town is already getting great service from KCSO, a lot of service. A municipality, or an incorporated town, by virtue of a service contract, adds an additional level of service. Mr. Glover   used a comparison of service provided by the county road department, to the level of service provided by KCSO, stating a municipality is responsible to a certain higher level of service.
Mayor Spencer stated that we need more service than we are currently receiving. This point was debated and discussed with most Board Members contributing.  Mr. Glover said he has put together a traffic unit, using certified guys, who are employed as jailers, on traffic detail in this area. Glover stated “they are writing RIGHTEOUS tickets”. Next, Sherriff Glover stated “ I refuse to be a revenue generating service.’  The Valley school crosswalk on highway 89 in Orderville was discussed. Sheriff Glover said “I will not commit to being at the crosswalk everyday”. Further discussion followed with Judge Wallace saying that the former Sheriff Lamont Smith had written several tickets at the crosswalk, just prior to his retirement.
 Sheriff Glover mentioned that his agency is short handed, starting with the loss of Brian Harris. Marvin Hoyt was shot and is still on limited duty. Brian Betridge suffers from a long term debilitating illness, and KCSO is still paying him. This has caused a manpower gap in the KCSO. 
Karen Williams brought up Glendale’s budget constraints. She is not opposed to paying KCSO for service but stated the increase is too fast and too expensive. The increase will adversely affect Glendale.  Lamont Smith started this discussion several months ago. Glover then explained that when this current contract was made in 1999, the dollar amount $30,000.00, was to support one position; or one deputy. 1999 was when the Orderville Marshall position was transitioned to a KCSO Deputy. Since 1999 the cost for salary and employee benefits’ costs have more than doubled. The first incremental dollar increase will not take place until next fiscal year, or July 1, 2016, thus giving Glendale the opportunity to Budget for the increase properly. The second aspect of the contract is that the new contract amount is 50k, not 60 as originally planned. This is the Orderville town amount. Glendale’s share will be negotiated, or, Glendale will contract once again with Orderville to pay a portion of the $50,000. The current  Glendale Town  has is a contract  between  Orderville and Glendale, not KCSO.  Sheriff Glover does not want to go years again without increases. Mayor Spencer agreed with Karen Williams, that KCSO will eventually price Glendale out.  
Mayor Spencer   reminded the Sheriff that no decision would be made tonight. The Mayor said Glendale needs to know what Orderville will do first. Glover said the KCSO is willing to continue negations and make changes. The Mayor reminded everyone that Glendale’s contract is intertwined with Orderville and , Glendale needs to meet with Orderville regarding the KCSO contract. The Sheriff said he can’t say that the contract will change the Glendale revenue stream. Glover stated there is a need for traffic control, but, KCSO will only write righteous tickets. He, (Glover) will commit to making it a focal point of service, BUT only if it involves a righteous ticket. Lorraine Chamberlain asked how much revenue is generated from tickets in Glendale. Sheriff Glover did not have this statistic. Judge Wallace said during his 6 year tenure only a very small percentage of tickets were written in Glendale. The Judge estimated the amount to be around 12%, maybe.  It was determined that the Utah Highway Patrol is active in the area. The clerk explained how the contract with Orderville works, and why we are not receiving court revenues. The Judge said Carol Lamb, court Clerk could pull the data. Dan remarked he will get the info and he will meet again with ORDERVILLE Mayor to discuss contract.
Deon Baird asked the Sheriff if the deputies now make $60,000.00 per year and he stated that it is closer to 100k per year or more to fund 1 position. Glover does not want to price Glendale out, and they (KCSO) can try to be more efficient, and KCSO does   WANT to provide service to Glendale.
 The clerk, Ellen Lamb asked Sheriff Glover to please refresh what he said earlier: he said “I refuse to be a revenue generating service”.  Mrs. Lamb asked   “Why not?”  Glover said obviously he is a revenue generating service But he is not going to focus on revenue being the important thing. The most important thing is SAFETY. Jarad Brinkerhoff stated Public Safety and the Sherriff agreed. However, the Sheriff said he will not create speed traps, but there are plenty of people keeping KCSO busy and KCSO will write righteous tickets. And, do a better job.
Judge Wallace reminded Sheriff Glover that perception of the public is important and he (KCSO) needs to enforce the Law while avoiding the appearance that KCSO, and the court system are only after the money. Everyone agreed with that statement.  
The old Bronco decoy police cars were discussed. Jarad reminded the Sheriff that Glendale had a monetary interest in the car that was in Glendale. It was a good detriment to speed. Tracy said he would be willing to engage in a similar activity.   Deon would like to see more of a presence and said there is a problem in the afternoons with people ignoring school bus signs and lights. Deon said it would be good to have a deputy around.

