March 24, 2015
Green River City Offices
Green River, Utah
5:00 p.m.

Meeting was called to order at 5 p.m. by Debbie Peet, Vice-Chair.  The Chair, Roxanne Jensen, was excused.  Debbie Peet stated a quorum was present. The Chair asked for a motion to approve the minutes and vouchers.
Sam Cunningham had a correction on page 6, 4th paragraph up from bottom.  Reads: “if this juice is made in bathtub it is not safe.  We will change it to read “homemade”.  The Chair asked for any other corrections.  
 Councilwoman Tubbs asked on page 3 about electronic meetings.  She stated believes other requirement is that everyone can hear everyone at an electronic meeting (speaker phone).  The Chair stated that a quorum has to be present in the regular meeting place (i.e. Green River City Office).  
Sam Cunningham moved to accept the minutes as corrected; seconded by Kathi Reaves.  Discussion followed.  Brady Bradford added to the discussion and stated a board he participated in all called in by phone to a voting board.  It depends on what the Board has decided.  It is something we need to check on.  Commissioners Brady and Mellor each contributed to the discussion, and Mellor stated a message cannot be left on a voicemail.  The Chair asked for research on this.  Dave will do that and we can still approve the minutes today.  The Chair asked for a vote on the motion.  All in favor; none opposed.   
The Chair asked for approval on the vouchers.  Kathi Reaves had a question on Henderson Leasing Company, regarding snow removal.  Tracy stated it was for snow removal in Moab.  Orion Rogers rented the equipment and cleaned the snow himself.
Kathi also asked about a check on Page 6 (ck#6562) rental.  This was to replace the fuel in the equipment to remove the snow.
Sam Cunningham asked about Ck #6563 for a portable crane for heavy generators.  This was for lifting generators out of truck to avoid back injuries.
Sam Cunningham questioned the retiree health charges and how often we pay those charges per month.  More discussion followed about seeing payments for these more than once in a month.  Tracy explained the number of retirees and sometimes the payment amounts change at first of the year.  
Sam Cunningham asked about the unemployment benefit for Lillian from Moab.  Tracy explained she was a part-time employee and was entitled to a small amount of unemployment from us.
Sam also asked about Ck #6493-“cleaning out storage closets”- We hired a high school student to come clean out those areas.
Kathi Reaves asked about page 2 for Ck# 6596, the check for the Triathlon for $1000.  Tracy explained we helped sponsor the Triathlon.
Sam asked about Page 1 of February, regarding Ck 6599- She asked if we pay nursing dues.  Tracy explained the check was for the school nursing association.
The Chair asked for a motion to approve the vouchers.  Kathi Reaves moved to approve the vouchers; seconded by Sam.  All in favor; none opposed.
Dave stated he found an answer on the resolution for electronic meetings.  In Code, it states we “may require” that a quorum be present at the facility normally used, but does not say “shall” which would make it that a quorum MUST BE present.  Commissioner Mellor asked how often this may happen, and if it should be approved to cover in the future.  The Chair asked if we have a choice as it is written now.  That needs to be brought up for a vote at the next meeting.
Sam made the motion to table the electronic meeting resolution.  Commissioner Brady stated that a motion was not needed.
BYLAWS
Dave stated the by-laws need to be changed since we are no longer a four county health department.  Roxanne Jensen was the one who stated our Board term limits needed to be considered.
Sam Cunningham asked about 7 and 8 on page 2 of the By-Laws.  She asked if Dave is considered the Hearing Officer.  He stated yes, he is, or he can appoint someone.   An example would be the E-cigarette regulation and now this time the Housing regulation.
The Chair asked if we will be making changes to the By-Laws, and stated the name needs to be changed on the front page.  Dave stated we need to strike out the name of San Juan County.  Dave feels the name is too long with the word District, and would like the word “district” omitted.   The Chair asked about any other changes in wording.  Commissioner Brady stated on page 4 article 5 paragraph 1, “Special meetings may be called by the Chairperson or by one half of the Board members, at any time, on three days prior notice by mail, or in case of emergency, as soon as possible after notice by telephone”.  The Commissioner asked if the word “mail” needs to be changed to read “email; text” to be contacted 3 days prior.  Almost everyone on the board receives manager meeting minutes by email.  Dave stated striking that altogether would probably work.  The Chair added that sometimes mail takes longer than 3 days in rural areas.  Tracy asked if “notice by telephone” can be left on.  Commissioner Mellor stated “by telephone” is in the case of an emergency.  Commissioner Mellor asked about a message left on an answering machine being sufficient, or if they person needs to be contacted directly by phone.  Commissioner Brady answered and felt that a mass text or email could be sent out to notify board members in the case of a special meeting.  Tracy stated the last time the board was contacted by email or text we received a response from the members.  Commissioner Brady stated you can request a response
The Chair asked about number 2, Article 5 and stated that the Board members currently receive the minutes almost a month (3 weeks) in advance (not at least 5 days in advance) as it reads in the by-laws.  She asked if this needs to be changed.
