1.  CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Allred calls the room to order.
2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Led by Councilor Allred.

4.  DISCLOSURES AND DECLARATIONS OF CONFLICT OF INTEREST:  Mayor Allred asks if anyone has any declarations of conflict of interest.  No one has any conflicts to declare.
	DISCUSSION AND ACTION ITEMS
5.  VOTE ON ORDINANCE 03-12-15 TO MAKE KANARRAVILLE A TREE CITY, ESTABLISH A CHAIRPERSON FOR THE TREE CITY COMMITTEE AND DISCUSS ARBOR DAY.  
Mayor Allred asks if there is further discussion for Tree City Ordinance.  No one has any further comment on that.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve Ordinance 03-12-15.  Councilor Allred moves to approve Ordinance 03-12-15 making Kanarraville a Tree City.  Councilor Cornelius seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
The clerk states that all ordinances require a roll call vote and calls the roll:

The clerk said the ordinance states that the Town Board member in charge of parks and recreation will coordinate with the Tree City Chairman to plan at least one event per year.  We may want to do something for Arbor Day which is April 24.  The clerk further states that Kassie Pebworth will be the Chair person for the committee.
6.  DEAN MILLER-BUILDING PERMIT REVIEW AND POSSIBLE APPROVAL FOR ADDITION TO LOG CABIN AT 320 N. MAIN ST.  Mayor Allred said he looked at the plans and it looks like Planning & Zoning approved the plans.  Kim Ward said that they did approve the plans, and the setbacks were in order.  The clerk said Dean Miller was unable to be at the meeting as he had to be out of town.  Councilor Allred moves to approve the addition to the log cabin at 320 N. Main St.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
8.  SOUTHWEST UTAH PUBLIC HEALTH DEPARTMENT MEMO OF UNDERSTANGIND DISCUSSION ABOUT A CLOSED VACCINATION POD FOR TOWN BOARD, THEIR FAMILIES AND FIRST RESPONDERS.  Mayor Allred asks Councilor Allred about this.  Councilor Allred said in case there is an outbreak and vaccinations are required a POD sets up a group of people to get vaccination away from the general public.  Southwest Utah Public Health Department wants us to set one up for Town Board, their families and the first responders.  Jack Coulter said there are two ways the health department dispenses medication:  In a general or open POD, like the high school in Cedar where you have thousands of people queued up to get medication, or individuals can set up clubs or closed PODS which he thinks is a misnomer because they can include as many people as you like, the whole town can be a Closed POD.  They give you medications for all the people in your POD and it helps keep the freeways clear and people out of the public exposing themselves.  Councilor Allred said they approached him to set one up so Town Board and all their families and the fire department could get a POD in place.  In case of a pandemic, the leaders are taken care of.  We are one of the few towns in the county who have not signed the MOU.  Councilor Allred asks how Town Board about it.  Mayor Allred said he would be fine having it in place.  Jack Coulter said all you have to do is keep a running list of who is in your POD, keep their names, birthday, and if anyone is under 70 lbs.  Paulette Valentine will be glad to help you set one up and explain how they work.  Councilor Cornelius asks if the medications are delivered or if we pick them up.  Coulter said it could be either.  They figure you could do 65 people in ½ hour.  It is a very fast system.  The other Town Board members agree that we should go ahead and set up an MOU with the Southwest Utah Public Health Department.  Mayor Allred asks for a vote to approve the MOU.  Councilor Allred moves to approve the MOU between the Southwest Utah Public Health Department and Kanarraville Town Board to set up a POD for Town Board members, their families and first responders.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.  
7.  DISCUSS PLANNING & ZONING VACANCY AND REPLACEMENT.  
Mayor Allred takes item seven here.  He states that Blaine Byers resigned his post as planner.  The clerk states that Chris Archibald had come forward about serving on Planning the month before.  Councilor Allred said he would be all for Chris Archibald.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve Chris Archibald for Planning & Zoning.  Councilor Cornelius moves to approve Chris Archibald for the vacant position on Planning & Zoning.  Councilor Allred seconds the motion.  All are in favor.  The clerk said he would call Chris.
9.  BUDGET REVIEW, EXPENDITURE APPROVALS, NEW PRO0DEDURES FOR PAYROLL TAXES, TOWN DIKES AND COUNTY HELP.
The Clerk reports on the budget:  General Government is at 95.5% We get an infusion from the Enterprise Fund of $3,500.00 at the end of the year so that is good.  We may be looking to amend this part of the budget.  Public Safety is at 54.9%.  Highway’s and Streets is at 11.8%.  We may also be amending that.  The one we will be amending for sure is Parks and Recreation which is at 97.2% and possibly Payroll and Wages.  Parks and Recreation only has $732.72 left for this budget year.  
The Clerk asks if anyone has any questions of the expenditures approval form.  No one has any questions.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the expenditures.  Councilor Allred moves to approve the expenditures for March 12, 2015.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.  The Clerk draws the Town Board attention to the Payroll Penalty.  We have crossed the $2,500.00 threshold where we can file payroll taxes quarterly.  The IRS waived the first penalty, but not the second one.  The town Accountant Amber Nielson has now set us up with an EFTPS account where we can pay the IRS automatically and the state which means that we will be doing payroll taxes in house.  Town Board are fine with these changes and tell the clerk to call Hinton Burdick.
Lastly, the Clerk states that he spoke with Steve Platt, the county engineer and it will now be June before Iron County can come out and grade the dikes.  He said to call then.  The clerk asks what to do.  Councilor Allred said we need to find someone who wants to buy dirt so we don’t have to haul it out.  The Clerk said Ryan Cornelius does it the best.  Councilor Allred said we should hold off and let someone who needs dirt come to us.  Mayor Allred said put us on schedule with the county for June and if we can do something before then, we’ll do it.  
10.  TOWN BOARD REPORTS.
Councilor Allred states that the ambulance is gone.  The county privatized it.  It is now Gold Cross.  He asks Town Board at what point do we as the Kanarraville Fire Department have to help an independent contractor do their job as volunteers that don’t get paid?  If it is an emergency situation, I can see us being needed to save lives.  But they paged us out three times two weeks ago to go lift Jimmy out of his house to the ambulance.  At what point do we as a town say to them that they are the contractors, they need to take care of themselves.  Do we charge them?  Councilor Shugart said as long as it is non-life threatening then he thinks we should have the option to help or not.  Councilor Allred said from what he is hearing from the dispatch people if the two ambulances that they have in Cedar are busy and we have a problem down here they are going to tell you to find a way to the hospital on your own or wait for the ambulance.  Councilor Allred said be thinking about that.  He will get more info for next time.
Councilor Shugart doesn’t have anything to report.
Councilor Cornelius doesn’t have anything to report.
11.  MAYOR’S REPORT.
