Meeting is brought to order at 7:04.

· Marilyn and Yvonne have been down stairs and put all the Christmas stuff away. Yvonne has looked on Amazon for some suits and she found some around $400.  Curtis is wondering where we are at with the budget.  He thinks we should take the new suits from the donation money from Brent Funk.  The Council are in agreement.  Scott wants to make sure we buy a good quality suit so that they last for a long time.  There will be 2 suits bought with the donation money from Brent Funk.

· Marilyn would like to discuss some options for the 24th of July but wait for Mayor Cox to be here to make any decisions.  Curtis says to go ahead and throw out some ideas.  Marilyn wants to start later in the day around 5 pm.  We could start the parade at 5, have a Council sponsored dinner, horseshoe tournament, ball games, and then if allowed shoot the fireworks.  Curtis thinks that changing our routine once in a while isn’t really a bad thing. Scott says that the church will still do the breakfast in the morning of the 24th and then the Town can take and start their celebration in the afternoon.  Softball has kind of fizzled out and Stacey suggests maybe a soccer game instead.  Yvonne says that there has been complaints about the soccer field being really lumpy and hard to run on.  Curtis says that he has thought about it and he will look into renting a roller to smooth out the field.  He has also been wanting to plow up the infield of the baseball diamond.  He will talk to Hermansen’s about the rental of a plow, tractor, and roller.

· Yvonne is wondering about getting new town flags printed to get hung up at the Town Hall and also at the cemetery.  Stacey pulled up the bid on the email from Colonial Flag.  The estimate is for $340 for two 5x8 nylon flags.  Colonial Flag also suggested sliding the image off center so that the flag can be mended a few more times to last longer.  After looking at the old Town flag the Council decides to order a smaller flag and better material.  Curtis suggests that we take the flags out of the same donation money from Brent Funk.
· Yvonne is wondering where the annual water report that is due in March is so that she can get started on it. Curtis is surprised that we haven’t gotten it yet.  Yvonne will call Devin to see if he has received the report and then Curtis and Yvonne will go from there to make sure it gets done.

· Curtis doesn’t have anything else except he would like to get the resolutions hammered out so they are ready to pass in March’s meeting.  Curtis has his laptop and is pulling up the resolutions.  While Curtis is pulling up his files Stacey lets the Council know that we received a letter from ULGT saying that we are getting a dividend of about $350 and we also got $100 cash back through the Town’s credit card.  Scott also lets the audience know that Nick has had to upgrade the fire departments reporting system.  In the past he has been doing it all by hand and now he is being required to do all the reporting by computer.  Nick got approval from the Council a couple weeks ago to purchase a computer and required equipment.  Nick thought he could do this for around $2,000 which he has in his budget.

Curtis has found his resolutions on his computer.  He reads the cemetery resolution with the corrections (copy will be attached with the minutes).  Curtis now pulls up the water resolution and reads it with the corrections (copy will be attached with the minutes).
