HUNTINGTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
March 18, 2015

Huntington City Council met in its regular scheduled council meeting March 18, 2015 at the city office building located at 20 South Main Street.  Meeting started at 6:30 p.m. with Mayor Hilary Gordon presiding.

Agenda Item #1 – Approval of February 18, 2015 City Council minutes
MARK JUSTICE MOVED TO APPROVE THE FEBRUARY 18, 2015 MINUTES; LANEEA COWLEY SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED. 

Agenda Item #2-Todd Thorn-SEUA of Local Government/CDBG and RLF
Todd Thorn: The Community Development Block Grant is a federal grant that we administer in Price.  It is used to help Cities with infrastructure, water, sewer, housing needs and other items.  My job is to work with the local communities to identify projects that can be funded through the block grant.  As a city there are a lot of projects on the list there’s a lot of things with the block grant that are eligible and some that are more likely to be funded than others so I want to work with the city to identify those projects and say ok with your list of ten lets go after number 6 because it looks like that is the one that is most likely to be funded this year.   Then the next year we will reassess and see what one to go after then.   I know CIB is a big resource to use for a lot of the different projects that is probably going to be your primary resource to fund the big projects but we can help out in the smaller areas.  We can combine the two to get the projects done.  The revolving loan fund is to help businesses with gapped financing.  So if a business needs $100,000.00 and they go to the bank and they can only get $70,000.00 that’s where we come in and see if we can get them approved for $30,000.00.  Get to know me and let me help you, my cell phone number is 435-633-3143.  These projects are assessed points and the more points you have the more likely you are to be funded.  Mark:  Do you have an annual cycle and do applications have to be completed by a certain time?  Todd:  We start the process in October and it is a how to apply workshop, someone from the city needs to attend.  Then you submit the application at the end of January and if you are funded you usually get your money in July.

Agenda Item #4-Gary Arrington Emery County Planning and Zoning-Nelco Contractors
Gary:  As you know I’m on the County Planning and Zoning.  Last week Cliff McElprang worked out an agreement with Nelco.  Nelco is opening a gravel pit on the section of ground back on the hill on the road past Brent Gordon’s farm off of 400 East south of Tammy’s place. This is for your information only. Nelco will work for multiple years and I just want you to know that I have put in the contract with the County that with the passing of it that Nelco would be responsible for any damage to a Huntington City road. They will be driving down the gravel road which belongs to Huntington City, it’s probably three or four hundred feet and then the road that goes in front of the Nursery and in front of Genco.  We also made them aware of Huntington City noise ordinance.  Emery County will handle the dust control problem.  Mark:  What about traffic how many trucks are you talking?  Gary:  At first they will probably crush a lot of gravel and have it stored there, after that they figure they will use it four or five times a year.  There will be a crusher but it will be a temporary one for when they have jobs around here.  They also have one down by Ferron and one over in Carbon County.  This will be a little more competitive for them.   Hilary:  I’m worried about the muddy road if we get a rain storm.  Maybe they will put down a little more base.

Agenda Item #5-Emery Rodeo Team Donation-Lacy McElprang
Hilary:  The rodeo team is on the donation list.  Lacy:  The donation will go to the rodeo in Castle Dale. Every year all of the high school rodeos in Utah come to our town and the donation will help pay for stock fees .The members that qualify will use the donations to go to Heber for the state finals and the people on the top fifteen will go to national or silver state these donations will help with the cost.
MARK JUSTICE MOTIONED TO APPROVE THE EMERY RODEO TEAM DONATION; GLORIA WILSON SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED.

