Minutes March 19, 2015
A regular meeting of the Minersville Town Council was held Thursday March 19, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. at the Minersville Town Hall.

Council members present:  Mayor Ward Dotson, Bryant Eyre, Jared Woolf, Brady Carter and Todd McMullin.  Brandon Davis and Town Clerk Cherie Wood.

Visitors:  Mike Mitera, Shane Greenfield, Jeannine Bohn, Marla Greenfield, Tammy Pearson, Mike Gillins, Kolby Blackner and Attorney Leo Kanell.

Prayer was given by Jared Woolf

Mayor Ward Dotson opened the meeting at 7:02 p.m.

Minutes:  Todd McMullin made a motion to approve the minutes from the March 5, 2015 council meeting without additions or corrections.  Jared Woolf seconded the motion, all was in favor, the motion passed.

Attorney Leo Kanell presented the council with a sample of a residency requirement ordinance that the council requested.  Utah code says that a municipality has the right to have a residency requirement to work for the town.  Mayor Dotson would like the council to decide if they should include in the ordinance that to be considered a resident you must be hooked into the town water system or live within a certain distance from the town boundaries.  Mayor Dotson tabled this until a later date.

Cemetery job:  Bryant Eyre made a motion to add the cemetery grounds maintenance job to Brandon Davis’s regular job duties with the understanding that there will be overtime hours that Brandon will possible have to complete all the job duties.  The overtime hours will be monitored and the job will be reviewed next year.  Todd McMullin seconded the motion, Bryant Eyre voted yes, Jared Woolf voted yes, Brady Carter voted yes, Todd McMullin voted yes.  The motion passed.

Park restroom bids:  Mayor Dotson presented the bids to the Council.  

Schmidt Construction    $208,086.00   JLR Contractor $168,000.00   

Tushar Construction   $78,825.00   and Riley Construction $77,660.00

Jared Woolf made a motion to accept the low bid from Riley Construction in the amount of $77,660.00 providing the town gets funding from the Beaver County Travel Council to add to the $40,000.00 that was budgeted for park development.  Brady Carter seconded the motion, all was in favor, the motion passed.   Mayor Dotson will submit this bid to the Travel Council so that they can consider it at their next meeting.

Pay Bills:  Todd McMullin made a motion to pay the bills that were presented.  Bryant Eyre seconded the motion, all was in favor, the motion passed.

Other Business:

Mayor Dotson would like to discuss the right of way on 100 West Street next to the Shane Greenfield property.  There has been a lot of discussion with the planning and zoning committee and also the Towns attorney over a way to resolve this matter.  Mayor Dotson would like Attorney Leo Kanell to explain to the Council and the Greenfields why it would not be beneficial for the town to give this right of way away or offer a conditional use permit.  
Attorney Kanell explained that it is not possible to give a conditional use permit to the Greenfields because it is not their property that the garage is built on. Conditional use permits are only given to property owners for the property that they own.  There are also laws that prevent property owner from taking property, that has not been developed or used, that is owned by government entities.  Attorney Kanell would advise Minersville Town council members to never give up a right of way for a street, and would like the council to analyze the situation before they make any decision on this matter.  

Mayor Dotson explained that the water line that Scott Albrecht will be putting in to run services to his new home will have to be rerouted if the council were to give up this right of way and the council needs to think to the future where the drainage line for the town also will need to be laid down this right of way leading to the river.
A discussion with the Greenfields and Mike Mitera, Shane and Marla’s son-in-law, ended in an agreement that the town would give Shane and Marla Greenfield and their family an easement for the exact description of the area that the garage and attached shed is built on, that the town will not make them tear down the garage for no apparent reason but will work with them to find a solution if something should ever arise.  If for any reason that the garage should burn down or something happen to it because of natural causes it cannot be rebuilt or modified in any way, there cannot be any thing added to it.   If it is to be rebuilt it must be completely moved from the Town right of way.  A public hearing will have to be held and an easement wrote up.  Shane was asked by the council to have their surveyor Mr. Grimshaw to write up a description for the easement.
The Scada system price quote was discussed. It will be approximately $11,700.00 the Mayor thinks it would be a good idea to start next year setting aside some money in the budget to start replacing the equipment before it goes out.
The 4th of July Fireworks will need to be held in an approved container that the town or county will have to have before the town can order them.  Brady Carter explained that the Fire district is working on obtaining permission in using a container or storage place.

The water tank repainting bid addition for sandblasting was reviewed.

Mike Gillins was wondering about the letter for cleanup and removal of the vehicles from roads. Cherie explained that the letter will be sent out with the water quality report next month.
Open and Public meeting training for council and staff will follow this council meeting. Training given by Attorney Leo Kanell.

Todd McMullin made a motion to adjourn the meeting, Bryant Eyre seconded the motion.
