
    SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL OF CENTRAL VALLEY TOWN, SEVIER COUNTY, UTAH

HELD WEDNESDAY, DECEMBER 17, 2014
A regular meeting of the Mayor and Town Council of Central Valley Town was held on Wednesday, the 17th of December, 2014 at the Central Valley Community Center, 50 West Center, Central Valley, Utah at the hour of 7:30 p.m. after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6, UCA, 1953, as amended.

1.  Opening Remarks given by Becky Bastian.  Pledge of Allegiance.  Meeting called to order and roll call.  Mayor Peterson welcomed those in attendance at the meeting.  
2.  Approval of minutes of previous meeting.  The minutes of the November 19th  Town Council meeting were presented for approval.  All members had reviewed the minutes.  Mayor Peterson asked for a discussion of the minutes.  The minutes were approved upon the motion of Bryan Brown and seconded by David Nielson.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

3.  Comments from Residents.  None
4.  Discuss and Approve Moratorium on all new construction, development or subdivision approvals within Water Source Protection Zones.  Ordinance #2014-004

Bryan Brown explained the need for the proposed moratorium.  Bryan gave the council members a binder that he had prepared that contains information about water source protection.  It contains the resources that are needed to rewrite our water source protection ordinance.  Bryan reviewed the items in the binder.  The information includes a memorandum from Meg Ryan (ULCT) suggesting a rewrite of our ordinance, a letter from the health department, state code on water source protection, sample ordinances, a rough draft of our new water source protection ordinance prepared by Susan and Bryan, our water source protection plan, our spring and well information, septic tank and contamination source information and maps of our current protection zones.  Bryan explained that our current ordinance does not provide protection in all zones and only covers septic tanks.  Our current ordinance does not protect us very well.  The moratorium would allow us time to rewrite our ordinance while prohibiting new subdivisions in our water source protection zones.
Bryan asked for questions from the council members.  Becky Bastian asked about the protected status of the wells.  Bryan explained that the Downtown Well and the Meacham Springs well are protected water sources.  Meacham Spring, North Spring and South Spring are unprotected water sources.  Water from the springs is from shallow sources and is easier to get contaminated.  David Nielson asked if we have an application for the Zeluff Subdivision.  Bryan stated that an application has not yet been submitted for the Zeluff Subdivision.  David asked how long it would take to complete the new water source protection ordinance.  Bryan responded that it would take 3-4 months.  David suggested that we may not need the moratorium, the old ordinance would provide adequate protection while the new ordinance was being prepared.  Zones one, two, three and four need to be defined.  David suggested that the ordinance did not have to completely define all the conditional uses.  The council can set the conditional uses as necessary.  Becky asked what we would do if someone proposed a subdivision in our water source protection zones.  Bryan stated they would need to wait until our new ordinance was prepared.  Mayor Peterson explained that our current ordinance does not allow permitted uses in zone two.  He asked Bryan to explain how conditional uses are approved.  Bryan explained that all uses in zone two would be conditional.  Conditional uses are considered and evaluated by the planning commission.  The town council would approve conditional uses.  Our water sources are older so the state code would not apply to them.  Our current water protection ordinance was reviewed by the council.  Mayor Peterson stated that we do not need a moratorium for something that is already prohibited.  He stated that the water department had not been invited to provide input for the new ordinance.  He also stated that he was the currently certified operator for the water system.  Bryan stated that he had been working with Charles Evans.  David reviewed the maps for the downtown well.  There are three zones, zone 2, 3, and 4.  Existing homes are represented by a dot on the map.  Our current subdivision allows no more than one septic tank per three acres.  This could effect an existing subdivision proposal.

Mayor Peterson stated that our current ordinance needs to be rewritten.  David suggested that the map lines for the zones may not be located accurately.  They are not surveyed lines.  David suggested that we not implement a moratorium, but proceed with the rewrite of the ordinance.   David stated that we do not have to include every possible conditional use in the ordinance.  Mayor Peterson stated that a subdivision could be approved.  We can control building in the water source protection zones by not approving the building permits.  

