AN ORDINANCE OF THE LEGISLATIVE BODY OF SALT LAKE 
COUNTY, UTAH, AMENDING CHAPTER 17.08.040 OF THE SALT LAKE COUNTY CODE OF ORDINANCES, 2001, RELATING TO THE COUNTY’S STORM DRAINAGE AND FLOOD CONTROL SYSTEM

The County Legislative Body of Salt Lake County ordains as follows:
