

MINUTES
MANTI CITY COUNCIL MEETING
April 1st, 2015
6:30 P.M.

Mayor Korry Soper in chair and presiding.  Roll call showed Councilmembers Darren Dyreng, Jason Maylett, Vaun Mickelsen, Ryan Phelps and Jason Vernon present. The Mayor welcomed all in attendance and asked that they stand and join him in reciting the pledge of allegiance.  The Mayor acknowledged the newly remodeled Council and Court Room and voiced his approval of the work that had been completed.  He also remarked that this meeting is the first official meeting to occur in the newly remodeled space. 

The Mayor then recognized Power Superintendent, Blake DeMill and invited him to report to the Council.  DeMill then reported the following:
· Tree trimming progress
· Power plant maintenance
· Transformer bank relocation
· Street light removal along Temple Hill east of Highway 89
· Prep work in southwest quadrant for potential eventual 6-mile hydro power line
· Capacitor failures
· Underground power installation for concession booths at City Park
· Canyon power line planned maintenance

Mayor Soper thanked Blake for his report and the work that he and the power department do to benefit our community.  He then welcomed Dale Nielson, Public Works Director to make his report.  Dale then reported on the following:
· Cleaning of debris basin
· Cleaning and maintenance of City Creek through the city
· Maintenance and improvements around the “grizzly” structure below Rattlesnake Falls
· Prep work along livestock trail
· Seasonal cemetery employee has returned to work
· Tree stump grindings at cemetery and park

The Mayor thanked Dale for his report and remarked that it was good to have him back, as he had been away for a couple of weeks with a medical issue.

Mayor Soper then asked that discussion turn to the Manti Improvement Committee’s recommendation for distribution of pageant dinner proceeds.  Kent Barton reported that the committee had recently met to review grant applications and has recommended disbursements as follows:
· $2,000 to the Manti Senior Citizens Center for new furnishings
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· $20,000 to Manti City sports and recreation for the development of a new ball fields complex

After some discussion, the Mayor called for a motion to accept the recommendation of the Manti Improvement Committee with regard to the disbursement of pageant dinner proceeds, designating $2,000 to the Manti Senior Citizens Center for new furnishings; and $20,000 to Manti City sports and recreation for the development of a new ball fields complex.  Jason Vernon made that motion, which was seconded by Jason Maylett. Councilmembers voting “aye”: Darren Dyreng, Jason Maylett, Vaun Mickelsen, Ryan Phelps and Jason Vernon.  Councilmembers voting “nay”: none.

Mayor Soper then recognized the Manti Ambulance Association President Jolynn Hodson and Vice President Sonia DeMill, who displayed drawings and finish samples of block, stucco and roofing materials for the new ambulance building, currently under construction.  Hodson and DeMill then recommended specific colors for exterior finishes for the facility.  Some discussion ensued after which the Mayor asked members of the Council how they felt about the proposed finishes.  After hearing only positive feedback, the Mayor acknowledged a consensus of the Council and directed Hodson and DeMill to proceed with the colors and finishes as they had presented.  He then thanked both for their service and efforts on behalf of the city.

The Mayor asked the Council to consider the donation request for $100 for the annual “Old Folks Party”, and after brief discussion called for a motion to that end.  Vaun Mickelsen made that motion, which was seconded by Darren Dyreng.  Councilmembers voting “aye”: Darren Dyreng, Jason Maylett, Vaun Mickelsen, Ryan Phelps and Jason Vernon.  Councilmembers voting “nay”: none.

Moving to Continuing Business, the Mayor read the city’s “contribution policy” and then asked members of the Council how they felt about the donation request from the Discovering Potential Through Arts Creativity Dance group.  Discussion ensued.  Councilmember Dyreng stated that the request appeared not to agree with our policy as its purpose was to pay for tuition for specific students.  Several other members of the Council echoed that sentiment.  Mayor Soper then stated that it was apparent that the consensus was to deny the request as it was out of agreement with the guidelines of the policy.  The Mayor suggested to Councilmember Phelps that he may want to ask the group to reconsider their request in a manner that would support the group overall with its community service efforts rather than specific individuals in the group with financial needs.

The Mayor then asked if any members of the Council had items for discussion.

Councilmember Maylett noted the completed remodel for the City Building Court and Council Room.
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Vaun Mickelsen reported efforts of Michelle Palmer and the Arbor Committee in planning next month’s Arbor Day event. The Mayor asked the Council to consider recommendations to replace Palmer.  Administrator Kent Barton noted that forecasts predict that we will lose all of our Ash trees within the next several years and suggested we task the committee with recommending replacement trees and begin planting the replacements prior to losing the mature Ash trees along Main Street and in our parks.

Jason Vernon then reported on progress with upgrades at the airport including additional recent delays with paving of the runway.

Ryan Phelps reported on a scheduled meeting with members of the Economic Development Committee and I-four Media, regarding development of a city logo.  Phelps also reported that the Library Board is considering a replacement board member for Chairman Collete Thompson who recently stepped down.

Mayor Soper then reported on the recent UMPA Board meeting including the following:
· Progress with the S-1 Agreement including:
· Weighted voting provision
· Allowing member “out of system” projects, but not to exceed 5% of member’s generation under consideration.

Mayor Soper then asked if there were any changes noted for the draft version of the minutes from the previous council meeting.  After no changes were noted, the Mayor called for a motion to accept the minutes from the regular council meeting of March 18th, 2015 as presented. Jason Maylett made that motion, which was seconded by Vaun Mickelsen. Councilmembers voting “aye”: Darren Dyreng, Jason Maylett, Vaun Mickelsen, Ryan Phelps and Jason Vernon.  Councilmembers voting “nay”: none.

Administrator Kent Barton then reported on the following:
· Meeting earlier in the day with UDOT and members of the LDS Church Temple Committee and their engineers regarding the upcoming street widening between Temple Hill and the city cemetery.
· UCLT Mid-year Conference next week in St. George – advised the Mayor and members of the Council that an electronic agenda and room reservation information have been created and are available in the Council DropBox folder.
· Attended recent M.I.C. meeting with Chair Scott Hintze and other members to discuss this year’s event and begin staffing and other assignments.
· Stated that he had items dealing with property negotiation and legal matters for discussion in closed session.

Mayor Soper called for a motion to move into closed session to discuss property negotiation and legal matters.  Vaun Mickelsen made that motion, which was seconded
