1. Invocation - Don Watkins 
2. Resolution 01-15 – Rich reminded the board that this lease is for the purchase of the Wildland International Pumper approved previously.  Don made the motion to approve Resolution 01-15 approving the Equipment Lease Agreement with Zion’s First National Bank, Salt Lake City, Utah.  Finding that it is in the best interests of the Lone Peak Public Safety District to enter into said Agreement, and authorizing the execution and delivery thereof.  The amount of the lease is $350,000 for 10 years at 2.63% interest.  The Annual payment will be $39,571.87.   Daniel seconded the motion and the voting was unanimous.
3. Update on the Utah Valley Dispatch Facility Cost Assessment – Aaron introduced Debbie Mecham from Utah Valley Dispatch to update the Board on the construction of the new facility.  She showed an architectural rendering of the building.  It will allow for 21 stations, training room, break room, and storage that was lacking in the old facility. Discussion ensued.
4.  Public Hearing – Tim opened and closed the public hearing with no comments from the public regarding the preliminary public safety district budgets for 2015-2016.
5. Adopt the Preliminary Administration 2015-2016 Budget  - Rich reviewed the budget with the Board.  Will Jones made a motion to approve the preliminary Administration Budget.  Gary seconded the motion and the voting was unanimous.
6. Adopt the Preliminary Fire/EMS 2015-2016 Budget – Brad reminded the Board that he had promised after last year that he would keep the increase of his future budgets to 3% or less.  He was able to keep this proposed budget at 1.9% overall.  Mark made the comment that this was great except with the increase in Highland’s population it causes them to always have the larger budget allotment.  Discussion ensued.  Brad reminded the Board that it takes time for a department to build and he feels that he has reached the plateau and there should not be any large increases in the future.  Gary made the motion to approve the proposed preliminary Fire/EMS budget for the 2015-2016 fiscal year.  The motion was seconded by Will Jones.  The voting was 6 to 1 with Mark voting against.  The motion passed.
7. [bookmark: _GoBack]Adopt the Preliminary Police 2015-2016 – Brian was at a Chiefs conference in St. George and participated by phone.  The Board asked him a few questions regarding his budget.  Discussion went to the personal cameras that legislation on the State level may require the District to purchase.  With or without legislation the general feeling from the Board was that each officer should have one for his/her own protection.  Discussion ensued.  Will Jones made the motion to approve the preliminary proposed police budget for the fiscal year 2015-2016.  Don seconded the motion.  The vote was 3 to 1 with Mark voting against.  The motion passed. 
8. Financial Statement – The Board reviewed the most current statement.  It was noted that the budget will opened to make a few adjustments in June.  Discussion ensued.
9. Minutes for February 26, 2015 Meeting – Gary made the motion to approve the minutes as written.  Mark seconded the motion and the voting was unanimous.
