
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD MARCH 2, 2015 BEGINNING AT 9:10 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Public Works Director Glen Murphy, Linda Northington from Pinon Forest Special Service District, Jerry Nielsen from Pinon Forest Special Service District, Jay Van Tassell from EP Energy, and Clerk-Auditor JoAnn Evans taking minutes of the meeting. 
Public Works/Landfill Update
Director Murphy reported that the road department has been helping with the Event Center and the Justice Center. That seems to be going well.
We have purchased a new truck with a pup and a sander. Would one of the commissioners be willing to go pick it up tomorrow?

Years ago there was a verbal agreement with Bruce Goodrich of Bluebell to have his drive way graveled when the county was making some changes on the corner where his house is. Lavar & Cindy Bristol who live across the road would like to see an agreement from the county stating that they will continue to maintain the road there. The road department already maintains that corner so is should not be that big of a problem. Director Murphy stated that he has been asked to create a contract for the purpose of maintaining the road there so the future upkeep with it will be taken care of.
Chairman Winterton reported that he has been approached about closing the road by Lake Boreham for a few weeks. There is some construction going on that makes it hard for them to complete if they are always stopped by traffic coming through. Director Murphy stated that he will check into it and see if it is feasible.

Discussion Of A Class D Road With EP Energy

Mr. Van Tassell stated that EP Energy would like to put a well site on top of the west bench at the Class D roads lying in the W/2E/2 of Section 14, Township 3 South, Range 5 West and the W/2E/2 and E/2W/2 of Section 23, Township 3 South, Range 5 West. There is a county road and another road that is owned by Mr. Alan White and his family that we need to have vacated. There was some discussion about where the county road and where Mr. Whites road actually connect.

Discussion Of Land Lease With Pinon Forest Special Service District


Mr. Jason Broom entered the meeting at 9:12 A.M.
Ms. Northington stated that they would like to make a proposal to purchase or lease some of Duchesne County’s property out by Elk Flats in the Fruitland area. They would like to have a facility to meet in. If the SSD was able to do this they would allow the county to store some of their equipment there. It is a win, win situation for everyone. Chairman Winterton stated that before there is a commitment they would like to take a look at the area and assess if it will be a good use of the land. Mr. Nielsen stated that it is in a flat area and the proposal would be for five (5) to six (6) acres. He also is looking forward to making some progress with the Pinon Forest SSD. Chairman Winterton stated that we hear your request and will get back to you after we have seen the area. Ms. Northington stated that there are citizens in Fruitland who wonder if it would be feasible for them to become a town. Chairman Winterton replied that at this time if would be better to remain as it is.
Consideration Of A Property Deferral With Raymundo & Teresa Olivas

Treasurer Stephen Potter entered the meeting at 9:34 A.M… Treasurer Potter Re-entered the meeting at 9:53 A.M….Mr. Raymundo & Mrs. Teresa Olivas entered the meeting at 9:55 A.M…
Mr. Olivas stated that they did not live in the house for a long time and because of that they did not receive the tax notices that were coming to the house. He would like to ask for a deferral to pay it off within the year. Treasurer Potter stated that without the deferral it would go up on the May Tax Sale for this year. Chairman Winterton stated that we always like to work with people when it comes to their homes. He suggested that they get the monthly coupons from the Treasurer’s office and make as much progress as they can so it can be pulled from the tax sale.

Discussion Of A Request For Funding For Duchesne County Water Conservancy District


Mr. Scott Wilson from Duchesne County Water Conservancy District entered the meeting at 9:50 A.M.

Treasurer Potter Re-entered the meeting at 10:15 A.M…
Mr. Wilson stated that tomorrow night at 7:00 P.M. at the Duchesne County Water Conservancy Office the State Division of Water Resources is coming to hear public input on their Uintah Basin Water plan. This represents a water plan for Uintah Basin. They only revise these about once every decade. This type of thing brings up a number of issues. One is that these kinds of things get set in stone and if you don’t object then everyone who looks at that document says if it is not in the report; how do we go outside of that? There are a number of issues in the report that are troubling. I would like to talk about the funding request we are making. Our water consultants (law firm) will be out on March 23, 2015 to the morning of March 26, 2015. We are trying to line up some meetings with the Duchesne Counties agencies to talk with White and Jankowski. They will answer questions about developing our path forward. Particularly talking about the Central Utah Project (CUP) and how we move forward from that. We are trying to meet with some CUP representatives as well as some state legislature representatives. On behalf of Duchesne County Water Conservancy District I am authorized to make an official request by the board of trustees for one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000.00) to assist the district in our water resource investigation/plan. There are a couple of components to this. One of is the historical look at Duchesne County’s experience with the Central Utah Project. There is also a needs assessment component of that. There is a water resource acquisition strategy as well. We have been paying our consultants for the past two or three months. We are pretty close to having spent the one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000.00). What we will be spending the week that they will be here will be in excess of the one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000.00). In our budgeting process we will be prepared to take care of that. Commissioner Todd made the statement that you are basically using the one hundred thousand (100,000) for litigation. Mr. Wilson stated that we are not at litigation yet but in regards to the water acquisition strategies that is absolutely correct. Commissioner Burdick asked the question “What would this litigation do, what do you hope to gain or what is the end goal”? Mr. Wilson state that the original founders, the county commissioners wanted several things with the nine points of request. The major components of those were water, resource and water storage. After our fifty year experience with the CUP we can comfortably say that our needs have been unfulfilled. So to answer your question it would be water resource and storage. Commissioner Todd asked “Have you had any conversation with them since this process has begun”? Mr. Wilson stated “no we have not”. They have been invited to participate in these meetings. Chairman Winterton stated that he could not see them coming if you were threating a law suit against them. It would be better if you tried to reach out to them beforehand. Mr. Wilson stated that they would be willing to meet with them without the attorneys in the room. Commissioner Todd motioned to postpone this discussion until March 30, 2015. Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

