Attorney’s Office Update
Attorney Foote reported that the attorneys who work in his office went to a case law conference. They learned about the new statutory requirements pertaining to both criminal and civil case law. He stated that HB348 passed and they are not happy with the wording that it now contains. They are hoping the wording will be modified and HB 348 will become a better bill. Attorney Foote then spoke about some possible available grants that could affect the sheriff’s office as well as the CCJJ (Commission on Criminal and Juvenile Justice). We need to look carefully at them to make sure it would be a benefit to Duchesne County instead of a liability with financial repercussions.

Public Works/Landfill Update

Director Murphy reported that they still have some items they are working on that pertain to the Justice Center and the Event Center. He had a discussion with the commissioners that pertained to the Arcadia gravel pit and the Roosevelt gravel pit. They talked about what size of rock needed to be crushed for the different areas and what commitments that had been made by Duchesne County for the rock. There was talk of stock piling some of the crushed rock to be of benefit to some of the roads that will be worked on in the coming months.
Discussion Of Landfill Liability Waiver

Commissioner Burdick reported that Hal Giles from the landfill came to him and asked if we should have landfill customers sign a liability waiver if the landfill employees help them slide a trailer off of its axels and frame. Director Murphy stated that he would prefer to not help with the removal of trailers from their frames and axels. The customers should do it at their own place and then bring it to the landfill for disposal. The commissioners were in agreement with this decision because of the liability issues that could arise from it.
