Minutes of the Public Hearing of the Milford City Council held on Tuesday, March 17, 2015 at 6:45 p.m. at the City Offices located at 26 South 100 West, Milford, Utah.

Mayor Nolan Davis called the Public Hearing to order at  6:51 pm

The purpose of the meeting is to hear public comment regarding the Disposal of Real Property – Demolition of Milford City Government Building located at 26 South 100 West. 
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Mayor Davis reported that the city office building has a severe bat problem. The bids range between $120,000 to $180,000 dollars to try to remediate the bat problem, with no guaranty that the building will be sealed. The age and condition of the building present problems, the bats are getting back in when the building settles. City staff has looked at quite a few options including building a new city building. We can go after CIB (Community Impact Board) funding and can obtain a 50% grant 50% loan to build a new city/county complex, if the county decides to participate. City is looking at the option of building downtown, to include main street rehabilitation. The other option is to look at tearing down and rebuilding at the current location. There are funding options available for demolition of the building through CIB and CDBG. We could build new downtown and come back in a year and apply for money to demolish the current building. The city is looking at the most feasible and economically sound option. Asbestos abatement in the current building alone would cost upwards of $175,000, and would be required even if we tried to renovate and improve it for future use. Seismographic, ADA, it is not up to code so any renovations would require a lot of improvements that would cost two to three times what a new building would cost. This building will be vacated as soon as possible.  The county is looking at a rental property for the DMV and court as well as the sheriff’s deputies. 
Mayor Davis called for comments.
Bart Fisher asked if the county would participate if we built a new building, he is hearing rumor that they won’t. Mayor Davis said it didn’t matter, the city is moving forward with or without the county. It would be feasible to have all the entities work together but it is not hinged on it. Bart Fisher asked if the Methodist Church had been considered. Council members and staff responded that there are bats at the Methodist Church as well as it would have to be brought up to current code.  Patricia Stewart asked if there would be a community hall included, or just office space. Mayor Davis - yes, a hall is in the plans. What about a recreational complex? No - the cost factor is too high. Bart Fisher asked about the furnace that was recently upgraded at the current building? Council stated that they will look at surplusing improvements recently made to the current building.
