
MINUTES OF THE UINTAH ANIMAL CONTROL AND SHELTER SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING HELD ON MARCH 20, 2015 AT 4:00 P.M. IN THE UINTAH COUNTY BUILDING AT 152 EAST 100 NORTH, VERNAL, UTAH 84078.

WELCOME: Dave Everett welcomed everyone to the meeting.

REQUEST FOR APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM THE FEBRUARY 20, 2015 MEETING: Dave Everett asked if there were any changes to the minutes of February 20, 2015. There being no changes, Nile Mathisen moved to approve the minutes of February 20, 2015 as presented. Dan Olsen seconded the motion. The motion passed with Olsen, Everett, and Mathisen voting in favor. 

UPDATE ON K-9 ISOLATION KENNEL BUILDING ANNEX COMPLETION: Keith Despain reported that on March 3rd the isolation kennel project reached substantial completion. The HVAC was started and employees from Vernal city attended so they could learn how the unit works. Keith mentioned that the road base has been put in and smoothed out. The exhaust from the air conditioning condensing unit is in front of the intake of the HVAC. Essentially the unit will be in-taking hot air only to cool it. Keith stated the last item to complete is the moving of the condensing unit, to alleviate the problem. 

REVIEW OF PROPOSED CHANGE ORDER # 2 FROM ANGUS CONSTRUCTION FOR THE K-9 ISOLATION KENNEL BUILDING ANNEX PROJECT: Keith Despain commented that he has worked on a new change order for the road base since it wasn't in the original bid. Everything else should be ready for the occupancy permit. Tina Williams stated that more road base was used than expected. Dave Everett commented that this project has been a process, but the end result is the most important. Keith Despain commented that the project took longer than expected. Tina Williams mentioned that the Board will need to set a date for the open house at the next meeting. Dan Olsen moved to approve the change order. Nile Mathisen seconded. TREASURER REPORT- MARCH 2015: Dan Olsen reported that as of the end of February the regular PTIF account had $109,719, Capital Projects had $659,487, Zions had $86,336. The District had a total of $855,543. Dan commented that compared to last year the District is slightly lower. No funds were withdrawn during February and there was a mineral lease deposit of $71,445.34 on February 26. Dan stated that last week he transferred $60,000 out of Zions and that left a remaining balance of $37,000. Any equipment for the new building can be paid for with funds from the Capital projects account.

FINANCIAL STATEMENT- FEBRUARY 2015: Tina Williams reported that 16% of the fiscal year has elapsed and the total fund expenditures are at 12.3%. 

MONTHLY PAYMENT APPROVAL REPORT-FEBRUARY 2015: Dan Olsen stated the activity looks normal. 

ANIMAL CONTROL STATISTICS-FEBRUARY 2015: Tina Williams reported that calls have decreased in most areas. Estray cattle increased 200% and “other” livestock has increased 400%. It has been a slow spring. Tina discussed a feral cat issue that involved the health department. 

SHELTER STATISTICS-FEBRUARY 2015: Sherry Gines reported that domestic impounds are down and visitors to the shelter are normal. One domestic rat has been impounded. 

DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT-MARCH 2015: Tina Williams stated that she, along with Caiti Day and Sherry Gines, have been participating in many Citizen Corp activities.

ANNUAL DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT-FY 2014: Dave Everett commented that FY 2014 was busy last year. Tina Williams asked if there were any questions. There were no questions. The Board Discussed current situations that the city of Ballard is facing. 

ADJOURN: There being no further discussion; Nile Mathisen moved to adjourn the meeting. Dan Olsen seconded the motion. The motion passed with a unanimous vote and the meeting was adjourned.
