	The regular meeting of the Manila Town Council was called to order by Mayor Dennis Long at 7:00 P.M.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIENCE

MEMBERS PRESENT: Mayor Dennis Long, Council Member Greg Scott, Council Member Burl Twitchell, Council Member Lenita Steinaker; Council Member Ruby Hoover, Town Clerk Lynette Asay.

GUESTS: Eyvonne Long, Dave Hoover, Carl Smart, Rena Pallesen, Toni Pendleton, Travis Pendleton, Jed Harris.

MINUTES: Council Member Burl Twitchell made motion to approve the March 13, 2014 minutes; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried. 

WARRANT LIST: Council Member Greg Scott made motion to approve the warrant list dated 03/13/2014 – 04/10/2014; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried. 

OCC REGISTER: Council Member Ruby Hoover made motion to approve the OCC Register dated 03/13/2014 – 04/10/2014, seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried. 

PLANNING & ZONING: The Council has appointed new building inspectors. Matt Tate and Matt Cazier. They will be working together in coordination. Council Member Ruby Hoover asked if these are the same building inspectors that the County is using. Mayor Dennis Long said the County is working with the same gentlemen and that when they are here working for both the Town and the County the travel charges will be split. Jed Harris asked if they are from Vernal. Mayor Dennis Long said that Vernal is their full time job. Jed Harris asked if they are going to enforce the ordinances of the Town. Council Member Ruby Hoover asked when are we going to meet them. Council Member Lenita Steinaker informed the Council that the Town has an excavation permit policy in place. I asked that some information be provided to the Council on the excavation policy with the pipe that is being placed through the Town. It says that they are supposed to leave everything better than before. Jed Harris said shouldn’t the Town have the final approval. Mayor Dennis Long said I will ride along with Jerry Muir and we will inspect and approve. Jed Harris said they do have a permit for that don’t they. Council Member Lenita Steinaker said that we just added the excavation permit policy to the ordinances recently so this is the first experience that we have had with it. Carl Smart 
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says hopefully there won’t be any problems but if in the future there is one who is responsible. Mayor Dennis Long said that Sheep Creek Irrigation would be the responsible party. Council Member Lenita Steinaker said that in the past if there were any issues they took care of it. Rena Pallesen said that there has never been any history of them not fixing things that may have gone wrong. Dave Hoover said there is a potential problem with the fact that it will stop the only storm drain system that we have. Mayor Dennis Long said that I am already working on that issue. Jed Harris suggests mentioning storm drains on the Towns website. It says that any new subdivisions have to be the ones to take storm drain into consideration. The East Bay Subdivision in fact is supposed to have a retention pond. The owner says that he isn’t going to put one in, because no one can agree who the property belongs to. We have a problem that needs to be addressed. There is an ordinance to have this done. Who is going to be liable, the Town or the development owner? At an earlier meeting no one said that they wanted to be responsible for it. It is in your minutes. I was surprised that the city approved that subdivision with a retention pond storm drainage solution. It is funny that all of a sudden there is a piece of ground that no one owns. He was supposed to have it finished by fall of last year. He never put a storm pond or electrical in the other half of the subdivision. All he did is pave the road. Council Member Lenita Steinaker said that from what I can remember, is that we talked about the paving because that was what seemed the most important to you. We can look into the minutes and determine what the agreement was. Dave Hoover suggested that the building inspector could look into it. Jed Harris said that I would advise the Council not to finalize the subdivision. Rena Pallesen says the developer doesn’t have the money to put into it right now. Jed Harris said that the city told him that they would give him an extension and still nothing but the paving has been done. There is still sewer that needs to be vented, the storm pond and the electrical finished on the subdivision. Mayor Dennis Long says that there will no longer be any building permits issued unless the house comes first before any garage can be built. Council Member Greg Scott said that it will not happen that people live in their garages going forward. The ordinance states that and we will enforce the rules. Carl Fair sent in a letter of resignation from the Planning & Zoning Board. We will again be putting out notices for interested persons to serve on the Planning & Zoning Board. 

