I. Call to Order
Joedy calls the Sugar House Park Authority Board meeting to order at 6:00 pm.
 
Board members present are:  Joedy Lister, George Sumner, Elizabeth MacGregor, Landon Allred,  Chad Anderson, Lucy Hansen and Melanie Grayson, Todd Reese and Wayne Johnson.
No board members are absent.
County staff member present is:  Craig Cheney.
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II. Special Event and Athletic Field Use Requests Approval

Goldie Kacinski, U of U School of Medicine

Goldie is here to request holding a welcoming picnic for incoming medical students.  She is requesting the Sugar Beet Pavilion on April 24.

Chad makes a motion to approve the School of Medicine’s picnic on April 24 at the Sugar Beet Pavilion.
Landon seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

Jeff Ginn, Real Salt Lake

Jeff is here to request holding two soccer camps, one from June 8 – 11 and the other from August 10 – 13.  Is there a conflict with rugby on June 10?  The time on the summary sheet is wrong, so no.

Melanie makes a motion to approve the two Real Salt Lake soccer camps on the soccer/lacrosse field.
George seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

Frank, SL Running Co. (Impromptu)
Frank is here on behalf of the Highland High School cross country invitational which has been approved by the board for August 20.  He is requesting to sell T-shirts at the event in the park.  They are really cool and can be customized to one’s individual tastes.   

George said this was already addressed when the cross country event was approved at an earlier meeting.  It was suggested that they simply add the T-shirt purchase as part of their registration fee.  Then, they could simply hand out the shirts to those that signed up for them.

Joedy and Chad express what would happen if the board made an exception to the park’s no vending policy.  Landon suggests that vending be tied specifically to the event.  So, t-shirts would be an acceptable sales item for cross country events. 

George makes a motion to approve the vending of T-shirts at the Highland High School cross country invitational on August 20.
Lucy seconds the motion.
Motion fails by show of hands: 3 in favor, 5 opposed; Wayne abstains.

Sara Howard, Melanoma Research Foundation

George has been working with Sara via telephone since she is located in Washington, DC.  She has submitted an updated course map for her event’s 5k.  George recommends that the board approve this event. 

Chad makes a motion to approve the Melanoma Research Foundation event on July 18 at the Big Field Pavilion.
Lucy seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  8 in favor, none opposed; George abstains.

III. Richard Nowak, Avian Sanctuary and Protection

Richard has come to discuss:
· his park pond clean up dates.  June 20 will be the starting date and Starbucks is donating for the volunteers.  They will have up to 40 volunteers for this opening date.  For the remainder of the season, they have about 6.
· Richard asks Wayne to contact the County’s water testing department to see if they can get discounts on the testing fees.  Richard estimates 160 additional water tests in the Parley’s Nature Park area which were requested by the park board at its January 8 meeting.  We need to check if the City has already done testing or is planning tests in that area; we don’t want to duplicate the tests.
· Can recycling cans be placed around the pond?  This would help in keeping the pond area cleaner.  Wayne will have the park move some and pair them to regular waste cans.

 The board asks Richard to come back at the end of the season with a report.

VI. Website Discussion
	Landon


Landon has volunteered to maintain the park’s website, www.sugarhousepark.org.  He has already cleaned-up some links.  Mark Morris, who maintained it previously, had tied it to Facebook and Instagram, thus making it an “active” website.

What is the goal of the website?  It should include a current list of upcoming park events.  A link to the event holder’s web site could be added to the event description.   Facebook would reflect current activity at the park.
Lucy volunteers to update the park map.

A link to the State of Utah’s Public Notice website could also be added.  This is the official repository for all organizations that are required to hold open, public meetings. This link would provide access to all of SHPA’s board meeting agenda and minutes documents.  

IV. Utah Associated Garden Clubs (UAGC)
	Darla Anderson

Darla is the president of UAGC, representing 14 garden clubs.  She has brought the club financials.

Darla has come to the meeting to ask if the current Agreement between UAGC and SHPA can be modified to allow the rental of the grassy area to the south of the building.  They occasionally get rental requests asking if the outside area can be use as part of a wedding, or to set up an inflatable jump.
Chad recommends that we allow outside use for a year and that any events wanting to do so contact the Park Operations office first.

What are the park rules.  Melanie brings up sound/noise issues.  George will get a hold of the park rules and forward them on to Darla.

Todd asks about the vision for this building and if a City / County partnership would work.

Joedy states that the agreement requires a meeting twice a year between Darla, him, Wayne and Todd.  Wayne suggests that a pre-meeting be held at 5:30 pm.  May and November are the best months for all.

In regard to the kitchen remodel, the flooring counter and stove are being re-done.  Because the expenses are more than $5000, it should have been approved by SHPA and put out to bid.  Darla says they did get 3 bids.
The board informally approves the kitchen remodel project.
Joedy recommends that we formally amend the Agreement at next month’s meeting.


VII. Financial Audit Presentation
	Eide Bailly

Alawna Echols and Mike Nicholson are here to present the 2014 financial statements report.  The sections covered include:  material weaknesses, estimates, difficulties and required adjustments.

The material weaknesses and required adjustments are discussed in some depth.  A question as to who made the Management’s Response comments was also brought up.  The firm of Johnson & Semken were hired to present the financial figures needed for the audit.  Alawna brings up a “cash basis” versus “accrual” accounting system, of which the latter is what they require.

Joedy asks George to find out how these weaknesses and adjustments came about and why they were needed.

V. Pickle Ball for Sugar House Park Discussion
	Sandy Beveridge and Erika Eiseman

Sandy and Erika have come to the meeting to discuss the need for pickle-ball courts around the Salt Lake valley.  Wayne states that new pickle-ball courts are going be at the new Southwest Regional Park.

For Sugar House Park, Sandy and Erika propose that the unused concrete “slabs” adjacent to most of the pavilions be converted into pickle-ball courts.  This would require resurfacing, fencing and painting.  Landon asks how much it would cost to do so.

Chad expresses concern about conflicts with the adjacent pavilion.  The surfaces are used by the parties who make reservations, either for their original purpose (volleyball,) or for other party activities.

Chad recommends that it would make more sense to construct new courts somewhere else in the park.

Highland High Baseball Field

Joedy thanks Lauren Shurman and Stoel Reeves for their pro bono efforts and work on this Agreement on SHPA’s behalf.

4th of July Fireworks
Joedy was at the Sugar House Community Council meeting.  He spoke with Lisa Adams, the Salt Lake City Council member representing the park.  She says our community needs these fireworks.  The City should still have $15,000 allocated for them and she’ll work on getting the rest of the funds needed.

Election of Board Officers
Should we be voting for new officers every January? 
Elizabeth is resigning as Treasurer.  Melanie has agreed to become the new one.

George makes a motion to nominate Melanie for SHPA Treasurer.
Landon seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands: 9 in favor, none opposed.
