HUNTINGTON CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
April 15, 2015

Huntington City Council met in its regular scheduled council meeting April 15, 2015 at the city office building located at 20 South Main Street.  Meeting started at 6:30 p.m. with Mayor Hilary Gordon presiding.

Call to Order
Mayor Gordon asked that there be order kept and everyone that spoke to use the microphone and established the following were in attendance:

Gloria Wilson extended a word to open the meeting and Jerry Livingston led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Agenda Item -1-Approval of March 18, 2015 City Council minutes 
MARK JUSTICE MOVED TO APPROVE THE March 18, 2015 MINUTES; GLORIA WILSON SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED. 

Agenda Item -2- Approval of contractor for 2015 City Park Project
Jonathon Johansen: We received two bids, the bid from EE came in at $40,400.00 and Arrow Head Construction came in at $28,058.00.  I recommend accepting the lowest bid and using Arrowhead Construction for the project.   We will present the contract for the Mayor to sign and move forward with the work.  Gary:  Do you want to tell us about the project.  Jonathon:  On the contract there is approximately $18,000.00 that was the bid for the electrical work to move the electrical off of the existing concession and moving it onto the North side of the larger pavilion.  We will take two electrical lines underground to the far east side just west of the ball park with a pedestal to the North and South to provide power for Heritage Days.  It will have hook ups at each end and the south one will have a water spigot; there will be a combination option on the power box where the water spigot comes out of the bottom.  In the end, the City will take down the smaller concession and demo it but not until all of the equipment inside of it has been relocated to the ball park concession.  The hood and grill will be installed and there will be new ventilation out the roof for the grill and there will be a cage for propane tanks. All rewiring will be done underground to the new panel.  Karl Kay is the sub for the electrical which is 3/4 of the work $18,000.00 out of $28,000.00. 
MARK JUSTICE MOVED TO APPROVE AND ACCEPT THE BID FROM ARROWHEAD CONSTRUCTION; GLORIA WILSON SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED. 

Agenda Item -3- Discussion on cleaning of city building
Hilary:  Julie requested some clarification on this.  There was some misunderstanding.  Julie:  We want clarification on what buildings are cleaned and when.  The council is concerned about the town hall being double cleaned.  We charge a cleaning deposit and then we pay someone to clean it and we have someone check it. My thought is that I would check it before and after it is rented.  We don’t always know because the work out place uses the restroom and the kitchen area. To be fair to those that are renting I personally think it needs to be checked before and after and that’s what I plan on doing.  So I know that Jerry had a concern about the Fire station being cleaned and I know Gloria has washed towels for the workout room.  She is the only one that has cleaned it.  Mark:  Is that a change from what is going on now?  Hilary:  Clarification Mark, prior to last month we had Shelby checking town hall.  I had a discussion with John Daniels and found that there are new rules and regulations about how many hours part time people can work.  So at that time Julie said let me go and check.  Shelby is not checking town hall anymore.  We have Sheila cleaning the City Hall once a week on Friday and then she goes to Town Hall. Ronni:  Sheila was hired over five years ago at $450.00 per month to clean the City building twice a week and once a week over at Town Hall.  Then we changed Town Hall to twice a week and the City building to once a week.  Then we got the Fire Station so we had Sheila clean and she charged $175.00 for two times a month to clean it.  The fire guys are supposed to clean in between.  Sheila does Bathrooms, mopping and vacuuming, not washing towels.  At this time Sheila is cleaning town hall one time per week Monday or Tuesday and City Hall one time per week on Friday or Saturday.  The difference is we cut her down to $500.00. She still cleans the fire station twice a month.  Town hall is rented almost every weekend.  Mark:  Julie is willing to go in before and after town hall is rented.  Jerry:  The main concern for all of us is that we are charging a cleaning deposit and then we are paying someone to do it.  Ronni:  People are told they can’t get the deposit back until after 9:00 am.  Gloria:  Is the money we are taking in compensating for what we are putting out?  I think we should keep $50.00 if the building is not left as it was when they rented it.  That $50.00 will help pay for Sheila.  Jerry:  I understand some are renting the building without paying a deposit.  Ronni:  The only one is UMWA who rents every week and they leave it clean. Trenton said that the door needs to open to the outside of the building instead of the inside.  

