Agenda Item 1 - Public Comment Period

Mayor Powell asked if there was anyone present that wished to address the City Council and was not listed on the agenda.

Agenda Item 4. Greg Marsing – Auditors Presentation of 2013/14 Audit Report

Greg Marsing of Smuin, Rich, and Marsing came before the City Council to present the Audit Report for the Fiscal Year of 2013/14. Marsing provided a detailed explanation of the Audit Report and its findings. Marsing explained the different accrual methods based upon GASB standards. Marsing complimented the city for continually decreasing its funds with deficits. Marsing ended with pointing out three areas for the city to improve upon. These three areas included; transparency reporting, retirement eligibility reporting, and conflict of interest. 

Agenda Item 5. Community Impact Board Capital Projects List, Review, Update, and Approve for 2015. 

Councilman Tatton made a motion to table this agenda item so more information and resources could be provided. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Wells, and Yakovich in favor.
 
Agenda Item 6. Review and Approval for a Continuance of Health Insurance Benefits for Shanna Cooper During Maternity Leave.

The City Recorder provided explanation for this request, as per Wellington City Personnel Policies individuals who take leave time without pay that exceeds 30 days must pay insurance benefits. The Recorder requested that if this policy is still applicable, based upon the Affordable Car Act, that Shanna Cooper be exempt during her Maternity Leave. Councilman Yakovich made a motion to continue Shanna Cooper’s Health Insurance Benefits during Maternity Leave. Councilman Tatton seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Wells, and Yakovich in favor of the motion.

Councilmember agreed the city needs to begin the process of reviewing its policies, in particular the health insurance policies.  

Agenda Item 7. Robert & Teena Jaramillo – Minor Subdivision and Resurveying of 1B-0094-0000 and 1B-0093-0000 
 
Councilman Tatton explained Robert and Teena Jaramillo’s request. Essentially the couple is moving a line on the two existing properties. For this process to occur the owners we required to meet the requirements of a minor subdivision. Councilman Tatton made a motion for a minor subdivision and resurveying to occur on parcels 1B-0094-0000 and 1B-0093-0000. Councilman Yakovich seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Wells, and Yakovich in favor. 

Agenda Item 8. Pioneer Days – Bowtie Beverage Sponsorship for Pioneer Days 

Mayor Powell and the City Recorder briefly explained agenda item 9, Bowtie’s request to sponsor the City’s Pioneer Days. Information provided to the Mayor and Recorder was through a 3rd party who did not attend the meeting. Therefore, until requested by said individual, this item will be placed on hold. 

Agenda Item 9. City Business

a. Vouchers

Councilman Yakovich made a motion to sign vouchers. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Yakovich and Wells in favor of the motion. 

b. Planning & Zoning

Councilman Tatton discussed the recent Planning and Zoning Meeting. Kory Moosman came before the Commissioners to request a zone change, and possibly a minor subdivision. Tatton explained that Moosman cannot apply for an RM-Zone. However, based on the zones of neighboring properties Moosman can still apply to rezone this property.  

c. Council Reports 

Councilman Tatton informed the Council he was unable to attend the previous PRWID meeting.  

Councilman Sanslow informed the Council the fencing of the pond is at completion. Sanslow stated that Jr. Jazz will begin on January 22. Due to a low number of applicants the only games played will be in the 5-6 year old and 7-8 year old divisions. 

Councilman Wells reminded the Council of the upcoming BEAR meeting at USU Eastern, where 670, LLC will be presenting its project. Wells discussed rumors regarding a Lower Basin Reservoir. The Council continued to discuss the benefits such a project could provide. 

Mayor Powell informed the Council the Title Company has called because the closing documents to complete the property transaction between 670, LLC and Wellington City are ready. 

Councilman Yakovich discussed his efforts to upgrade the City’s existing phone system. 

Agenda Item #10. Executive Session to Discuss the Character, Professional Competence, or Physical or Mental Health of an Individual(s).

Councilman Yakovich made a motion at 8:21 p.m. to move into an Executive Session. Councilman Tatton seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Wells, and Yakovich in favor. 

Councilman Wells made a motion at 8:44 p.m. to move out of the Executive Session. Councilman Tatton seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Wells, and Yakovich in favor. 

Agenda Item #11. Resolution 2015-001. A Resolution Amending the Proposed Receipts and Expenditures of Wellington City for the Fiscal Year 2014/15

Councilman Tatton made a motion to amend the budget for FY 2014/15. Councilman Yakovich seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Wells, and Yakovich in favor.
