Agenda Item 1 - Public Comment Period

Mayor Powell asked if there was anyone present that wished to address the City Council and was not listed on the agenda. 

No one came forward. 

Agenda Item 2 - Pledge of Allegiance, Roll Call, and Minutes  

Mayor Powell asked everyone to join her in the Pledge of Allegiance

Mayor Powell asked if the Council has reviewed the minutes provided.

Councilman Tatton made a motion to approve the Work Meeting Minutes from January 21, 2015. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Wells, and Yakovich in favor.

Agenda Item 3. Community Impact Board Capital Projects List. Review, update, and approve for 2015

Mayor Powell introduced the suggested 2015 Capital Project List for Wellington City. Councilman Yakovich made a motion to approve the suggested list. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion and the motion carried with Tatton, Wells, Sanslow, and Yakovich in favor. 



Agenda Item 4. Wellington City Water & Sewer Master Plan

Councilman Tatton presented to the Council a detailed explanation of why he opposes the potential Water Treatment Plant. Tatton created a detailed spreadsheet illustrating how such a system would hurt the Wellington City Utility Users. 

Councilman Yakovich asked how the City could secure a long-term contract with PRWID. Councilman Tatton stated that a long-term contract with PRWID is difficult secure because of the changing board members. However, it is something the City could discuss with Jeff Richens. Councilman Tatton also wondered if the City’s administrative staff could determine the line loss within Wellington.

The Mayor stated that Kurt Ludvigsen of Rural Water recently expressed his astonishment over the push for the City to commit to a Water Treatment Plant. Ludvigsen will look into from where, and why this push is coming. 

Agenda Item 6. Wellington City Fire Department New Vehicle 

Fire Chief Powell came before the Council to ask for permission to ask for bids for a new vehicle for the Fire Department. Powell plans to use the vehicle to attend trainings and to transport firefighters to emergencies. Powell explained what funds he wishes to use for this purchase. Powell plans to include his personal vehicle as a bid. Councilman Tatton advised Powell of conflict of interest that will arise from him selling his vehicle to the city. Therefore Powell needs to obtain several bids. 

Agenda Item 7. Wellington City Fire Contract with Carbon County 

Fire Chief Powell provided the Councilmembers and Mayor with a handout illustrating the calls answered by Wellington City. The average call is 175/year based on a 5 year average. A cost per call is $538; this includes insurance, maintenance, fuel, and wages. The City’s average budget for the Fire Department falls around $91k/year. Powell continued to explain the pressure of the department’s tight budget. 

In past negotiations with Carbon County Fire Chief Powell was advised to consider invoicing the City per call. Approximately 49% of the calls Wellington Fire Department respond to are in Carbon County. Currently Carbon County pays $6,250/quarter. Should the City bill per call the county would pay at minimum double its current amount. Powell explained how he would advise each call be charged. The Council and Powell continued to discuss the rates the City would/could charge per call. 

County Commissioner Jake Mellor addressed the City Council. Mellor spoke with Wellington City’s Attorney John Schindler, the Fire Chiefs of various departments, and his fellow County Commissioners. Everyone continued to discuss the benefits of a unified Fire District in Carbon County, and the necessary efforts needed to create that district. Mellor invited the City to come before the Commissioners again to discuss the Fire Contract. 

Agenda Item 5.  City Business

a. Vouchers

Councilman Yakovich made motion to sign vouchers. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Wells, and Yakovich in favor. 

d. Planning & Zoning 

Councilman Tatton stated he may not make it to the next Planning and Zoning Meeting. 

e. Council Reports 

Councilman Tatton discussed his recent role change with PRWID. Tatton planned to attend training with PRWID; however he has a prior commitment. 

Councilman Sanslow stated that the pond parking lot is ready for the rocks. 

Mayor Powell discussed the 24th of July. Brad Allred has been seeking out donations for Eric Dodge to perform on July 23rd. 

Councilman Wells discussed the need for precipitation. 

Councilman Yakovich informed the council that the Carbon/Emery Telcom contract expires in October 2015. Yakovich is unable to work on the contract. Therefore someone else needs to take over the contract. 

Mayor Powell discussed River Canyon Wireless. The company would like to rent a portion of the city’s property near the park for a communication tower. 

Agenda Item 8. Adjourn

Councilman Wells made a motion to adjourn. Councilman Yakovich seconded the motion, and motion carried with Wells, Sanslow, and Tatton in favor.
