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RESOLUTION NO.  2015-016 
 

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A 

PROSFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH BOWEN, COLLINS AND 

ASSOCIATES FOR THE PURPOSE OF PROVIDING STRUCTURAL AND LIFE 

SAFETY EVALUATIONS ON FOUR BUILDINGS OWNED BY PLEASANT 

GROVE CITY AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

 

WHEREAS, Pleasant Grove City is a political subdivision of the State of Utah (the 

“State”) and is duly organized and existing pursuant to the Constitution and laws of 

the State; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City has established that there is a need to evaluate certain city owned 

properties for structural integrity and life safety issues; and  

 

WHEREAS, the City finds it necessary to engage professional services to assist in the 

process of performing said study and evaluation; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City caused a Requests for Proposals (RFP) to be advertised pursuant to 

its Procurement Policy; and   

 

WHEREAS, Bowen, Collins and Associates (BCA) was the successful respondent to 

said RFP; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City finds that BCA has met the criteria to provide services; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City Council finds it to be in the best interests of the citizens of Pleasant 

Grove City to retain  BCA to provide said services; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the Agreement comports with state law and 

adequately addresses the City’s needs for services at this time; and 

 

WHEREAS, on May 26, 2015, the Municipal Council held a duly noticed public 

meeting wherein they considered the facts regarding this matter; and  

 

WHEREAS, after considering the facts and comments presented to the Municipal 

Council, the Council finds the Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit “A” reasonably 

furthers the health, safety, and general welfare of the citizens of Pleasant Grove City. 

  

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Pleasant Grove City Council as follows: 

 

SECTION 1 
 

1. The Mayor of Pleasant Grove City is hereby authorized to sign the Professional 

Services Contract for services with Bowen, Collins and Associates. 
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2. This resolution is effective immediately.

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AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES 

BOWEN, COLLINS & ASSOCIATES, INC. 

 

 

This AGREEMENT, dated May 26, 2015, is made and entered into between Bowen, 

Collins & Associates, Inc., a Utah Corporation (herein called ENGINEER) and Pleasant 

Grove City (herein called OWNER).  This AGREEMENT is for the Pleasant Grove 

Structural Evaluation of Four Buildings (herein called PROJECT). 

 

In consideration of the mutual promises herein contained, ENGINEER and OWNER 

agree as follows: 

 

1. AUTHORIZATION TO PROCEED 

 

Execution of this AGREEMENT by OWNER will be authorization for the 

ENGINEER to proceed with the PROJECT, pursuant to the terms and conditions 

of this AGREEMENT. 

 

2. ENGINEER’S SERVICES 

 

A. The ENGINEER agrees to provide the Scope of Services as outlined in 

Attachment A “Fee Proposal”.  The Project Schedule is described in 

Attachment B.  The ENGINEER will perform the aforementioned services 

in a professional manner using the degree of care and skill that is normally 

employed by professional engineers or consultants on similar projects of 

equal complexity.   

 

B. The relationship of the ENGINEER to the OWNER is that of an 

independent contractor and nothing in this AGREEMENT or the 

attachments hereto, creates any other relationship.  As an independent 

contractor, the ENGINEER shall have the sole responsibility for paying 

taxes, workers compensation, employee benefits (if any), and all similar 

obligations. 

 

3. COMPENSATION AND PAYMENT 

 

A. Compensation for ENGINEER’s services is identified in Attachment A.   

 

B. Invoicing will occur following the last Friday of each month.  Payments 

shall be due within 30 days of receipt of the invoice.   

 

C. An interest rate of 1.5% per month will be applied to all invoices that are 

not paid in full after 30 days following the invoice date.  Payments will be 

applied to the outstanding interest first and then to the principal. 
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D. The ENGINEER may discontinue work on the PROJECT by issuing the 

OWNER a written seven-day notice if full payment for an invoice is not 

received within 60 days of the date of the invoice.  Suspension of work 

will continue until full payment is made for all outstanding invoices 

including interest.  The ENGINEER accepts no liability for damages or 

delays that result from its suspension of work.  The OWNER may not use 

information or work product provided by the ENGINEER until full 

payment is made including applicable interest. 

