Agenda Item 1 - Public Comment Period

Mayor Powell asked if there was anyone present that wished to address the City Council and was not listed on the agenda. 

No one came forward. 

Agenda Item 2 - Pledge of Allegiance, Roll Call, and Minutes  

Mayor Powell asked everyone to join her in the Pledge of Allegiance

Mayor Powell asked if the Council has reviewed the minutes provided.

Councilman Tatton made a motion to approve the City Council Minutes from February 19, 2015. Councilman Yakovich seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Wells, and Yakovich in favor.

Agenda Item 3. Deloy & Better Anderson Water Lease Agreement and Wellington City

Councilman Wells briefly explained the 3rd agenda item. The family will meet with Wells in the upcoming weeks to gather additional information. Mayor Powell received a text message stating that the City currently has too many water shares and should not lease the water. The agenda item will continue to a later date. 

Agenda Item 4. City Business

a. Vouchers

Councilman Sanslow made a motion to sign vouchers. Councilman Yakovich seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, and Wells in favor. 

d. Planning and Zoning

Councilman Tatton asked for a status on the Hillside Historic Cattle Trail Issue that was brought to the table in December 2014. As per Utah League of Cities and Towns the City Attorney needs to work on resolving the issue. The Councilmembers continued to discuss necessary actions the residences need to take, which includes going back to the title company to determine who allowed the Cattle Herder to place the easement upon the properties in question. 

Councilman Tatton asked if Kurt Ludvigson has responded with an answer of why Rural Water has aggressively pushed the Water Treatment Plant. Mayor Powell will contact Ludvigson.

Councilman Tatton discussed that the County is “shedding” its water responsibility to residents who are building within the county, shifting that responsibility to Price River Water Improvement District (PRWID). As a result PRWID is setting having to create its own Planning and Zoning department. 

Councilman Tatton would like to pursue an Ordinance for high powered riffles. 

e. Council Reports 

Councilman Sanslow stated that Jr. Jazz officially ended last week. 

Councilman Sanslow discussed the fish planted into the pond, and the finishing touches that will help the pond officially open. Sanslow has looked into solar power for the pond. Councilman Yakovich asked if/when a Grand Opening will take place. Sanslow stated this event would take place later in the spring, either April/May/June. Sanslow informed the council of an event at DWR to educate county residents on how to hunt turkeys. 

Councilman Wells stated he had little to discuss. 

Councilman Yakovich needs to scan the city’s ordinances and resolutions to begin the recodification process. 

Mayor Powell discussed residents’ efforts to ask the county to help clean the river. The mayor talked with Mr. Urbanic of Army Corp of Engineers. The City or County can sponsor cleaning the river. The City needs to designate 25% of in-kind costs to cleaning up the River. To obtain the money the area needs to be a President declared disaster. 

Mayor Powell discussed the Easter Egg Hunt. Clea Curry is stuffing all the eggs and has purchased all the items to give out.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Powell discussed the fire contract. The County will pay the $25,000/year and not hold the City to a Contract. The next Mayors meeting is April. The council and Mayor continued to discuss the Fire Contract. Everyone agreed to set up another meeting with the county.
