Agenda Item 1 - Public Comment Period

Mayor Powell asked if there was anyone present that wished to address the City Council and was not listed on the agenda. 

No one came forward. 

Agenda Item 2 - Pledge of Allegiance and Roll Call

Mayor Powell asked everyone to join her in the Pledge of Allegiance

Agenda Item 4.Castle Country Pumping – Business License at 195 N Center St. R-1-7     Zoned. 	

Councilman Tatton introduced Loy Thomas of Castle Country Pumping. Thomas plans to operate and maintain a port-a-john business. The office is out of his home, however the port-a-johns will be stored elsewhere. Thomas has taken of Ray Sandoval’s old business name. Sandoval provided Thomas with permission to use this name. Councilman Wells made a motion to approve a business license for Castle Country Pumping. Councilman Tatton seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Yakovich in favor.
 
Agenda Item 5. Todd Thorn – Southeast AOG 

Todd Thorn came before the City Council to introduce himself. Thorn is the new Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Manager. It is Thorn’s job to help cities identify necessary projects. The CDBG helps with projects related to infrastructure or roads. Thorn invited the council to attend a workshop in the fall explaining this process in further detail. One example Thorn provided was assisting the city with obtaining grants from CDGB and CIB for a sewer project. Thorn also discussed options to help local businesses obtain a loan.

Agenda Item 6. Paul Weddle – Southwest Training Area Developer/Coordinator 

Paul Weddle introduced himself to the City Council. Weddle is a military training coordinator. His goal is to create “realistic training events”. Weddle is preparing for a training that will take place July 26 to August 4 of this year. Weddle briefly explained the outline of the training and that the military will help the fictitious land, which happens to be located in a terrain similar to Utah. Weddle asked for permission to host a meeting at Wellington City Hall later in the summer. In addition to the meeting, Weddle asked for a letter of permission allowing the trainees to train in Wellington City limits. Councilman Yakovich made a motion to draft a letter allowing the training to take place in Wellington City limits. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Yakovich in favor of the motion. 

Agenda Item 7. Resolution 2015-002. A Resolution to Adopt the Municipal Wastewater Planning Program Self-Assessment Report for 2014

The City Recorder, Glenna Etzel, introduced Resolution 2015-002. Etzel explained that she and Utility worker Ed Ericson collaborated on the Municipal Wastewater Planning Self-Assessment Report. Councilman Tatton made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-002, a resolution to adopt the Municipal Wastewater Planning Program Self-Assessment Report for 2014. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Yakovich in favor.

Councilman Tatton made a motion to sign vouchers. Councilman Willson seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Yakovich in favor.

Fire Chief Johnny Powell discussed the department’s plans to help with the upcoming Easter Egg Hunt. Powell mentioned the Fire I and Fire II courses and tests recently completed by the department. There is a state grant Powell plans to apply for, which will help the department purchase new pagers and communication devices.

e. Council Reports 

Councilman Tatton discussed a recent PRWID meeting. A new subdivision is being built near Airport Road in the County. The meeting touched upon the costs associated with providing water and sewer to that area.

Councilman Sanslow is presently working on a master plan for the Knight Ideal Pond. Councilman Yakovich suggested creating a road around the perimeter to access the backside. The road would be only for emergency response vehicles. 

Councilman Wells discussed the bleak outlook on water. He reminded the council that the City and its residents will need to take it “one day at a time”. Wells discussed possible scenarios in limited the use of secondary water.

Councilman Yakovich is continuing to work on a phone system for City Hall.

Mayor Powell recently spoke with Schindler who wants to give a copy of the BEH contract to River Canyon Wireless. In Schindler’s opinion the River Canyon Wireless contract would benefit from mimicking the BEH contract. 

Mayor Powell recently asked for a traffic counter at the Ridge Road, Coal Creek Road, and Highway 6 intersection. The Mayor believes motorists would benefit from a traffic light at that location. Her concerns arose from tanker trucks and other drivers not cautiously crossing the highway by Miller’s Gas Station. 

Mayor Powell also discussed the Six County Coalition Meeting she recently attended. The organization has filed a resolution requested extra senators for this under-represented are. Mayor Powell also discussed a SUEPA meeting she attended.  The council began to discuss tourism as an economic booster. Everyone agreed, while it would be beneficial to the community this area needs manufacturing and technology industries to help improve the economy. Councilman Wells expressed his opinion that the County Commissioners would benefit by having a five person council, which would better represent the individual community needs. 

Mayor Powell discussed the rental change with Head Start. The program plans to move the classrooms to the local elementary school and the former USU Eastern preschool. A representative from Head Start informed the mayor that Early Intervention could possibly remain in the building. Councilman Tatton voiced his disappointed with the Wellington PTA and the citizens who “ran down” to the school board to influence this change. Tatton stated that residents unfortunately having little understanding of how this move impacts the city. 

The council briefly discussed the project of building a refinery in Green River. Both Green River and Emery County worked together to bring the project to the area. The council discussed areas of improvement for our County Commissioners, such as not allowing them to decide who is on the agenda. The County Commissioners and City Council plan to meet on April 13th to continue to discuss the Fire Contract. The meeting will take place at Carbon County at 3:30pm. 




Agenda Item 10. Approval of opening up a Temporary/Seasonal Groundskeeper Position for Spring/Summer 2015
