Sheila Page asked the subcommittee to approve the consent calendar.  She noted that the licensees have complied with their agreements, submitted their alcohol service plans, and paid their fines.

Ms. Agraz moved to recommend that the full commission approve items 1 - 12 on the consent calendar.  Mr. Gladwell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.


COMPLIANCE UPDATE:

Ms. McDermott gave an update on the audit and licensing activities of the division.  Currently 1,795 on-premise licenses have been issued.  So far this year, compliance staff completed 467 audits; and issued 273 licenses and permits with 204 of them being event permits.  Last year they had issued 232 licenses and permits including 167 event permits.




TRANSFER OF LICENSE OPERATIONAL REQUIREMENT DISCUSSION:

a.	Under Current Club, Salt Lake City.  (CL)

Ms. McDermott explained that under the transfer of license act a business needs to begin operations within 30 days after the transfer is approved by the commission.  The commission may grant an additional 30 day extension.  She suggested rulemaking may be needed to define beginning operations.

In this case, the situation is outside of the licensee’s control.  Under Current Club has a business license but needs a conditional use permit and the city timelines and process may take up to 90 days.  After discussion, the commission agreed that the licensee has met the requirement to begin operations and may continue the transfer of license process.

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend that the full commission deem Under Current Club operational and in compliance with the statute to continue the transfer process.  Mr. Nielsen seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Joel LaSalle from the Under Current Club, and President of the Salt Lake Area Restaurant Association, came forward to thank the commission.


MANUFACTURE BREWERY APPLICATION:

a.	2 Row Brewing, Midvale.

Abe Kader gave an overview of the application stating it is complete and staff recommends approval.

Brian and Didi Coleman came forward to address the commission.  Mr. Coleman gave a quick history of their business and an overview of the operation.

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend that the full commission approve a manufacture brewery license for 2 Row Brewing in Midvale.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.


INDUSTRIAL/MANUFACTURING APPLICATION:

a.	Beehive Bitters Company, Roy.

Abe Kader gave an overview of the application stating it is complete and staff recommends approval.  He noted that the applicant is a law enforcement officer and was unable to attend the meeting today.

Ms. Agraz moved to recommend that the full commission approve an industrial manufacturing license for Beehive Bitters Company in Roy.  Mr. Gladwell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.


SCIENTIFIC/EDUCATIONAL PERMIT APPLICATIONS:

a.	Salt Lake Culinary Center, Salt Lake City.

Abe Kader gave an overview of the application stating it is complete and staff recommends approval.  

Diane Shea and Rich Shea came forward to address the commission.  They gave an overview of their business and how they will use the license.

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend that the full commission approve a scientific educational permit for Salt Lake Culinary Center in Salt Lake City.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

b.	Painting with a Twist, Murray.

Abe Kader explained that this is a change of ownership effective May 1, 2015.  Since the permit is not transferable, the new owner must obtain a new permit.  

Matt Fasher and Adrienne Hartvigsen came forward to address the commission.  They gave an overview of the change of ownership and business operation including the control measures in place to serve wine and beer.

Ms. Agraz moved to recommend that the full commission approve a scientific educational permit for Painting with a Twist in Murray effective May 1, 2015.  Mr. Gladwell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Steve Wallenda gave an overview of the request to move a couple doors down.  Staff asked that the transfer be approved upon receipt of the business license.

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend that the full commission approve a transfer of location for Shoga Japanese Sushi Bar in Orem effective upon receipt of the business license.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.


EXTENDED CLOSURE REQUESTS:

a.	Paper Moon, Salt Lake City.  (CL)

Nina McDermott explained that Paper Moon is in the process of transferring their license and the new owners are negotiating with the landlord.  They are asking for an extended closure until the May commission meeting.

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend that the full commission approve an extended closure until the May 2015 commission meeting for Paper Moon in Salt Lake City.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

b.	Bistro on Main, Bountiful.  (RE)

Margaret Hardie gave an overview of the request.

Martha Silia came forward to address the commission.  Ms. Silia explained that she was moving to a new location with the understanding that a church was going to move and now it isn’t moving.  She has another location in the Bountiful area and is requesting an extended closure until the June commission meeting.

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend that the full commission approve an extended closure until the June 2015 Commission Meeting for Bistro on Main in Bountiful.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

c.	Tokyo Sushi & Grill, Salt Lake City.  (RE)

Margaret Hardie explained that the restaurant is still being remodeled.

Robert RoJales came forward and explained that the restaurant is in the former Shilo now the Holiday Inn.  The entire property is being remodeled and they haven’t given him a definite date as to when the restaurant will be finished.  He requested another five months.

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend that the full commission approve an extended closure until the September 2015 Commission Meeting for Tokyo Sushi & Grill in Salt Lake City.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

d.	Atomic Burger/Atomic Lounge, Moab.  (CL & RE)

Rob Hansen gave an overview of the request.  

Tim Buckingham came forward and gave an update on the remodeling of the club and restaurant.  He requested another two months.

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend that the full commission approve an extended closure until the June 2015 Commission Meeting for Atomic Burger/Atomic Lounge in Moab.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Rob Hansen gave an overview of the license transfers asking the subcommittee to strike #3 Stephen’s American Bistro.

Ms. Agraz moved to recommend that the full commission approve full service restaurant license transfers for #1 Café Silvestre in Midvale, #2 Café Silvestre in Salt Lake City, and #4 Tarahumara in Midway.  Mr. Gladwell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Rob Hansen gave an overview of the new applications noting #2 Spitz, Home of the Doner Kebab, and #3 Jim’s Grill will require proximity variances.  Public hearings were held for both with no opposition.  Mr. Hansen also noted #2 Spitz, Home of the Doner Kebab, and #4 Baby Sumo are conditional.

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend that the full commission approve full service restaurant licenses for #1 Sego Restaurant in Kanab, #3 Jim’s Grill in Smithfield, along with a proximity variance, and #5 Bar Down Sports Bar & Grill in West Jordan; and conditional full service restaurant licenses for #2 Spitz, Home of the Doner Kebab, in Salt Lake City, along with a proximity variance, and #4 Baby Sumo in Springdale.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.
