CITY COUNCIL REPORT
Councilmember Sharidean Flint gave a brief report of the February 25, 2015 City Council meeting.  The council had a long discussion on the telecommunication ordinance.  They requested that the Planning Commission take another look at it and modify it further.  The Council discussed the Comcast agreement.   

PUBLIC HEARING FOR PROPOSED ACCESSORY BUILDING
Evan Campbell has submitted a request for a proposed Class B accessory building.  This accessory building will be located at 68 West 520 South.  

Mark Lynne opened the public hearing.  There were no comments.  The public hearing was closed.

The Commission determined that the site plan meets the setbacks as currently drawn.  Evan indicated there was an irrigation easement on the south side of the lot. Reed made a motion to approve this accessory building as proposed.  David Zook seconded the motion.  Mark Lynne, Reed Elder, Mark Hurd, Melinda Lee, David Zook and Laurie Baldwin voted in favor.  

TELECOMMUNICATION FACILITY ORDINANCE REVISION
The City Council reviewed the proposed draft and recommended further revisions regarding approval, stealth determination and setbacks.    The Commission made modifications to the ordinance to incorporate giving final approval to the City Council, ensuring that the City determines if the stealth design and visual screening is adequate, and changing setbacks in the commercial and industrial zones to a minimum of 20 feet.  The Commission discussed how to ensure property maintenance.  It was determined that this could be handled through regular abatement procedures.  

Reed Elder made a motion to send the modified ordinance to the City Council for a public hearing and adoption.  David Zook seconded the motion.  Mark Lynne, Reed Elder, Mark Hurd, Melinda Lee, David Zook and Laurie Baldwin voted in favor.  

MODERATE INCOME HOUSING PLAN
The Commission had a discussion on what could be allowed in Hyde Park currently.  Sharidean said that she understood that the City met the requirements with accessory apartments now being allowed.  The Commission concurred that the City meets the range of moderate income housing at this time.   The demographics prove that we have adequate housing in the moderate range.  The last several years the value of new construction has decreased.  

The commission mentioned the Neighborhood non-profit housing developments utilized in other communities.  It was noted that this meets the needs but only for the first time purchase.   Mark Hurd indicated that new building permits and new construction is what ensures the compliance of the ordinance, not necessarily first time home buyers. Rental units can also be included in the figures.

Mark Lynne said that he would plug Hyde Park’s demographics into the formula provided by Brian Carver.    In addition, the City would need to determine what the policy would be.  Would they allow small lots, mixed use, etc?  Mark Hurd cautioned the commission regarding the Affordable Housing Act.  It may be easy to   get caught in a cycle.  We don't want to bring down averages too fast.  

The goal of the plan would be to show the State that the city is trying to create affordable / moderate income housing.  This will be continued to a later meeting when Mark has had time to work on the formula.
