APPROVAL OF MINUTES
David Zook made a motion to approve the minutes of the Planning Commission meeting held November 19, 2014.  Laurie Baldwin seconded the motion.  Mark Lynne, Mark Hurd, David Zook, Laurie Baldwin, and Melinda Lee voted in favor.

CITY COUNCIL REPORT
[bookmark: _GoBack]Report of City Council held December 10, 2014.  Only two items. (1) Discussed the inter-local agreement (Lance helped describe) between four cities (Nibley, Newton, Hyde Park, North Logan) and Cache County, how land sales go, the division of monies.  A final written report is available regarding the new high school. (2) Parks.  Currently Hyde Park owns one park by the post office, another five acre park, and money from the sale of land by the new high school will be used to purchase another park.

PUBLIC HEARING
1. Minor Subdivision Concept Plan for North Logan High School.  With the adjustment of boundary lines between Hyde Park and North Logan, it necessitates a proposal for a minor subdivision, with two lots within Hyde Park city limits.  Location is approximately 200 East 3100 North.

Roxanne Bilbao asked what is being proposed for lots 5 through 10.  Lance Anderson helped answer:
Lot 5		Ice Arena
Lot 6		North Logan open space
Lots 7,8	North Logan Commercial lots
Lots 9, 10	Hyde Park Commercial lots (via the land trade)
Lance clarified that 3100 North lines up on the south side of Mark’s Autobody.
Asked, “Are there plans to continue 200 East road north of the drawing?  Answer:  Not now.
Mark Hurd asked about the crisscrossed area on the map.  Lance answered: That area currently belongs to Hyde Park but will be North Logan property after the land trade.  The slanted lines represent areas that currently belong to North Logan but will belong to Hyde Park.
David Zook made a motion to approve the Minor Subdivision Concept Plan.  Before voting, David asked if Melinda was part of the quorum tonight (because she was taking minutes below).  Mark Lynne said yes.  The motion was modified for approval based on the boundary line adjustment, as indicated per Lance Anderson.  Mark Lynne seconded the motion.  Mark Lynne, Mark Hurd, David Zook, Laurie Baldwin, and Melinda Lee voted in favor.

3100 NORTH 200 WEST PROJECT 
Reviewed Final Plan for proposed development on 3100 North 200 West.   Reviewed Engineering comments. 
Shawn Eaton of aeurbia clarified comments and answered questions.
C1-1
· Item 2.  The road curves such that further north the property owners only own 8 feet of the proposed road.  The property owners will dedicate all needed from their property/side.  They are willing to pay for construction of half of the road (ie. More than 8 feet).  If constructed now, it would be on someone else’s property.  Mark Lynne said the city should ask the other property owner now for the dedicated portion so aeurbia can build the road now.
· Storm Water.  Mark Hurd said it is an issue between North Logan and Hyde Park.  The north side of the property cannot drain to Hyde Park; it would be too costly.  The water naturally flows to North Logan.  Agreements should be made now (between North Logan and Hyde Park) to avoid future problems.  Shawn said he followed Hyde Park City’s plan.  His understanding is that the city will fund the sewer to be connected to their property.  The item should be directed to the City Council.
· Item 2 again.  For approval, Shawn argued that Phase I could/should be approved now.  He understands he will have to build the road before Phase II could be developed.  The land must be acquired first.  He noted it is not profitable for him to pay for land intended to be given away.  Mark Hurd suggested/recommended the city spearhead a solution/agreement between all parties involved (ie. Hyde Park, North Logan, all property owners).  Shawn agreed to approval of Phase I now and Phase II later, after the land agreements are completed.
· Item 6.  Yes, the city wants ADA ramps installed for wheelchairs.
· Sheet C3  Is a blow-off valve needed?  We do not know.  Public Works (Mike Grunig?) should know.
· Sheet C4-2  Storm drainage is also a North Logan issue.  Shawn described the process as:  collect all of the storm water, hold it, then release it slowly.  North Logan requires that.  They are preparing the same for Hyde Park.  The property owners cannot choose the system for the neighbors across the street.
· LUA notes reviewed.  LUA was concerned about lighting on the building.  It goes back to zero at the property line.  Mark Hurd asked if it will be the same as the building across the street.  Shawn did not know.
· Sewer Line.  Will the sewer line be installed by the city or aeurbia?  Aeurbia corrected that.  Aeurbia will install, not the city.

Mark Lynne made a motion to approve the final plat with stipulations. First, the development of Phase II is subject to the 200 West road being built upon appropriate right-of-way dedication from the other property owner.  Second, it is also subject to an agreement (between cities) on the discharge of storm water into North Logan’s system.  Hyde Park City acknowledges the city will run the water line to reach their property.  Third, they will install ADA ramp(s).
Possibly approve for project to submit for building permit.  Mark Hurd seconded the motion.  Mark Lynne, Mark Hurd, David Zook, Laurie Baldwin, and Melinda Lee voted in favor.

Mark Hurd made another motion advising the city (via LUA) to build the water line (along 3100 North, from the highway to 200 West) to this property.  Mark Lynne seconded the motion.  Mark Lynne, Mark Hurd, Laurie Baldwin, and Melinda Lee voted in favor.  David Zook abstained because he was unsure what ordinance was being voted on.

Meanwhile, Sharidean texted Mike Grunig.  He agreed the city needs to run the water line.

COMMERCIAL INCENTIVE ORDINANCE
Reviewed draft of changes made at the last meeting to the Commercial Incentive Ordinance to allow developers to utilize the incentives.  Mark Lynne said “Susan nailed it!  Well done.”    David Zook made a motion to approve the revised ordinance and send it to the City Council for public hearing and approval.  Laurie Baldwin seconded the motion.  Mark Lynne, Mark Hurd, David Zook, Laurie Baldwin, and Melinda Lee voted in favor.
