Report on website : Bret reported that the site contains more color as discussed in last board meeting.  Getting the on-line catalog to default to the login site was difficult but with help from Follett, Bret was able to accomplish it.  The site was re-organized to be more appealing and user friendly.  Bret accomplished the recommendation made by the board.  He is still working on the calendar.  Bret demonstrated how the ball field calendar appears on the Price City homepage.  This is what he would like to see on a Google calendar for library events.  Bret will develop the calendar and Norma will be able to add items.  Norma mentioned the button for library resources was electronic resources and was wondering if the name could be changed.  She presented several other suggestions.  The Board had no questions regarding the changes so they will be compiled electronically and submitted to Bret.  Eric said he would send Norma a list of useful sites to put on the kids and teen pages.

Window idea:  Eric mentioned the need for better signage for the library maybe an A frame out front.  The current sign is great but is blocked by the trees.  Norma looked into painting the outside windows but the product currently on the windows cannot be painted.  Norma called Sign Edge regarding some ideas like the library built to resemble a shelf of books.  They developed two options which Norma presented to the board.  They love the idea.  Then an estimate was presented.  Bret said the light project might be less than budgeted and the remaining funds could be used to cover the cost of the windows.  The board liked the white options submitted by Sign Edge.  This re-appropriation of funds will have to be approved by council.
In regards to lighting, Bret hoped to have samples of the covers.  He liked the LED fixture; they are more expensive but last longer.  Eric said he noticed the changes and how nice the mural looked in the foyer of city hall.  Bret will have the samples for the next meeting and we can decide on which option we would like to use.
Three year plan : A draft of the three year plan was presented.  Norma asked the board to review the document and list them in a timeframe.
Other business :  The Utah State Library representative will be here for a visit on May 21.
Layne will be holding a workshop, today, on how to take better pictures with your cellphone.
