A RESOLUTION OF THE COUNTY COUNCIL OF SALT LAKE COUNTY APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF AN INTERLOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN SALT LAKE COUNTY AND THE UNIVERSITY OF UTAH FOR TRCC FUNDS TO BE USED FOR THE WAYFINDING PROJECT AT ITS UTAH MUSEUM OF FINE ARTS.

	A.	Salt Lake County (the “County”) and the University of Utah (the ”University”) are “public agencies” as defined by the Utah Interlocal Cooperation Act, Utah Code Ann. §§ 11-13-101 et seq. (the “Cooperation Act”), and , as such, are authorized by the Cooperation Act to enter into this Agreement to act jointly and cooperatively on the basis of mutual advantage in order to provide facilities in a manner that will accord best with geographic, economic, population and other factors influencing the needs and development of local communities.

	B.	The County receives funds (“TRCC Funds”) pursuant to the Tourism, Recreation, Cultural, Convention, and Airport Facilities Tax Act, Utah Code Ann. §§ 59-12-601 et seq. (the “TRCC Act”). The TRCC Act provides that TRCC Funds may be used for, among other things, the development, operation, and maintenance of publicly owned or operated cultural and recreation facilities. 

	C.	The Utah Museum of Fine Arts (UMFA) is part of the University of Utah and is the primary visual arts resource in the Intermountain West and the only institution within Utah that collects, exhibits, interprets, and preserves a comprehensive collection (19,000 art objects representing over 5,000 years of human creativity). It is unique in its multiple roles as the state’s official art museum, and integral university institution, and one of the larger civic art museums in the region. 

	D.	It has been a challenge for many to locate and enter the UMFA on the University of Utah campus, particularly for first-time visitors and students. The existing signage has been deemed insufficient. To address this issue, the UMFA seeks to study the ways its visitors learn about and approach the UMFA, as well as ways to engage visitors as they enter the lobby space. 

	E.	The University, on behalf of the Utah Museum of Fine Arts, has applied for and requested TRCC Funds to be used for the wayfinding consulting project described in its Cultural Facilities Support Program Application. The County Council appropriated TRCC Funds for this purpose as part of the Salt Lake County Budget for 2015. 

	F.	The University and the County now desire to enter into the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement attached hereto as ATTACHMENT A (the “Agreement”) wherein the County agrees to grant TRCC Funds to University in the amount of $17,500.00 to be used for the wayfinding consulting project described in its Cultural Facilities Support Program Application.

	G.	The County Council believes that its assistance under the Agreement will contribute to the prosperity, moral well-being, peace and comfort of Salt Lake County residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the County Council as follows:
