 Minutes of the Regular Council Meeting of the Henefer Town Council held May 5, 2015 in the Council Meeting Room at 150 W. Center Street, Henefer, Utah.  
Roll Call:  Randy C. Ovard, Earleen Paskett, Joyce R. Housley, Richard N. Butler, Kay H. Richins, and Brent G. Ovard (he arrived late).
Mayor Ovard opened the meeting at 7:00 PM and offered the opening prayer.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Kay H. Richins.
Minutes of the April 7, 2015 Council Meeting were reviewed.  Richard N. Butler asked that a correction be made on page two (2), paragraph one (1), changing the word restrictions to rates.  Joyce R. Housley made a motion to accept the minutes of April 7, 2015 after the correction on page 2 paragraph 1.  Kay H. Richins seconded the motion.  Vote  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Kay H. Richins, Richard N. Butler, Joyce R. Housley  NAY:  none  ABSTAINING:  none  ABSENT:  Brent G. Ovard (he had not yet arrived).
Kay H. Richins told the Council that there are people letting their dogs run loose at John’s Park, messing on the lawn and not cleaning it up.  Several people in town are complaining that they can’t let their kids play at John’s Park because the lawn is too messy.  Joyce R. Housley will make arrangements to have some signs made to place on the entrances to John’s Park and the green area around the restrooms asking people to clean up after their animals.
Kay H. Richins also told the Council that he has made arrangements for entertainment for the 4th of July Celebration.  He has contracted a group called Party Rock Project.  Councilman Richins brought a sample video of the group performing.  Everyone on the Council thought the group was really good and would be well received for the evening’s entertainment.  Kay H. Richins told the Council that he had spoken with Hoyt Atkinson who does the sound for the 4th and he has worked with this group before so he will be aware of what they need.  The group will charge the town $3,000.  The Council asked Earleen Paskett to call Fireworks West to arrange for fireworks with a budget of $4,500.  Kay H. Richins and Joyce R. Housley are looking into having a dance after the fireworks.  Tyler Rowser has not committed to doing the dinner that evening.  Kay H. Richins told the Council that he would like to ask Vern and Verl Wright to be the Grand Marshals for the 4th of July Parade.
Mayor Randy C. Ovard told Kay H. Richins that while working on the budget, Tim Rees suggested that the town spend at least $100,000 of the Class C. Road funds.  Kay Richins told the Council that he is planning to have some of the streets chip sealed and it was suggested that there are also bridges that could use some work.
Mayor Ovard told the Council that the North Summit School District plans to put another bus in the end garage, so everything will have to moved, and put into the other bays.
Mike Grant and his wife have put in a bid of $15.00 per night for the concession stand.  As they were the only bid received they were awarded the concession.  Christian Northrup found the consoles to the score board and will get it working.
Joyce R. Housley has made arrangements for Shoat Roath to spray the dandelions at both of the town parks and at the cemetery.  
Mayor Ovard gave an update on the Henefer Heritage Park.  The railing is done for the ramp, but will have to be powder coated.  Kory Richins will get the area leveled and ready for Holcim Cement to pour the wagon wheel. Holcim Cement will pay for the labor and for the cement.   Mayor Ovard will make arrangements with Joe Rees to put in the sprinkler system when they are ready to have it installed.  Brian Richins has made arrangements for a crane to move the monuments from the old DUP Building over to the new park. The crane company will need a statement from the DUP stating that if any damage occurs the crane company is not liable. Stockton Richins will have a sign made for the front of the building as his Eagle Scout project.  The power conduit has been run and now Alan Fawcett will be able to pull the wire.  Mayor Ovard asked Joyce R. Housley to speak at the dedication representing the Town Council.  Joyce R. Housley will be looking into security cameras for the parks.
A letter was sent to Tristen Northrup outlining the scope of work expected of her for the summer months.  The work includes, watering the flowers on Main Street, and at the Park twice daily.  Watering and weeding the planter around the flagpole every other day.  Mowing Main Street at least weekly, and being available to help get the park ready for the 4th of July Celebration.
The Council discussed putting in a water storage tank using town funds without help from a CDBG grant but decided that they will wait until next year and reapply for a CDBG grant and also a CIB grant.  In order to be awarded a grant the water utility rates will have to be increased.  They would like to look into putting a small storage tank on the east side, but will look into getting funding from several sources.  Richard N. Butler suggested a possible rate change of:
$25.00 for the first 15,000 gallons 
.75 per thousand from 15,000 to 25,000
1.25 per thousand from 25,000 to 50,000
1.75 per thousand from 50,000 to 100,000
3.00 per thousand over 100,000
Earleen Paskett will post a notice for a Public Hearing on new water rates for June 2, 2015.
Mayor Randy C. Ovard and Councilman Brent G. Ovard met with Scott Robinson and Chris Dawson to finish working out what they would like the town to do as compensation for the property purchased when the waterline was placed in Franklin Canyon. They were paid for the property in 1993 with three (3) acre feet of water out of the Hoytsville ditch.  The Utah State Division of water Rights would not allow a transfer of the water right to Mountainland Livestock because a municipality cannot divest itself of the water right.  The equivalent of the water right,  ($8,000 o- $8,500) which they can then use to purchase water from Franklin Creek.   The Robinsons and Dawsons would like to purchase a share of water out of Franklin Creek, and they felt that money the town paid them could go towards that purchase.  Mayor Ovard told the Robinson and Dawson families that they would have to work out an arrangement with someone who owns shares in Franklin Creek.  Henefer Town would write the check to the Robinson and Dawson family and they would need to deposit it in their account, and then pay for whatever water share they were able to buy.  Richard N. Butler made a motion to pay the Robinsons and the Dawsons between $8,000 and $8,500 to compensate for the water right that was unable to be transferred  in payment for the land used for the waterline in Franklin Canyon.  Joyce R. Housley seconded the motion.  Vote  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Joyce R. Housley, Richard N. Butler, Kay H. Richins  NAY:  none  ABSTAINING:  none  ABSENT:  none
The Council would like to request email addresses to be turned in with the water billings next month to use in case of emergency notifications.  It would make notification of any emergency much faster. 
Mayor Ovard told the Council that the water is still coming over the overflow and seems to be running about the same.
Richard N. Butler told the Council that they need to contact Robert P. Richins to put the code for city fire protection in the planning book and get it to the Fire Chief as the fire department will no longer be signing off on the mylars.
Deliquent Water bills are at $3324 so are down from last month.
Brent G. Ovard told the Council that he has completed the 2015 water quality report, and it is ready to be sent out.
Joyce R. Housley made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Richard N. Butler seconded the motion.  The vote to adjourn was unanimous.
