Commission Chair Lynn Ingram called the meeting to order at 8:00 p.m. 


Minutes:
Commissioner Beatty made a motion to approve the minutes of April 1, 2015 as written. Commissioner Newton seconded the motion. The vote to approve the minutes of April 1, 2015, as written, was unanimous.


Jeff Kay Building Permit
Jeff Kay made application for a Building Permit for new construction. The address of the home will be 642 S. 300 East, lot 3 in Country living Estates. Everything was complete and in order. As of now, Mr. Kay is using 1 acre foot of water and a culinary credit for his water. He would prefer to use irrigation water if the irrigation line becomes available on 300 East.  Commissioner Newton made a motion to approve the permit. Commissioner Hatfield seconded the motion. The Commission vote was unanimous, that the Building Permit will be forwarded to the City Council with a positive recommendation. 


Kurt Stevens – Building Permit
Kurt Stevens is looking to buy lot 9 in the High Meadows subdivision. Lot 9 has been previously been dedicated as a drainage pond and Mr. Stevens was inquiring if it would be a buildable lot. Mr. Stevens has a subdivision plat map from the County Recorders’ office that shows the lot having easements of 30 x 30. The pond is currently located off the easement, and onto the property. Mr. Stevens stated that he would move the pond to the easement if he owned the property. Commissioner Hatfield recommended putting the pond as a 30 x 30 pond, with a 2:1 slope, with a 4 ft depth. Mr. Stevens agreed to that plan. Commission consensus held that if Mr. Stevens would move and keep the pond then the lot would be buildable.  



Roger Elsmore – Building Permit
Roger Elsmore, on behalf of Joe and Jamie Nielson, made application for a Building Permit for new construction at 625 E. Center St.,  in High Meadows Subdivision. Everything was complete and in order, except the property deed has not yet been received. Commissioner Hatfield made a motion to conditionally approve the permit, pending receipt of the property deed and verification of water being deliverable per Everd Squire. Commissioner Beatty seconded the motion. The Building Permit will be forwarded to the City Council, upon receipt of the property deed and verification of water, with a positive recommendation. 



Evan and Vicki Davies – Fence Permit 
Mr. and Mrs. Davies would like to put a fence on their property. They inquired as to the available locations in relation to a utility easement on their property, a sewer line, and a clean out. They would like to do a vinyl coated chain-link fence. It would be 4 ft in the front, and 6 ft high around the back. The Commission advised the Davies that they will need to move the front fence back to their own property line, and off of the easements. The Davies will move their front fence design to their property line and keep their rear fence 5 ft off the property lines in the rear of the home, which will keep their fence off the easement. Commission consensus held to recommend the Davies Fence Permit, as adjusted, to the City Council with a positive recommendation. 
 


Joe Humphrey – Fence Permit/Arena
[bookmark: _GoBack]Joe Humphrey has purchased a piece of property from the Wilkersons on Main Street, and about 600 South. The Commission advised Mr. Humphrey that the lot has not been officially subdivided from the Wilkersons land, and is an illegal lot, and no building permits can be issued. The current zoning of the property does not allow for an arena. A discussion was held on zoning, and legalizing the lot. The Planning Commission has requested more time to look into the issue further, and has recommended that Mr. Humphrey start the process of subdividing his lot.