Ball Park: Mayor Dan stated that Darwin Lamb, Lamb Excavating Inc. quoted $150.00 per hour to move dirt at the ball park The Mayor also said Lamb’s may need to move a tree, and there are several trees that may be in the way, when extending the right field baseline. The Mayor stated he does not want any trees moved if possible. Mike reminded everyone that there is underground sewer and water lines. He will have to Blue Stake it for Lamb Ex. Karen Williams wondered about the cost of sod and fences. The clerk reminded the Town that some extra time would be donated by Lamb’s.  Mike wondered where the dirt will be put. Dan reminded everyone that the North side was illegal and the removed product, or dirt, would be put near the ditch. The ditch will be left in place. Cost and hours were discussed.  Karen expressed concern about cost/ versus budget.  Dan stated it needs to be done to satisfy BLM and it needs to be done before baseball season starts. Dan said there will also be a need for gravel, but that was a decision to make after the digging was complete.  Time needed to complete the project was also discussed. There was no actual guestimate of time.
Jarad Brinkerhoff made a motion to allow LAMB EXCAVATING 3 days work, (8hour per day) at $150.00 per hour for a Total of $ 3600.00 to complete the project at the ball field.  Karen Williams expressed her desire to do a fund raiser to offset cost of project, Jarad reminded the board that Jeremy Chamberlain had said previously that he knew donors willing to help with improving the Glendale Town Ball park.  Deon Baird seconded.  Roll Call vote: Jarad Brinkerhoff, YES, Dan Spencer, Yes, Deon Baird, Yes, Karen Williams, Yes. All YES, MOTION PASSED, by roll call vote. The clerk was asked to have Darwin Lamb call Dan Spencer.

Basket Ball tournament support: john Yardley was not present but Clerk explained he is seeking Glendale Town support with the radio broadcasts he will be  announcing during 1A Basket Ball region and State tournaments. This is a public service to those who cannot go to the tournaments. Many people listen to the broadcasts.  The town’s history of participation was discussed.  The cost will be $100.00.  Deon Baird made a motion to participate. Jarad wanted to discuss it more, to determine if it is a wise use of money.  Jarad did not want to voice his opinion. Karen does not want to get involved contributing to everyone who asks. The Mayor stated that no one had seconded motion. Motion Died.

Appointments:  Appointment for vacant Board Member seat. The candidates are: Don Davis, Kristy Brinkerhoff Brinkerhoff, Lorraine Chamberlain, Bruce Harris and possibly Jeff Cox.  Bruce Harris had told clerk to remove him if council wanted Mr. Davis. This was debated and Bruce was eliminated.  The clerk had approached Jeff Cox and he never called to confirm. Jarad Brinkerhoff and Dan Spencer reviewed rules to follow to vote.  Lorraine Chamberlain was asked how it would work with Mike being an employee. 1st Round: each member was to write down 2 choices. Vote:  Dons 4, Kristy 2, Lorraine 2.  2nd round:  vote between Kristy and Lorraine, Lorraine was eliminated by coin toss. The Mayor requested the Clerk call and ask Don and Kristy come in now to be interviewed.

Social Hall walls: a brief discussion on wall treatment for social hall. Acoustical material as well as functionality for pinning pictures, ribbons, decorations etc, were talked about Jarad is more concerned with people pinning and taping to the walls. Deon suggested putting up cork- board, appearance and surface area were discussed. Jarad suggested hiring Dan Monett. Dan Spencer will research product and price.  Item Tabled. Clerk will include as AGENDA item for March meeting.