Kathi Reaves stated on page 2, number 10 is not clear to her on the compensation plan for all the employees.  Commissioner Brady stated maybe
Tracy asked about Article V number 3 to change the 10 days to 3 weeks.  Brady stated the agenda can be changed even though the packet has been mailed.  More discussion.
Jake asked about the number of members on the board.  
The Chair stated the board terms are still a question.  She asked for everyone’s feelings on this.  Kathi stated Roxanne had also talked about an A term and a B term limit.  Dr. Martinez stated the normal term for professional boards is 4 years.  More discussion continued.  Some members are on for 3 year terms.  Dave read the code and the State suggests 3 year terms in the 26A code.  Sam stated with the word ‘SHALL’ that we should go with 3 year terms.  The question of people’s terms that they were appointed was discussed.  
Commissioner Brady asked about Article III on Page 3.  He asked Dave if he is the official secretary of the board.  More discussion followed about everyone’s position in regard to the Board and the nursing director, environmental director, etc.
Liz is making motion to postpone voting on bylaws until the next regularly scheduled meeting to vote on changes to the By Laws.  Seconded by Commissioner Brady.  All in favor; none opposed.
Becky asked how everyone wants the new name to read: Southeast Utah Health Department.  Commissioner Brady stated so moved.  
INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT
Dave stated it will have the same issues; the change needed deals with the removal of San Juan County.  This was a 30 year agreement that was broken.  No changes are needed other than taking the words ‘San Juan County’ out; and the word ‘District’.  We do have a copy with everyone’s signature.  Brady stated the May proposed budget wording needs to be changed to Budget meeting in the month of November.  
No other discussion on this agreement.  Kathi Reaves made the motion to accept the changes made to the Interlocal Agreement as stated.  Seconded by Commissioner Brady.  All in favor; none opposed.
MEASLES/PERTUSSIS
Dave stated we usually don’t have these type of outbreaks.  Dave asked Brady to discuss this topic as our epidemiologist.  Brady received daily calls from Utah County.  The number of calls and follow-up interviews was large even though there were only 3 cases in the state.  Our State did a good job of stepping up and supporting the locals (Utah County).  Measles ended up in 8 states.  It is wrapped up in Utah; not necessarily the rest of the Western states.   Dr. Martinez commented that he saw an immunity report and Grand County rated 99% protected and immunized.  Carbon County is only at 70%.  He asked why the 70%.  Dave explained pockets of polygamists that do not immunize.  School exemptions add to the percentages.  Dr. Martinez asked Brady if there happens to be a measles outbreak in Carbon and Emery County, whether it could be catastrophic.  The Dr. asked if there is a legal route to pull those non-immunized children out of school.  Dave stated they are removed from schools only if there is an outbreak.  
Brady reviewed the pertussis outbreak to give Dr. Martinez the example of an outbreak. Brady was notified Feb. 7 of a case in San Juan County that was confirmed with a lab test.  Brady went on to review the story. His story gave examples of repeat exposure and re-infecting students.  
Dr. Martinez asked if Brady is okay with that herd immunization.  More discussion followed.  Dr. Martinez asked if Grand County has a different way of getting all children immunized.  The Dr. asked if it can be switched over to the Principals instead of the Providers.  Dave stated that it is explained (educated) when they apply for exemption and they will not be allowed in school.  Brady stated that a better picture may be a closer view of where we are at today of % immunized in schools.  The Chair asked about the school nurse going through the records and checking each student’s record for immunization be updated.  Commissioner Brady asked if Green River has a school nurse.  It is Dana Olsen from our Emery County Office (Castle Dale).
This item was for Information only.
DENTAL PROGRAMS
Dave stated Dr. Martinez has lit a fire under us to find out what other health departments are doing in the state for dental programs.