Agenda Item #6-Public hearing to adjust budget
MARK JUSTICE MOVED TO GO INTO PUBLIC HEARING;  LANEEA CCOWLEY SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED.
Ronni:  There was an accident at the rodeo grounds caused by a car running off the highway and running into two new fences and hitting the new grand stands.  Our cost estimate is about $4550.00 the insurance company will go after the driver but we have already received a portion of the money.  The repair estimates have been sent to the insurance company and we have to wait for the work to be done and then we send them the copies of the bills so that we can get reimbursed.  The money for the accident repairs at the rodeo grounds has to go through expense and the insurance money coming in has to go through revenue.  So we have to increase the expenses at the rodeo grounds and revenue.  On the budget I’ve given you I had to adjust a few things and they are showing in green.  We have the revenue that I had to increase for the insurance money and then we had the expenses.  On the General Fund:
	Increase revenue from $765,700.00 to $774,425.00
	General Government – increase budget from $236,230.00 to $236,530.00
	Public Safety – increase budget from $95,974.00 to $96,474.00
	Parks, Recreation and Public Property – increase budget from $194,100.00 to $202,025.00
	Total increase in expenditures $8,725.00
GLORIA WILSON MOTIONS TO GO OUT OF PUBLIC HEARING ON ADJUSTING THE BUDGET; LANEEA COWLEY SECONDS THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED.  ROLL CALL VOTE:  MARK JUSTICE-YES, JEERY LIVINGSTON – YES, GLORIA WILSON - YES, LANEEA COWLEY – YES.

Agenda Item #7-Discussion of Velma Gardner water connection
Hilary:  Discussion of some water connections that were given to the Gardner’s years ago when the right of way came through Huntington Canyon and used some of the Gardner’s ground.  There was an agreement in writing made.  The question is, there were originally 6 water connections given and four are remaining.  The discussion is whether or not the water shares have to go with each one of the connections.  Laneea:  In the e-mail from the Gardner’s, the Gardner’s  thought they had six but after investigation  there are only 4 water connections that need to be put up on that property so we talked to Jacob from special service and they are going to honor those four.  Then we asked if they wanted to move them down here into the city, there wasn’t anything in writing regarding that but Jacob from special service said that he would honor the request if they wanted the ones that had not been put in yet down into the city.  If they move them to the city because of our ordinance would the water shares come into play?  Talking to Jerry Livingston, the Gardner’s and myself, my opinion is that this was a gentleman’s agreement and the city has been benefitting from three different easements through their property and that we should go ahead and give them the rights to those water shares.  
LANEEA COWLEY MOTIONS TO HONOR THE ORIGINAL AGREEMENT WITH THE SPECIAL SERVICES OF THE FOUR WATER CONNECTIONS OF WHICH ALSO INCLUDE THE THREE WATER SHARES AND THAT THEY CAN MOVE THOSE CONNECTIONS WITHIN HUNTINGTON CITY AT NO COST. MARK JUSTICT SECONDS THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVES. 

Laneea:  If the Gardeners’ sale the property then the agreement would change to the new owner. 
Hilary:  The motion carries so now you can get it in writing that you have four connections that can be moved down town but they can only go through your family, they can’t be sold out of the family and moved in that way.  That does include the three shares that is already done you don’t have anything else that you need to pay.
Anderson:  I understand water shares are not transferable to a new owner but what about us as heirs?  Can we get something in writing?  
Mark:  I would suggest that you have your husband make up an agreement and e-mail it back to us and then we will take a look at it.  

Agenda Item #8-Animal control fees
Laneea:  Robert went to the animal control training and came back with some concerns.  I have printed out for you section 5-2-8 of Animal Care; we are concerned about the feeding of wild animals.  It does not say in our ordinance anything about feeding wild animals. In section 5-2-9 we need to add feeding wild animals which would include deer, moose and elk. In working with the water shed I found that in order to get any monies to help with that problem it has to be in our ordinance.  Robert: If you don’t have this in our ordinance if there is a problem DNR won’t come help us.  They want to enforce no feeding of the animals.  Laneea:  The other discussion is on animal fees 5-2-14 is the mandatory fines and fees.  We want to discuss changing the fines for after business hours and weekends because we are paying extra for overtime.  So I need your feedback, we talked about doubling the fees or increasing fees.  Ronni:  It costs the city $50.00 to prosecute.  Gloria:  Right now if an animal is picked up how much do they pay?  Robert:  They pay $30.00 and then the judge decides and he’s pretty lenient.  Gloria:   Do you want to change the first impoundment on weekends to $50.00?  Mark:  I think we should consider raising all of the fees a little bit.  Hilary:  We could come up with something between now and next council meeting.  Jerry:  The 6th impoundment before having the animal removed is a little excessive.  Laneea:  I am hearing that everyone is in agreement in increasing the fees and table this until next meeting.  Robert:  The congress has passed a pet care act where you can’t leave your pets behind.  I think it’s more of a CERT thing than an animal control thing.  