Bryan Brown made a motion to approve the moratorium on all new construction, development or subdivision approvals within our water source protection zones.    There was no second on the motion.  The motion dies for lack of a second.  Mayor Peterson stated that he wants to see the planning commission continue with their rewrite of the water source protection ordinance.  He would like to see the preliminary conditional uses and permitted uses in the various zones at our next meeting in January.  Mayor Peterson provided his input or concerns as the water operator.  Bryan invited the council to attend the next planning commission meeting where they will discuss water protection zones.  Mike Grimlie and John Chartier of the health department will be at the next planning commission meeting to discuss water source protection requirements.  The meeting will be held on Tuesday, January 6th to facilitate their schedule.  David asked to be reminded of the meeting a couple of days prior to the meeting.  A public hearing should be held in February for the ordinance.  David stated that protected and unprotected needs to be defined for the zones.  Becky stated that she would have liked to review the material on the water source protection prior to the meeting.        

5.  Bureau of Reclamation Water & Energy Efficiency Grant Funding.  
Mayor Peterson explained the Bureau of Reclamation has grants available for water and energy efficiency projects.  The grants would be for 50% of the funding.  A monitoring system for our water system would be beneficial.  We do not have enough time or information to prepare an application for the grant.  The grant deadline is January 14th.  The balance of the funding for a project could be funded through CIB.  Becky suggested that it takes about a year to prepare an application for funding for a project like this.  Mayor Peterson suggested that we look at the funding source for next year.      

6.  Discuss and approve Utah Transportation Coalition Agreement.

David Nielson stated that he had talked with Abby Albrecht of the Utah Transportation Coalition.  They are a lobbying organization that is trying to raise more funding for transportation and road repairs.  We would need to pay $10.00 to be a member.  They would provide us information to put in our newsletter or water bill regarding the importance of funding transportation projects.  David Nielson made a motion to approve becoming a member of the Utah Transportation Coalition.  Charles Evans seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  David will let Abby know that we want to be a member of the coalition.  They will send us an invoice for the $10.00.  
7.  Park Updates.  Splash Pad Donations and CIB Grant.  
Becky Bastian stated that she had no updates for the park.  Allen Henningson stated that we still need another $8,000.00 in donations to fund the splash pad.  We have received a $400.00 splash pad donation from Dona Duffin's company.  Allen said that he had submitted a request for funds from our CIB grant for the $17,320.00 deposit that we paid to Splash Zone.  The CIB called Allen and said the funds would be sent next week.  Future requests for the balance of the grant need to show the towns portion ($35,000.00) being expended as well. 
8.  Noise Ordinance Discussion.  Approve Noise Ordinance #2014-005

David Nielson provided some new wording for the agricultural exemption section of the ordinance.  Day or night needs to be included in the exemption.  The time of day for the restrictions in the ordinance was discussed.  It was decided to make all of the restrictions apply between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m.  It was also agreed that the wording needs to be added to state that the ordinance would be enforced if two written valid complaints as determined by the town council are received.
9.  Discuss and Approve Nepotism Resolution.  Resolution #2014-003

Mayor Peterson explained that during the recent annual audit it was determined that the town does not have an nepotism policy.  Our auditors have suggested that we adopt the state nepotism code as our policy.  Resolution #2014-003 has been written to adopt the state code on nepotism as our policy for nepotism.  Becky Bastian made a motion to adopt the Nepotism Resolution as discussed.  David Nielson seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  Resolution #2014-003 will be recorded by the town clerk.  
10.  Street Planning and Improvement Project.  

David Nielson reported that the town has an agreement with Annabella to work together to complete crack sealing on our roads.  We purchased the material and will use Annabella's equipment.  Employees from Annabella and Central Valley are working together.  They worked in Annabella last week.  They will start working in Central Valley soon.  They will begin at the junction near the church and complete Center Street west to Highway 118.  They will also complete the Community Center parking lot.  The pedestrian sign has been delivered and will be installed.  A second pedestrian sign will be ordered.  