He stated that he hopes to have the website up by the end of March, but feels that it might take a week or so longer. It is taking a while to move all of the content. He feels that it will be more user friendly than the website that we now use and it should have more up to date information. One of the items that we would like to put on the website is some historical photos that Deputy Recorder Teresa Baker gave to Duchesne City.
Building & Grounds Department Update

Building & Grounds Supervisor Shane Jenkins entered the meeting at 10:44 A.M… Deputy County Attorney Jared Tingey entered the meeting at 10:58 A.M….
Commissioner Todd stated that he arrived at work this morning at 6:00 A.M. and the parking lot was already pushed and was looking good. He appreciates the effort in getting that done so early.
Supervisor Jenkins reported that he has received several bids on the electrical for the building and grounds shop. He had them bid it with lighting. He got some state bid prices and had they bid it with and without the lighting fixtures. The low bid was from Mike Hogan Electric for eight thousand dollars ($8,000.00) for the labor and roughly thirty two hundred dollars ($3,200.00) with the lighting package. The next lowest bid was seventeen thousand dollars ($17,000.00). He would like to award the bid to the lowest bidder which is Mike Hogan Electric. 
Supervisor Jenkins stated that he has been paying the utilities for the blue house that Deputy Attorney Tingey is living in. He was wondering if that will continue or if the Tingey’s will be paying for the utilities. Deputy Attorney Tingey stated that in the contract that he signed that he and his wife will pay for the utilities; however, they are not able to put the city water and garbage pickup in their names. Clerk-Auditor Evans stated that is because Duchesne County owns the house. Supervisor Jenkins stated that he needs to have some window panes replaced and will call Jones Paint and Glass the help with that. 
Supervisor Jenkins reported that there are items not being reported for risk management purposes. He was wondering when the risk management team will be up and running. Chairman Winterton stated that in the next two (2) to three (3) weeks he is hoping to get it going.

Consideration Of Ordinance No. 15-338, An Ordinance Amending The Duchesne County Zoning Map, Rezoning Described Property From Industrial (I) To Agricultural-Residential (A-5)
Leon Ross owns a majority of the Cove Estates Subdivision located north-northwest of the Roosevelt Municipal Airport. Much of this subdivision was zoned industrial by the County in the 1990’s due to the proximity to the airport; however, mailed notice of the rezoning was apparently not given to each property owner at that time. The owner desires to make 18 lots in this area available for residential use, which is not allowed in the current industrial zone.

The Planning Commission conducted a public hearing regarding this proposal at their February 11, 2015 meeting. No one appeared to speak in opposition to the request; however, a Roosevelt City representative was present to express concern regarding additional residential uses near the Roosevelt Municipal Airport. At the conclusion of the public hearing, the Planning Commission unanimously recommended approval of the rezone.
Consideration Of Ordinance No. 15-339, An Ordinance Amending The Duchesne County Zoning Map, Rezoning Described Property From Agricultural-Residential (A-5) To Commercial
The Johnson Water District owns a 78.24 acre parcel on the northeast side of the junction of Highway 40 and Highway 87 (Ioka Lane), west of Roosevelt. That portion of the property within 600 feet of the centerline of Highway 40 is already zoned commercial. The district would like to zone the balance of the southerly 25.17 acres of their parcel to commercial. The actual acreage proposed to be rezoned is approximately 8.3 acres.

The Planning Commission conducted a public hearing regarding this proposal at their February 11, 2015 meeting. No one appeared to speak in opposition to the request. The Planning Commission unanimously recommended approval of the rezone, provided that no building permits are issued until the applicants receive approval of and access permit from UDOT Region3.