OLD BUSINESS: A business license application was received from Layne Ferrin, Diane Ferrin, Mike Wayman and Trisha Wayman. The license had listed a business of training and at the pervious Council Meeting it was tabled until they could list the trainings that they will be conducting. The application now lists training in the following areas; Concealed Weapons, CPR and First Aid Training. Council Member Lenita Steinaker made a motion to approve the business license application for training in the areas mentioned; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Jed Harris said I was wondering if the city owns the rifle range. Council Member Greg Scott said that there were rumors of it being owned by someone other than the city or county. Mayor Dennis Long said that he had just talked to 
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the County and that they own it. Jed Harris said I was wondering can anyone go there and shoot. Carl Smart says that there used to be a water shed by the school and why can the school demand the removal of it. Council Member Lenita Steinaker said that when the agreement was made the school was nice enough to allow it on their property for years. It is their property and they needed it to be removed.  Eyvonne Long said can’t it be placed somewhere else on the Towns property. Council Member Ruby Hoover said that the use of it was being abused. 

PURCHASE OF WATER TRUCK: Mayor Dennis Long informed the Council that we did purchase a truck for Jerry Muir. The other water department truck should also be finished with the repairs soon. The truck that was purchased is a 2001 Ford with 86,000 miles and we purchased it for $7,500. It is a heavier duty truck that will be better for what Jerry Muir needs it to do. 

DDI:  Travis Pendleton had came into talk with Mayor Dennis Long about the possibility or contracting the garbage collection with the Town. We drew up three different proposals. So these are just three ideas that we came up with. Council Member Lenita Steinaker asked if they were planning on billing the customers. Travis Pendleton said We checked into other trash companies and the average billing for this service was about $17. So we thought that we could make it work with the current rate the Town charged at $12, unless we need to provide cans. Eyvonne Long asks do the people that live in the town that have a dumpster still have to pay the town charge of $12. Council Member Lenita Steinaker said that everyone pays whether they use it or not. Mayor Dennis Long said that he would like to table and discuss the options more. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to table the proposals; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried. 
	
MANILA GARDEN CLUB: Rena Pallesen President of the Garden Club, says that she is here to see if she could get an easement for where the ditch runs through the four city blocks of Town. Council Member Ruby Hoover says there isn’t one already in place. Rena Pallesen said that no there hasn’t been one recorded and we need to have one recorded at the Courthouse. Mayor Dennis Long said that in order for them to get some funding from the State to pipe the water they have there has to be a recorded easement. Council Member Ruby asks who is going to be liable. Rena Pallesen said the the Garden Club will be the ones responsible the Town will have no responsibility. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to approve the easement for the Garden Club and the four blocks that go through the Town; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried. 

WATER:  Troy and Amy Trehearne has sent in a letter asking if the Council would consider a payment plan option for them to get their impact fees paid. Town Clerk Lynette Asay said that it has been done in the past. In the past the customers were charged $100 per month toward the impact fees and when the meter was placed they then had to pay their monthly utility billing and the $100 till it is paid in full. Council Member 
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Ruby Hoover made a motion to approve a payment agreement with Troy and Amy Trehearne with the $100 per month plus utility billing; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried. 

FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Fire Chief Mike Wayman has called in regards to the Fire Volunteer incentive payment. According to the qualification for the incentive there were only two people that had qualified. He feels that everyone needs to receive it or he is going to lose his volunteers. Council Member Lenita Steinaker said when the incentive program was started we had six people and with the growth I don’t see how we can continue to support it. Council Member Greg Scott said I don’t see how there can be a payment for a volunteer position. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to end the incentive program; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried. 

CORRESPONDENCE: Town Clerk Lynette Asay informed the Council that they need to decide on a date for an Open Public Meetings training. Roosevelt City has invited Manila to theirs. Rena Pallesen said that on the school board they are required to have the training also and they do it off the internet. Council said that they would like to have the training on April 22nd at 1:00. Mayor Dennis Long said that they needed to decide what they were going to do with the flower pots this year. Town Clerk Lynette Asay informed the Council that there is a Payroll Coordinators Meeting in Vernal that she should be going to if the Council agreed to send her. Council Member Ruby Hoover made a motion to send the Town Clerk Lynette Asay to the Payroll Coordinators Meeting; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried. They Mayor Dennis Long said that he sent a letter to the owners of the old 3M Market in regards to a soil contamination test. The Building Inspector Matt Tate is going to look into the issues there and work on it. If we don’t get any response then we will look at condemning and tearing it down. Council Member Ruby Hoover says that there are others in Town besides the Old 3M Market. I think you need to drive around and look at others. Eyvonne asks about how the delinquent accounts are coming. 

ADJOURNMENT: Council Member Ruby Hoover made motion to adjourn Town Council Meeting; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried. Town Council Meeting was adjourned at 8:31 P.M.