Agenda Item -4- Cemetery markers/Nate
Jerry:  Nate Gilbert is going to be putting markers up at the cemetery as an Eagle Scout project. Scott has placed markers where the signs will go.  
 Nate:  We will be placing markers D through N.  We will have them completed before Memorial Day.  

Agenda Item -5- Business License
Gary:  The business license for Family Dollar needs formal approval.  We have already talked about this when they first came.  They are ready to open in about four weeks.

Agenda Item -6- Miners/Veterans Memorial
Dennis Ardohain:  Introduced Frank Markosek (Crandall Canyon Survivor), Lori Ann Larsen and we have brought Julie Jones on board with this project.  The Miners Memorial project started about 16 months ago.  In the beginning we were just doing Carbon County but as time went on we have upgraded to include Emery County.  We are within $75,000.00 of having enough money to do Emery County; Emery County is going to be about $110,000.00.  We want you to support us; we want everyone to be a part of this.  Labor Day will be the dedication day.  There will be a name reading similar to 911.  Mark:  I know this donation is not on our approved list but we are able to do $150.00.

Bob Hill:  It would be better if the chairs at town hall were organized when they are put away.  I don’t think Julie should be the sole one to check the town hall building, if she can’t I think she should be able to call someone to help her.

Agenda Item -9- Mayor’s Report
Hilary:  Next month our financial will begin.  We will be getting a flashing light saying that the changing of lights is imminent.  I asked Dale Stapley if he knew how much we will be getting for the sidewalks and it will be next week before he will know.  Gary has put lots of time advertising the Circus that is coming the 22nd of next week.


Agenda Item -10- Council’s Departmental Reports
Julie:  I have contacted Kelly Larsen who did the veterans wall and he is going to make corrections on some misspelled names that are on our Miners wall and Veterans wall.  There are about 20 additions to make on the veterans wall.  We should have that done before Memorial Day.  The Chamber did a ribbon cutting today for Garden Café.  At Economic development they discussed the Main street incentive program to be used for signage for new businesses.  The branding for local towns is continued; in both Huntington and Castle Dale they are concentrating their efforts around the San Rafael Swell.  We discussed that each town needs a welcome information center.  Possible locations could include the library, museums, etc. The Nuclear Plant in Green River will be another eight to ten years.  The natural gas is looking at Green River, Emery and Lawrence.  They will be focusing on deep C port for the coal but they don’t want to disregard any of the manufacturing or tourism that we have here.  We all know that coal is not always going to be here.  The fair is coming up and also Heritage days.  The Apollo toy at the park is a great thing.  Laneea:  The youth city council did the Easter egg hunt and it turned out well.  Our animal control is under control.  I want to ask citizens to please keep their dogs behind fences.  The water reports will be coming out tomorrow at the Water shed meeting.  Gloria:  On May 13th at 1:00 we are going to plant flowers so I am asking for volunteers.  Jerry:  Scott has fertilized and worked on the sprinklers and grass at the cemetery.  I have talked with Karl Kay about putting a space heater in the bathrooms at the cemetery.  At the Fire Station they have a 1976 Chevrolet pick-up that has 12000 miles on it.  They want to put a shell on it and use it for a rescue truck to keep equipment in.  At the fire station the generator is not working properly so I talked to Karl Kay to see if he can get that working.  The fire station needs carts to stack hoses on so I told them to order them.  The dumpsters have been getting full so I talked to Kent and he is going to get a third dumpster which will solve the problem out there. Mark:  Last year Castle Valley Special Service District did streets and curb and gutter project late in the year and this year we are first.  They have prepared the street between 2nd and 1st South on 100 East which is where they put curb last year and they have it ready for asphalt.  They are doing three blocks of curb and gutter in Huntington that will be done within the four to six weeks.  The Mayor and I talked about doing a sidewalk project based on available funds and we will probably be getting that started between now and our next meeting.