 

4. INSURANCE 

 

A. The ENGINEER will maintain insurance coverage throughout the term of 

the AGREEMENT.  Insurance coverage will include: 

 

1) Worker’s Compensation 

State       Statutory 

Employer’s Liability     $100,000 

 

2) Comprehensive General Liability 

  Bodily Injury and Property Damage   $1,000,000 

  Combined Single Limit    $1,000,000 

 

3) Automobile Liability 

   Combined Single Limit    $1,000,000 

 

 4) Professional Liability     $1,000,000 
 

5. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY 

 

A. The ENGINEER shall not be liable for damages or delays resulting from 

actions or inaction of a third party that is not under the direct control of the 

ENGINEER, such as government agencies that have review and permit 

authority.   

 

B. The OWNER shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the ENGINEER, 

its subcontractors, agents and employees for all liability, other than that 

caused by the negligent acts, errors, or omissions of the ENGINEER. 

 

C. The OWNER shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the ENGINEER, 

its subcontractors, agents and employees for all liability resulting from 

construction of the PROJECT, if the ENGINEER is not retained to 

perform construction phase services on the PROJECT. 

 

D. The ENGINEER’s maximum extent of liability, for any cause or 

combination of causes, shall be limited to direct damages and shall not 

exceed the amount of total compensation for the ENGINEER’s services on 

the PROJECT. 
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E. The ENGINEER is not responsible for delays or damages caused by acts 

of God such as floods or earthquakes, or other circumstances beyond 

control of ENGINEER. 

 

F. The ENGINEER, its subcontractors, agents and employees shall not be 

liable for consequential damages or indirect liability from a third party.  

The OWNER will defend, indemnify and hold harmless the ENGINEER, 

its subcontractors and agents from such an occurrence. 

 

6. DEFECTS IN SERVICE 

 

A. The OWNER shall promptly report to the ENGINEER any defects or 

suspected defects in the ENGINEER’s services of which the OWNER 

becomes aware, so that the ENGINEER may take measures to minimize 

the consequences of such a defect.  The OWNER further agrees to impose 

a similar notification requirement on all contractors in its 

OWNER/CONTRACTOR contract and shall require all subcontracts at 

any level to contain a like requirement.  Failure by the OWNER and the 

OWNER’s contractors or subcontractors to notify the ENGINEER shall 

relieve the ENGINEER of the costs of remedying the defects above the 

sum such remedy would have cost had prompt notification been given 

when such defects were first discovered. 

 

7. TERMINATION 

 

A. This Agreement may be terminated by either party in the event that the 

other party has not performed any material covenant or has otherwise 

breached any material term of this Agreement (i) upon receipt of written 

notice thereof if the nonperformance or breach is incapable of cure, or 

(ii) upon the expiration of ten (10) calendar days (or such additional cure 

period as the non-defaulting party may authorize) after receipt of written 

notice thereof if the nonperformance or breach is capable of cure and has 

not been cured. 

 

B. Upon termination, ENGINEER is entitled to full compensation as 

computed under this Agreement for the work completed 

 

C. Either party may terminate this Agreement without cause at any time upon 

thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other party.. 

 

8. ASSIGNMENT 

 

This AGREEMENT shall be binding on the heirs, successors and assignees of the 

parties. This AGREEMENT may not be assigned, transferred, conveyed, or 

encumbered, whether voluntarily or by operation of law, by either party without 
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the prior written consent of the other party.  Unauthorized assignment is void and 

nonbinding. 