Departments:

Water: Jarad Brinkerhoff updated the Board on the timetable for cleaning water storage tanks. Project was delayed because of bad weather in Colorado. Cleaning project will be in March. Jarad and Mike will both be attending Water conference in St George next week. Jarad and Mike will talk to vendors to price water meters. Some leaking, and broken meters were called to Mike’s attention.  The meter at Karen Williams’ house needs to be replaced.

Streets & Roads:  Mayor Spencer is still concerned about the Flood path at the corner by Kade Iverson’s house. Jarad reminded all that the flood at the corner of Center and Main at the country store needs to be addressed. That is the responsibility of UDOT but the Board agreed the town may have to help fix it. The steep hill near Glen Stacey’s was discussed. Mike had problems with snow removal and ice. It is the upper road.  Discussion followed regarding repair or remodeling that section of the road.

Parks & Cemeteries: Deon Baird: Deon detailed problems the clerk has been having determining who has paid or paid in full for cemetery plots.  Deon improved and updated the notebook. Deon presented a program for cemetery management produced by Caselle.  The notebook has lots of inconsistencies. The state is urging all municipalities to go digital allowing access for people researching family history.  Deon has done lots of legwork on the cemetery project.  Jarad asked if the state archives cemetery Grant had been pursed. No.  The clerk will look into this and other project options. Many of the problems with the cemetery book keeping were brought to light. Dan Spencer thought we could make our own program.  Jarad still wishes to get a GIS of the cemetery and make a spread sheet to agree with it. Tabled. Needs further  research.

Apple festival: Karen will begin on this item next month.
Budget:  Karen Williams will begin budget work next month.


Dogs:  Karen Williams has worked with Sherry Woodard at Best Friends. Ms Wood discussed dog licensing and micro-chipping and sheltering.  If a town has a shelter, dogs are held for 5 days.  There is also a foster til adotion program.  Licensing will need to be a city requirement.  The Clerk engaged Sheriff Glover for his input.  Dog Ordinance violators need to be pursued. Fines, Small Claims action, and attachment to property tasked were defined.  The Judge added to the conversation.   Judge Wallace said small claims action was not viable. The Judge suggested the Town engage legal- counsel.  The Sheriff  suggested  that an administrative procedure to proceed with a civil suit be researched. There must be teeth in it .Jarad Brinkerhoff suggested the Board revisits state law, and bring suggestions to the Board. The Mayor suggested the town ask the city attorney about liability issue. The Sheriff defined that most animal control officers are certified police officer. Karen Williams stated there is no state requirement to that effect. Jarad suggested Keith Church,  5 County Association of Governments  as a resource for this issue.  Karen suggested a joint facility with Orderville Town. Kanab City does NOT have animal control officers. Kanab has a small dog shelter. Jarad thinks there is a dog licensing ordinance on the city books.  Clerk was directed to find written Glendale Ordinances.  Tabled.  March AGENDA item.

Mike: Mike reported he has kept up with daily water operator duties, but otherwise his primary focus has been the sewer project. Today there were complaints of dirty water. The tank cleaning project is slated to be done the first of April. Lydia’s Canyon and Hop Well have never been cleaned and the Town Tank has not been cleaned in over 25 years.

Clerk: Ellen reported AUP is almost done. Chad Atkinson CPA for Glendale approached town about using Quick Books on line. The fee is $20.00 on line. That allows HB to make changes on line. Board members would be able to view QBS from home, put not have password ability to make changes. Board not interested.

Interviews:  The Mayor stated that the interested parties for the open council seat need to be interviewed in a board meeting, before the Board votes. Kristy was asked to speak first. Don Davis followed. They were asked if they were registered voters, availability to meet once a month, would the Board member be willing to be over, or the laison for the fire department.  Karen asked about Dog Control. Would there be any conflicts of interest.  Mr. Davis asked how much time is invested in leg work.   Karen asked “why do you want to be on the town board” Both had excellent answers and are dedicated to the community. Kristy B Brinkerhoff asked from the audience if they would each be willing to speak their opinion. The Clerk reminded the term will end at the end of December 2015. She clarified when the sign ups to file to run for a full term were. Jarad reminded everyone the  council seats are strictly volunteer positions.
Vote: Donald Davis was elected.