Dottie stated the report speaks for itself.  Dottie explained that CHC stands for Community Health Centers.
Dr. Martinez thought maybe fluoride tablets would be the best thing to do.  The other thing is whether everyone is being treated in Carbon, Emery, and Grand Counties.  Dottie stated that it is difficult to get Medicaid clients treated because of low payments from Medicaid.  Dottie stated it is more the adults with Medicaid not getting treated.  Lower income people that are adults are not being treated because there is not funding.  Commissioner Mellor asked how a clinic will solve the problem.  Dr. Martinez explained how a clinic would benefit people with donated dental services.  Councilwoman Tubbs asked if Moab’s Free Health covers dental health.  Dave and Dottie stated there is a free dental clinic once a year in Moab.  It is an expensive undertaking.  The cost of equipment and staff.  Dr. asked if that is part of what the Board is responsible for; or is it a problem for the State.  Dave stated it is definitely a public health problem.  Dave suggested getting a legislator to put in for a pot of money to run a dental clinic.  Commissioner Brady stated there is a dentist that comes in every Tuesday and Thursday in Green River and they use a sliding fee schedule.  He stated Green River gets Federal Funding for this clinic.
Dr. Martinez asked also about the dental varnish.  He suggested calling DOPL about this varnish and see if it is okay to do these prescriptions.  Dottie stated we have to have a contract with the doctor where they get the dental work done; that is where we get the free fluoride.  Dr. Martinez would be willing to sign the prescriptions for the fluoride tablets and they could get them through the pharmacies through Medicaid.  
He feels dentists are causing many of the drug problems.  Research shows toddlers receiving sedation are more likely to be involved in substance abuse in adulthood.  He wondered if a letter could go out through the health department asking if this is a good practice; if we should be giving young children these medications.  The Chair asked if there is a dental association in Carbon County.  There is.  The wheels of government take a long time to make progress on these things.  He asked if health department could do something.  Dave stated if he was to put out information to the community, it would have to be based on scientific proof.  First he would have to contact dentists and ask for information on giving Demerol to young children.  It is used because it puts kids to sleep.  It is transferable to offspring.  Parents are not aware of the impact on kids using Demerol.
The Chair feels it would be wonderful to come back with a plan and pursue some grants.
LEGISLATURE
Dave reviewed the list of bills and legislation that affected public health or health issues.  
Bills number 248, 79S1, Tobacco shop amendments; E-cigarette bill; and Health Department Funding passed and Dave explained briefly.
PUBLIC HEALTH 101	
Dave stated we have new board members.  This is a lead in to get everyone back into the frame of mind to get our committee for Board Self Evaluation back at work.  
Dave explained code 26A and reviewed the power point presentation.  
During the power point, Commissioner Brady brought up the question of rating the restaurants and letting the public know which places are safe to eat at.  Discussion followed, and the Commissioner asked Brady to report on this change in grading eating establishments at the next meeting.  Councilwoman Tubbs stated she still would like to know what the violations are.  Brady stated the first phase of the new grading system has to be in place by October.
Dave stated getting back to Board Self Evaluation.  Sam is committee chair and needs the members again from Becky.  Becky will email members to Sam and arrange dates for meeting and getting confirmations.  Sam led a discussion about the Board Self-Evaluation Committee to inform Commissioner Mellor and Commissioner Brady about the process the committee was working through.  Commissioner Mellor questioned getting more board members in and asked about the number from each county on the evaluation committee.  The demographics have changed now with San Juan County dropping out.
BUDGET
Tracy reviewed the change in regard to Healthcare Response and explained the extra amount in this year’s grant.  Part was not spent last year and the grant for this year is amended to include the balance from last year.
Motion needed accept changes in Budget.  Kathi Reaves made the motion to accept the budget change; Sam seconded.  All in favor; none opposed.  
MEDIA
Dave reviewed the first article; the 5K/10K Walk for Kick Butts Day.    The Famers Market is new this year in Grand County. We are trying to set up a machine to enable people to use the food stamp cards to purchase fresh foods at the market. Kathi Reaves asked about the financial responsibility for the health department to pursue this Farmer’s Market.  Dave stated there was a small amount of money needed to set things up, and we will get a little bit of money in from the vendors.  We will keep close track of this and report back to Board.  Brady Bradford stated they had a meeting in Moab a couple weeks ago; the community is very excited.  Kathi Reaves and others feel it is a very good idea.