Agenda Item #9-T J Hill/Painting curb and street numbers
Gary:  What TJ wants to do involves curbs and because the curbs are city property and I don’t have authorization to do this on city property so I invited him to city council to present it to you guys. I started this in Utah County, it is like a neighborhood enhancement program and it is called Rabbid Paint Company.  You share the idea of art work and bring awareness to the community in an artistic way.  I was going to do a neighborhood enhancement program which includes painting the numbers on the curb with a white back ground a number, custom logo or flag in custom quality high reflective beads.  The curbs would only have to be painted once every two years and the fall back charge on having them repainted would  be like $5.00 plus travel cost.  In an emergency situation the house number is very important.   Jerry:  I’m concerned about the cost, who is paying for what?  
TJ:  I want to give the homeowners the option, first I want to get permission to paint on the curb.  Laneea:  Is it legal for you to use these logos.  TJ: BYU said if it is something painted on then it is ok.

MARK JUSTICE MOVED THAT WE ALLOW TJ TO CONTACT PEOPLE BUT THE NUMBERS HAVE TO BE A MINIMUM OF FOUR INCHES, THE LOGOS HAVE TO BE SMALLER THAN THE NUMBERS NO PROFANITY, NO NUDITY, NO DRUG OR ALCOHOL REFERENCE; GLORIA WILSON SECONDS THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVES.

Jerry:  You will get the paint and you will contact the homeowners and we will have no impact other than making sure it complies.

Agenda Item #10-Rodeo Ground fees
Mark:  The rodeo ground is one of the few things in the community that attracts people in town.  You look at every convenience store; you look at the grocery store, the other businesses you have an opportunity to sale. You have our annual rodeo, then you have the other rodeo, the women’s barrel racing association, almost all of those people stop somewhere and buy something, I would hate to do anything that would discourage someone from using the facility.  At the same time we have the cost of maintenance and expenses and I don’t know where the balance is between charging a fair use fee and at the same time encouraging people by saying we have a really nice arena.  Hilary:  The frustration is when things are broken.  Jerry:  What about the lights and the breakages.  Mark:  Maybe we could come up with a form for those who use the facilities, something saying that they agree to take care of the facility and they have an obligation to keep things the way they are and they have a responsibility for the damage that may occur.  Mark:  Let’s sit on this for another month.
MARK JUSTICE MOVED THAT WE TABLE RODEO GROUND FEES FOR ANOTHER MONTH; GLORIA WILSON SECONDS THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVES.

Agenda Item #11-Public Comments
Gary:  I am involved with the Tourism Committee and we had a local thing last night and Huntington City now has a functioning tourism committee.  I asked Lamar Guymon first because he is active in this field and I asked Jonathon Hunt from state parks who runs Huntington State Park and then we’ve had some council members Laneea, Gloria and Mark along with Kevin Gilbert, Kent Wilson and Tammy Oviatt.  It is branded “How do we want Huntington to be known”, “What is it that we want to put out there”.  We are going to meet on that March 30th, at 6:00 here at the city.  The City has agreed to bring a Circus to town, it will be on April 22nd, and it will be at 4:30 pm and 7:00 pm.  it will be located at the rodeo grounds. Bob Mills:  The BLM put something in the newspaper for volunteers to go down on the desert and hand out maps on Easter weekend.  I went over and got a map and in that map Castle dale, Emery and Ferron are advertised but it doesn’t say anything about Huntington.  The water connection thing has me mad.  Laneea:   The reason Gardner’s water connections can be moved is because they have never been put in the ground. Hilary:  Special Service said that it was ok so I guess being done in 1977 that was grandfathered in.  Thank you for your information.