The evaluation project for our roads is on the CIB agenda for January 9th.  We are hoping to obtain a grant for 50% of the $26,000.00 project.  David stated that his road budget for the year is $88,000.00 and would cover our portion of the project.  We need to get the evaluation project completed so we can determine the condition of our roads.  Allen has provided the information on past expenditures for the road department as well as past income from class C road funds.  The last time we completed crack sealing it cost about $20,000.00.  We should save money by doing it ourselves.  Mayor Peterson stated that the total cost for a road project will be high.  We will need to determine a way to fund it, even if it includes a tax increase.  

11.  Water Rights.  Proofs of Beneficial Use Issue.

Charles Evans reported that the law for providing proofs for beneficial use of water has changed.  We  need to be using the water prior to completing the proofs.  We were required to withdraw our proofs for five of our water rights that were recently submitted to the state for proof of beneficial use.  We will be able to use the proofs when we are using the water.  An extension of time to file the proofs will need to be completed every five years until the proofs are completed.  We acquired a water right from DeMar Davis.  He should have properly abandoned his well on his property.  He has sold his property before abandoning the well.  We will now be responsible for getting the well capped and properly abandoned.   

12.  Financial Audit for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2014.  
Allen Henningson explained that our annual audit had been conducted on December 1, 2014.  Since our budget is less than $500,000.00 a Agreed-Upon Procedures audit was conducted.  There was only one exception noted during the audit.  It was because the town has no written policy for nepotism.  Rick Roberts of Kimball and Roberts is scheduled to come to our January meeting to review the audit material with the council.  We have received an invoice for our audit in the amount of $2,350.00 which will be presented for approval later in the meeting.  The audit report will be approved in our January meeting.  It was suggested that we let Rick know that he does not need to attend the January meeting.
13.  Approval of monthly expenditures.   Invoices from Maxwell Products for crack seal material in the amount of $2,188.12 and from Kimball and Roberts for our annual audit in the amount $2,350.00 were presented for approval.  David Nielson made a motion to approve the invoices from Maxwell Products and Kimball and Roberts.  Bryan Brown seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

Mayor Peterson asked for a review of the November expenditures.  Becky Bastian made a motion to approve the November expenditures as described.  Charles Evans seconded it.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.    

14.  Council Members Reports.
Bryan Brown reported that the planning commission is working on rewriting the water source protection ordinance as well as completing the General Plan.

Charles Evans reported that the water samples were good for this month.

Mayor Peterson stated that he has a meeting with the Six County Association of Governments on January 15, 2015 at 11:30 a.m.  The CIB project list will be updated as well as reviewing low income housing.
Mayor Peterson has asked that an amendment to the Ordinance to Govern the Central Valley Water System be considered.  He is proposing that he be given authority to write off up to $20.00 of penalties when requested by the town clerk or treasurer.  Amounts over $20.00 would need to be approved by the town council.  He requested that the proposal be on the agenda for the January meeting.  

Mayor Peterson discussed a situation where a home/business owner was required to pay for a fire hydrant for his storage unit business on his property.  After several years he still owes over $800.00.  He had been offered incentives to settle the account.  The home is being rented.  The renter will move out at the end of the month.  It is proposed that the remaining amount being owed be attached to the water account for the home.  The meter will be removed and the water shut off until the account is paid in full.  It was suggested that we talk with our attorney.  The council decided to pull the meter after the renter moves out.  

Mayor Peterson stated that the town would send Charles Evans and Bruce Riddle to the water conference this spring.  They will take the training to become certified water system operators.  David Nielson and Scott Thomsen will plan to attend the road school this spring as well.  Both Scott and Bruce will attend the training for splash pad operators.  

Mayor Peterson reported that we will be signing the deed for the excess road right of way for the property adjacent to the Russell Peterson property.  This transaction was approved in our November meeting.  

Mayor Peterson reported that gravel is being placed on the roads at the cemetery.  There will be a few piles of gravel that need to be moved as well as some blading.  We may wait until spring to complete the work.  Shelley is working on an application for a grant for $1,000.00 for the old pioneer cemetery.   
15.  Adjournment.  Mayor Peterson thanked everyone for their attendance and asked for a motion to adjourn.  Becky Bastian made a motion to adjourn, Charles Evans seconded it.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, David Nielson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Becky Bastian voted yes and Bryan Brown voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:55  p.m.