 

9. OPINION OF PROBABLE CONSTRUCTION COST 

 

Opinions of probable construction cost prepared by the ENGINEER are based on 

its experience with past projects of similar construction.  It is understood that the 

ENGINEER has no control over economical factors or unknown conditions that 

may have a significant impact on actual PROJECT cost.  The ENGINEER does 

not guarantee its cost estimates and accepts no liability for problems created by 

the difference in actual costs and opinions of probable construction cost. 

 

10. DOCUMENTS 

 

Contract documents, calculations, electronic information and survey information 

created by the ENGINEER as “instruments of service” are the property of the 

ENGINEER.  OWNER’s use of the documents and other “instruments of service” 

on any other project is prohibited and the ENGINEER accepts no liability for 

such action.  

 

11. CONSTRUCTION PHASE SERVICES 

 

A. Observations performed by the ENGINEER or its agents are intended to 

assist the OWNER to obtain the best project possible and not to assume 

the CONTRACTOR’s responsibility to comply with the requirements of 

any contract documents.  The parties to this Agreement recognize that the 

CONTRACTOR has sole responsibility to ensure that any contract 

requirements are met.  The CONTRACTOR is responsible for all methods 

used to complete the PROJECT and is responsible to follow all applicable 

safety procedures. 

 

B. “Record” documents prepared by the ENGINEER are based on 

information supplied by the CONTRACTOR and its agents and are only 

as accurate as the information provided by the CONTRACTOR.  The 

ENGINEER does not assume responsibility for the accuracy of the 

“record” documents. 

 

12. ADHERENCE TO APPLICABLE LAWS 

 

A. The laws of the State of Utah shall govern all aspects of this 

AGREEMENT. 

 

B. The ENGINEER shall comply with the applicable requirements of the 

Equal Employment Opportunity Laws and the Fair Labor Standards Act.  
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13. HAZARDOUS WASTE 

 

OWNER will indemnify ENGINEER from all claims, damages, losses, and costs, 

including attorney's fees, arising out of or relating to the presence, discharge, 

release, or escape of hazardous substances or contaminants from the PROJECT. 

OWNER recognizes that ENGINEER assumes no risk and/or liability for waste or 

the waste site. 

 

14. ATTORNEY’S FEES 

 

In the event any action or proceeding is brought by any party against any other 

party under this AGREEMENT, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover 

attorney’s fees and costs in such amount as the court may adjudge reasonable. 

 

15. SEVERABILITY 

 

The provisions of this AGREEMENT are severable, and should any provision 

hereof be void, overly broad or unenforceable, such void, overly broad or 

unenforceable provision shall not affect any other portion or provision of this 

AGREEMENT. 

 

16. WAIVER 

 

Any waiver by any party hereto of any breach of any kind or character whatsoever 

by any other party, whether such waiver be direct or implied, shall not be 

construed as a continuing waiver of or consent to any subsequent breach of this 

AGREEMENT on the part of the other party. 

 

17. NOTICES 

 

All notices, demands, and requests required or permitted to be given hereunder 

shall be in writing and shall be deemed duly given if delivered or if mailed by 

registered or certified mail, postage prepaid, addressed to the following:

Dear Selection Committee: 

 

Bowen Collins & Associates is pleased to submit this fee proposal for professional consulting services for the 

Code Evaluations of four buildings for Pleasant Grove.  The four buildings included in this code evaluation are 

the Fire Station/Community Development Offices, the Old Recreation Center, the Beck Home and the Old LDS 

Seminary Building.  Below is our proposed scope of services for this evaluation and our proposed fee.  

 

SCOPE OF SERVICES 
 

1. Provide management for the evaluation and production of a report for the code evaluations. 

2. Seismic evaluations in accordance with FEMA 154, Rapid Visual Screening (RVS) of Buildings for 

Potential Seismic Hazards.  

3. Develop schematic floor plans. 

4. Code evaluations for life safety including fire protection, egress requirements, and ADA accessibility 

requirements.  

5. Evaluate potential impact of historic building status. 

6. Evaluate deficiencies in the electrical systems for the buildings.  As explained in the main proposal, it is 

being assumed that the mechanical systems will be completely replaced in these four buildings. 