TRAININGS
Tracy reviewed the Cyber-Terrorism conference attended by Tracy, Dave, and Robby in New Orleans.  Tracy talked about wound care with replicating cells; surveillance with drones; and using Social Media.
Dottie watched a pod cast on U-Train and discussed how the Social Media was used to send out information through librarians. 
POLICY & PROCEDURES
The Policy considered today deals with our Media Policy and Procedures.  Grand County needs someone in the office that is trained as a P.I.O.  Dave spoke with KSL today about the county health rankings.  He explained to them that the County Health Rankings rate the counties against each other within the State.  We are at the bottom again (Carbon/Emery County).  He explained to KSL you need to consider the industries here.  We have the power plants and coal mining; we have more smokers.  We are doing things as a health department to make things better. Our suicide prevention program is one of the best in State.  
Social Media is important and used very much by public health facilities.  
Commissioner Brady feels we need a definition for social media (the policy does not contain that at this time).  He made the suggestion to add social media guidelines.
This policy will be brought back next time with the suggested changes. Debbie Peet had a question under 3.6 under values/professional standards.  Debbie asked if the spacing needed to be in there and Tracy stated the entire thing needs to be reformatted.  Commissioner Brady asked if our department has Facebook and Twitter.  He asked what our names are for those.  The name on Facebook is Southeastern Utah District Health Department.  Twitter is Southeast UT Health @ seuthealth.    Commissioner Brady suggested sending out news releases using RIDDIT.  Tracy stated we will check into that.  Our website is seuhealth.org or seuhealth.com.  The Chair asked if there was any further discussion.  There was not; she called for a motion.  Sam Cunningham moved to accept this policy with the changes; seconded by Kathi Reaves.  Dottie asked if we need a blanket motion to change our name to Southeast Utah Health Department on all our policies.  Dave stated we can change the name on them as we go along.  All in favor; none opposed.  Motion passed.
PUBLIC HEALTH
Dottie stated this is all informational.  Our suicide rate as a state is higher than the rest of the US; even though are rates are lower than 2013.
We will probably lose the CSHCN program when it changes hands July 1, 2015 and is then under the University of Utah.  There will be reduced funding.
Dottie quickly reviewed the other items under this tab and discussed each very briefly.
ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH
Brady stated we will have an update on the air quality issue in Grand County.  They have a coalition working on getting monitors for air quality.  They would like Carbon and Emery County’s input on joining the coalition.  He will have an update on this issue at the next meeting.
The charter school in Moab sprayed for lice in the school. This is not a usual control for lice.  They sprayed correctly, but the residual smell affected the teachers and some students.  Brady and Orion are working now on integrated pest management after many complaints.  
Brady was called in regard to the bright blue in the settlement pond (picture in packet) due to urinal cakes added to the pool to cut down on smell.
There was a truck/trailer crash in Carbon County and the county was worried about contamination to a small creek.
The Housing Regulation Hearings were held and no one showed up for comments.  We will not go pro-actively knocking on doors to comply with this regulation.  This is for rentals only. The renter or landlord can give permission for the health department to enter for an inspection.  Dr. Martinez asked about Radon and people performing Radon tests.  It is a chronic health risk.  It is not mandated through realtors.  If someone wants to check on this, they request it through health department.  It is usually done by the client themselves.  It is most often found in the basement of older homes where the foundation may be cracked.  Dave mentioned again that the hearings were held and there were no public comments.  The Board needed to finalize the regulation.  Commissioner Brady made the motion to accept the housing regulation; seconded by Kathi Reaves.  No further discussion.  All in favor; none opposed.  Motion passed.
Brady briefly reviewed the waste tire regulation from the State.  The waste tire recycling company in Huntington was up and running for a month about 2 years ago.  They are close to re-opening their facility.  Brady needs to get this regulation in place since we will have that facility.   This was for information only, to give the Board an example in reference to waste tire recycling.
OTHER
Dave talked about the UALBOH annual dues.  There is a new proposal out to reduce the annual dues for UALBOH.
The Chair, Debbie Peet, has been appointed to serve on the NALBOH Board and will be going to Louiseville for the national convention.
Dr. Martinez asked about the list of substance abuse information he wanted talked about at this meeting.  Dr. Martinez stated he spoke with Mental Health and they already have pamphlets printed.  He passed out pamphlets.
Kathi Reaves made motion to adjourn.  No second was needed.