Agenda Item #12-Mayors Report
Hilary:  The City has put in for some money from UDOT to do a little more work on the North end of town.  UDOT only has about $46,000.00 to put between several different areas.  We wouldn’t get all of that but we have applied to get whatever we can.  Tomorrow the Elementary School is going to be using the rodeo grounds all day and they are going to have activities for the kids.  I feel bad that the play ground equipment isn’t fully installed out there for them.  We have the bathrooms all cleaned up for the kids to use.  If the Circus is coming in April we need to think about that pipe getting put in.  



Agenda Item #13 – Council’s Departmental Reports
Mark:  We had a little CIB money left over from the rodeo grounds and the Mayor and I talked several months ago about how the bathrooms on the south end of the rodeo grounds  get plugged up.  We have talked to Johansen and Tuttle and they said the best thing to do because we would have a really good grade on the sewer line is to take it under the highway and connect to the main sewer line on the other side of the highway going up to the canyon.  The cost to bore under the road was about $27,000.00 which is far more than we had for the project so the Mayor negotiated with Jacob and they came up with a cost sharing where the service District will put it in if we buy the material.  There was a concern brought up that right now we have a 4 inch pipe and they are going to put in a 8” pipe and they have ordered several manholes that go under the pipe.  They are set to do the project.  There was a concern that it will only have a one inch slope and that is the same slope that we have now.   Blane from the Service District said we will probably still have to clean it out on Heritage Days.  The sewer line will have the same one percent slope and the pipe will be eight inches.  It will be an improvement.  It has already been approved.  Hilary:  We need to coordinate and get it done quickly or wait until after the Circus comes.  Mark:  When I was up at the rodeo grounds I noticed a Nielson Construction truck filling up with water.  I know we have an agreement with them and they pay us, and I was thinking if we have raised everyone else’s water rates maybe we should take a look at the contract. This is Laneea’s department so I am just making her aware of it.   Ronni:  I’ve heard Special Service charges about $2.40 per 1000 gallons and then we pay special service $1.00 so we make $1.00.  Jerry:  Up at the Miner’s Memorial Park there is no heat in the bathroom so we turn the water off in the winter and bring in a port a potty.  The rates on the port a potty have more than doubled.  Mike and I looked at it and there is a cubby hole up there that maybe we could put a heater and wrap the pipes good and possibly keep the pipes from freezing.  At the Dumpster sight Mike and the guys burned branches and on Saturday the Metal Dumpster was overflowing and the scrappers were out there so I called to get it dumped.  At the fire station we are going to paint the no parking on the front doors.  Scott and Mike have straightened up all of the small pioneer headstones that they can.  There are some others that are taller that may break if they try to straighten them so we would need a monument company to come do that and I don’t’ know if we want to spend the money or contact the family’s, it’s just a thought because it’s going to be a problem coming up. An Eagle Scout contacted me and I told him he could put the cemetery markers up but they need to be done before Memorial Day.  Gloria:  CERT is on March 31st at 6:00 pm at the Fire station. Laneea:  The Easter egg hunt is on the 28th at 1:00 pm we have received a few donations from some businesses.  
  
Agenda Item #14 – Gary Arrington, Zoning Administrator
Gary:  The biggest thing right now is working with Family Dollar on their signage and their drainage.  They complied with other businesses on their signs.  I’ve had a request from a citizen to put a car port on the side of his property that would alter our side set back rules so I’m asking before I take it to Planning and Zoning if the City Council has a desire to change side setback rules, they now consist of 8 feet on one side 12 feet on the other and it has to be 20 feet between houses.  The question I have is leave the setback as it is or allow carports to be put closer to the line.  Mark:  Reasonable planning and zoning rules create an orderly pleasant community and I personally have no interest in changing setbacks.  I don’t think people should be congested close together.  Jerry:  I agree. Gloria:  Me too.