7. Develop budget “opinion of costs” for each building to address seismic, life safety, electrical and 

mechanical deficiencies that can be used in master planning for the buildings. 

8. Prepare a report that discusses identified deficiencies, potential impacts on historic building status and 

“opinion of costs”. 

9. Present findings in a meeting with Pleasant Grove City. 

 

OPTIONAL SERVICES 
 

There are several services that can be added at the direction of Pleasant Grove City.  The fee for these services 

are not included at this time but can be added in the future, if desired.  Some of the optional services include but 

not limited to: 

 

1. Detailed seismic analyses in accordance with ASCE 41 or IEBC 2012.  These detailed analyses would 

be used to develop actual retrofit strengthening plans that then would be used to develop final 

construction budgets for seismic retrofits. 

2. Master planning services in defining the potential uses of the various spaces in these buildings.  

3. Help develop fundraising sources for these historic buildings. 

 

SCHEDULE 
 

It is proposed to complete the study in approximately six weeks from the time written authorization to proceed is 

given.  Tentatively, it is proposed to start around the first of May 2015 and finish by the middle of June 2015.

BACKGROUND 

The applicant is requesting approval of a final plat called Creekside at 

Aspen Grove Plat C located at approx. 440 West 3300 North in the R-R 

(PD) zone. 

 

ANALYSIS  
 

The final plat that has been submitted is a modification of a previously 

approved plat. The corrections that have been made relate to property lines 

that conflicted with the built environment that currently exists in the 

subdivision. In some cases homes were built on or over property lines 

which is not consistent with zoning regulations. 

 

The applicant has conducted a survey and redrawn property lines bring the 

lots into compliance with setback requirements. These redrawn property 

lines are reflected in the plat submitted with this staff report. 

 

Based on review of the submitted final plat, Staff is satisfied that the 

zoning requirements for the R-R (PD) Rural Residential Performance 

Overlay under which the subdivision was originally approved are met. The 

Performance Development Overlay is no longer included in the text of the 

Pleasant Grove City Code but remains on the approved Zoning Map. 

Because the final plat meets the requirements of this overlay, Staff 

recommends approval of this final plat. 

 

RECOMMENDATION 

Staff recommends that the City Council APPROVE the preliminary plat 

known as Creekside at Aspen Grove Plat C, including the following 

conditions: 

1. All Final Planning, Engineering, and Fire Department requirements are 

met.

BACKGROUND 

The applicant is requesting approval of a 2 lot subdivision located 

at approx. 700 North 300 East in the R1-8 (Single Family 

Residential) Zone. 

 

ANALYSIS 

The proposed subdivision is to be located on vacant land with no 

structures to remain. Both of the proposed lots exceed the 8,000 

square foot minimum for lots in the R1-8 Zone. Measurement of 

the lots on the Final plat submitted by the applicant shows that 

both lots contain a building area that exceeds the 700 square foot 

minimum required building footprint in the R1-8 Zone. There is 

also sufficient width for the minimum 20 foot width home plus a 

20 foot wide adjacent garage while still meeting the required 10 

foot side yard setbacks for lot 2 and the 10 foot interior side yard 

and 25 foot street side yard setbacks on lot 1. 

 

The proposed plat shows the inclusion of street improvements 

meeting current code requirements. Concerning access to the 

sidewalk, Staff has required a handicapped-accessible ramp in 

accordance with the American Disabilities Act (ADA) along the 

frontage of lot 2. This access ramp should provide linear access as 

directly as possible from the southern sidewalk of 700 North to 

the east of lot 2. It is possible that an ADA access will not be 

specifically required if a driveway is placed in a location on the 

frontage of lot 2 that would provide a satisfactory substitute for an 

ADA access. This requirement has been included in the planning 

comments on the plat and will be forwarded to Ensign 

Engineering. 

 

Based on review of the proposed Final plat, Staff is satisfied that 

it meets both the regulations and intent of the City Code. Because 

of this, Staff recommends approval of the final plat.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 1 CHAPTER 7 “ELECTIONS” OF THE 

PLEASANT GROVE MUNICIPAL CODE TO COMPLY WITH RECENT CHANGES IN 

THE ELECTION LAWS OF THE STATE OF UTAH REGARDING CAMPAIGN 

FINANCE REGULATIONS; RELOCATING SECTION 1-7A-3 “TIME OF FILING FOR 

ELECTIVE OFFICE AND FILING FEES; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE 

DATE. 

WHEREAS, Pleasant Grove City is a political subdivision of the State of Utah; and 

WHEREAS, the Pleasant Grove municipal council has previous adopted ordinances regulating 

the process for holding elected office within the municipality; and 

WHEREAS, said ordinances are required to be consisted with state law; and 

WHEREAS, the Utah State Legislature made amendments to the state election code in its 2015 

legislative session; and 

WHEREAS, the City desires to be in compliance with state election law regulations; and 

WHEREAS, the municipal council finds that it is in the best interest of the citizens of Pleasant 

Grove to amend its ordinances to be consistent with state law;  

  WHEREAS, on May 26, 2015 the Pleasant Grove City Council held a duly noticed public 

meeting to consider said amendments;  and 

WHEREAS, at the public meeting, the Pleasant Grove City Council was satisfied that the 

proposed amendments, to the Pleasant Grove Municipal Code 1-7 “Elections” are in the best 

interest of the public.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of Pleasant Grove City, Utah 

County, State of Utah, as follows: 

SECTION 1: Chapter 7 ELECTIONS 

1-7-1: CONDUCT OF MUNICIPAL ELECTIONS: 
1-7-2: QUALIFICATIONS, TIME OF FILING FOR ELECTIVE OFFICE AND FILING FEES: 

1-7-1: CONDUCT OF MUNICIPAL ELECTIONS: 

A. Nonpartisan Primary System For Municipal Elections Adopted: The nonpartisan primary system for 
municipal elections in the city is hereby adopted as authorized by Utah Code Annotated section 20A-
9-404, whereby candidates for municipal office shall be nominated at a nonpartisan primary election 
to be held on the Tuesday following the first Monday in the October before the regular municipal 
election.  
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B. Applicable Provisions Of Utah Municipal Election Code Adopted: All provisions set forth in the Utah 
municipal election code, Utah Code Annotated section 20A-9-201 et seq., and all sections pertaining 
and applicable to the nonpartisan primary system for municipal elections, are hereby adopted by 
reference. (Ord. 2002-5, 2-5-2002) 

1-7-2: QUALIFICATIONS, TIME OF FILING FOR ELECTIVE OFFICE AND FILING FEES: 

A. Qualifications: Candidates for any municipal office shall meet the following qualifications: 

1. Candidates shall be registered voters in the municipality. 

2. Candidates shall be U.S. citizens at the time of filing. 

3. Candidates shall be residents of Pleasant Grove City. Residency can be established by: 

a. Residing in Pleasant Grove City for the twelve (12) consecutive months immediately before the date of 
the municipal general election; or 

b. If the candidate resides in an area recently annexed into the city, the candidate must have resided in the 
annexed area of the city for twelve (12) months. 

4. Pursuant to Utah constitution, article IV, section 6, any mentally incompetent person, any person 
convicted of a felony or any person convicted of treason or a crime against the elective franchise may not 
hold office in this state until the right to vote or hold elective office is restored as provided by statute. (Ord. 
2005-19, 5-17-2005) 

B. Filing For Elective Office And Filing Fees: 

1. Declaration Of Candidacy: Each person seeking to become a candidate for a municipal office shall file a 
declaration of candidacy in person with the city recorder and pay a thirty five dollar ($35.00) filing fee 
during office hours, and not later than five o'clock (5:00) P.M., between June 1 and June 7 of any 
municipal election year. 

2. Nominating Petition: Any resident of the city may nominate a candidate for a municipal office by filing a 
nomination petition with the city recorder and paying a thirty five dollar ($35.00) filing fee during office 
hours, but not later than five o'clock (5:00) P.M., between June 1 and June 7 of any municipal election 
year. 

3. Exception For Deadline: When June 7 is a Saturday or Sunday, the filing period shall be extended until 
five o'clock (5:00) P.M. on the following Monday. 

4. Write In Candidate: Any person wishing to become a valid write in candidate shall file a declaration of 
candidacy with the city recorder and by paying a thirty five dollar ($35.00) filing fee not later than sixty 
(60) days before the municipal general election. (Ord. 2013-13, 5-7-2013)5.

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1-7A-1: DEFINITIONS:

(iv) a member of the personal campaign committee of a candidate in the member’s capacity as a 
member of the personal campaign committee of the candidate; or 
(v) a political consultant of a candidate. 

(b) 
(i) “Candidate” means a person who: 

(A) files a declaration of candidacy for municipal office; or 
(B) receives contributions, makes expenditures, or gives consent for any other person to receive 
contributions or make expenditures to bring about the person’s nomination or election to a 
municipal office. 

(ii) “Candidate” does not mean a person who files for the office of judge. 
(c) 

(i) “Contribution” means any of the following when done for political purposes: 
(A) a gift, subscription, donation, loan, advance, or deposit of money or anything of value given to 
a candidate; 
(B) an express, legally enforceable contract, promise, or agreement to make a gift, subscription, 
donation, unpaid or partially unpaid loan, advance, or deposit of money or anything of value to the 
candidate; 
(C) any transfer of funds from another reporting entity to the candidate; 
(D) compensation paid by any person or reporting entity other than the candidate for personal 
services provided without charge to the candidate; 
(E) a loan made by a candidate deposited to the candidate’s own campaign; and 
(F) an in-kind contribution. 

(ii) “Contribution” does not include: 
(A) services provided by an individual volunteering a portion or all of the individual’s time on 
behalf of the candidate if the services are provided without compensation by the candidate or any 
other person; 
(B) money lent to the candidate by a financial institution in the ordinary course of business; or 
(C) goods or services provided for the benefit of a candidate at less than fair market value that 
are not authorized by or coordinated with the candidate. 

(d) “Coordinated with” means that goods or services provided for the benefit of a candidate are 
provided: 

(i) with the candidate’s prior knowledge, if the candidate does not object; 
(ii) by agreement with the candidate; 
(iii) in coordination with the candidate; or 
(iv) using official logos, slogans, and similar elements belonging to a candidate. 

(e) 
(i) “Expenditure” means any of the following made by a candidate or an agent of the candidate on 
behalf of the candidate: 

(A) any disbursement from contributions, receipts, or from an account described in Subsection 
(3)(a)(i); 
(B) a purchase, payment, donation, distribution, loan, advance, deposit, gift of money, or anything 
of value made for political purposes; 
(C) an express, legally enforceable contract, promise, or agreement to make any purchase, 
payment, donation, distribution, loan, advance, deposit, gift of money, or anything of value for a 
political purpose; 
(D) compensation paid by a candidate for personal services rendered by a person without charge 
to a reporting entity; 
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(E) a transfer of funds between the candidate and a candidate’s personal campaign committee as 
defined in Section 20A-11-101; or 
(F) goods or services provided by a reporting entity to or for the benefit of the candidate for 
political purposes at less than fair market value. 

(ii) “Expenditure” does not include:

(B) money lent to a candidate by a financial institution in the ordinary course of business. 

(f) “In-kind contribution” means anything of value other than money, that is accepted by or coordinated 
with a candidate.

(i) “Political consultant” means a person who is paid by a candidate, or paid by another person on 
behalf of and with the knowledge of the candidate, to provide political advice to the candidate. 
(ii) “Political consultant” includes a circumstance described in Subsection (1)(g)(i), where the person: 

(A) has already been paid, with money or other consideration; 
(B) expects to be paid in the future, with money or other consideration; or 
(C) understands that the person may, in the discretion of the candidate or another person on 
behalf of and with the knowledge of the candidate, be paid in the future, with money or other 
consideration. 

(h) “Political purposes” means an act done with the intent or in a way to influence or tend to influence, 
directly or indirectly, any person to refrain from voting or to vote for or against any candidate or a 
person seeking a municipal office at any caucus, political convention, or election. 
(i) “Reporting entity” means: 

(i) a candidate; 
(ii) a committee appointed by a candidate to act for the candidate; 
(iii) a person who holds an elected municipal office; 
(iv) a party committee as defined in Section 20A-11-101; 
(v) a political action committee as defined in Section 20A-11-101; 
(vi) a political issues committee as defined in Section 20A-11-101; 
(vii) a corporation as defined in Section 20A-11-101; or 
(viii) a labor organization as defined in Section 20A-11-1501. 

(j) “Reporting limit” means for each calendar year: 
(i) $50; or 
(ii) an amount lower than $50 that is specified in an ordinance of the municipality.

candidate that are more stringent than the requirements provided in Subsections (3) and (4).

b. If removing the candidate's name from the ballot is not practicable, inform the voters by any practicable 
method that the candidate has been disqualified and that votes cast for the candidate will not be counted; 
and 

c. May not count any votes for that candidate. (Ord. 2005-19, 5-17-2005) 

1-7A-43: CONTENTS OF CAMPAIGN FINANCE STATEMENT: 

Each candidate shall deposit a contribution in a separate campaign account in a financial institution; and 
may not deposit or mingle any campaign contributions received into a personal or business account. 

A.  Seven Days Before Election (For Candidates Who Run In The General Election): The campaign 
finance statement filed no later than seven (7) days before the municipal general election shall include: 

1. A list of each contribution of more than fifty dollars ($50.00) received by the candidate, and the name of 
the donor of the contribution and the amount of the contribution; 

2. An aggregate total of all contributions of fifty dollars ($50.00) or less received by the candidate, even if no 
contributions are received; and 

3. A list of each expenditure made for political purposes during the campaign period, and the name of the 
recipient and the amount of the expenditure. 

B. Thirty Days After General Election (For Candidates Who Run In The General Election): The campaign 
finance statement filed no later than thirty (30) days after the municipal general election shall include: 

1. A list of each contribution of more than fifty dollars ($50.00) received by the candidate and the name of 
the donor of the contribution and the amount of the contribution after the cutoff date for the statement filed 
seven (7) days before the election; and 

2. An aggregate total of all contributions of fifty dollars ($50.00) or less received by the candidate after the

3. A list of each expenditure made by the candidate for political purposes after the cutoff date for the 
statement filed seven (7) days before the election, and the name of the recipient and the amount of the 
expenditure. 

4. Within 30 days after receiving a contribution that is cash or a negotiable instrument, exceeds the reporting 
limit, and is from a donor whose name is unknown, a candidate shall disburse the amount of the 
contribution to: 

(i) the treasurer of the state or a political subdivision for deposit into the state’s or political 
subdivision’s general fund; or 
(ii) an organization that is exempt from federal income taxation under Section 501(c)(3), Internal 
Revenue Code. 
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C. Thirty Days After The Primary Election (For Candidates That Are Eliminated At The Primary Election): 
The campaign finance statement filed no later than thirty (30) days after the primary election shall 
include: 

1. A list of each contribution of more than fifty dollars ($50.00) received by the candidate, and the name of 
the donor of the contribution and the amount of the contribution; 

2. An aggregate total of all contributions of fifty dollars ($50.00) or less received by the candidate, even if no 
contributions are received; and 

3. A list of each expenditure made for political purposes during the campaign period, and the name of the 
recipient and the amount of the expenditure.
