Commissioner Chair, Rick Blackwell, opened the County Commission meeting. Commissioner Bushman offered an opening prayer, followed by the pledge of allegiance.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Travis Kennedy with the Road Department gave the commissioners his report.  The annual payment for the grader lease to Cat will be $25,000.  He thinks we do need the rock and roller which is not included in this price.  The commission asked if they would do a payment plan or could spread it out over several payments.  Commissioner Bushman would like to know if he could include it into the lease payment.  Commissioner Bushman thought the $25,000 lease payment was all inclusive.  Travis informed the commissioners that the blade and roller will be Piute Counties after the three year lease.  Nothing has been signed for this lease as of now.  The commission would like Travis to obtain a comparison between John Deere and Cat.  Kali will be making sure UCIP covers leased equipment.  The grader will be here within a couple of weeks.  The commissioners informed Travis we need to determine the final cost before finalizing.  Travis loaded the saw that the county sold.  When we receive the check it needs to be put into general or revolving loan.
Travis talked to Dan with the school wood shop about using any of the other equipment from the saw mill. Dan told Travis he would check it out.
Sam and Wendy Steed approached Travis and would like some screen gravel.  They would be willing to pay for this.  The Allen’s with the turkey operation are also interested in doing this.  Commissioner Bushman decided the County needs to have the land surveyed to know what boundaries are the counties.  Some surrounding neighbors have inquired about the boundaries.  Ryan Savage from Savage Surveying has been approached to have this surveyed.  All interested parties are going to have to wait until surveyed.  Commission agreed to go over quote.
Travis brought up the road by Morgans. Mckay Morgan wants the road graded four times a month.  Travis doesn’t like that amount.  Travis thinks if they start with one person they will have to do others.  Commissioner Bushman looked into roads.  There was a deal that Piute County would take care of Sandy Lane road.  County does claim some roads inside Circleville City limits.  UDOT is also claiming it and getting paid to upkeep it.  Commissioner Darin Bushman has been put on Circleville Town Board Agenda later this week.  Travis and the commission are in agreement to grade the road once every couple of months.  
Equipment rental for river project.  Travis will get quotes from several companies.  
Kristi Fautin read to the commission a Thank You note Brian Stull sent for the Antimony Fire that everyone participated in. She followed up with a delinquent billing.  The customer has agreed to pay a minimum monthly payment.  
4 out of 5 EMTs have passed all training.  Kristi will submit a $500 stipend for each of these.  This comes from Special Service District account. She also needs to order more shirts. That cost will be around $300.  

UDOT- Rick Torgerson who is the Region Director from the Southern Part of the State.  He was discussing road SR-153.  Mile post 26 (county line) to 89.  13 miles total.  Some of it is paved.  They fill pot holes, crack seal, grading, gravel.  Chip seal every 10 years.  Was last done in 2011.  Jurisdictional transfer to the county was discussed.  $350,000 will go to the county and cityif the transfer takes place. As well as B&C road funds.  Right away would stay in UDOT name.  Jursidiction will be transferred into county.  10 or 11 miles gravel road. There is 7 miles on our side.  UDOT also needs to confer with Junction Town.  Most feedback has been a no to take over jurisdiction.  The commission would like to determine what the B&C road funds would be then confer with Junction Town to see if they are interested.  Ryan Torgerson will be running numbers for us.  The transportation tax was discussed as well as the ¼ % sales tax.
Special Service District- Valeen, Lon, and Verl were all present.  Travis was not able to attend.  Valeen informed the commission that some special service district (Duschense) has been audited and in trouble with mineral lease money, because of misuse.  Commissioner Blackwell asked what they were proposing and were they see the district going.  Verl said it needs to be separate, and wants to insure there is no co-mingling of funds that he states has happened in the past.  Different accounting systems would be used.  Piute Counties charter was formed in 1988.  Laws and regulations have changed and Commissioner Bushman thinks we need to update from the work done in 2009 legislature review process.  This is done under the authority of the commission.  According to Commissioner Bushman, Mark Ward suggested rewriting our charter over a year ago.  Our special service money comes from mineral lease money for the majority.  Our charter was created for road maintenance and construction, then some other things.  Attorney Scott Burns stated that a commissioner should always be on the special service district board.  He also stated that usually the county clerk does the finance so he just wants to find out if we need to clean up the charter and so forth.  Commissioner Bushman quoted 17d part 301 section 4 that the commission can make modifications.  Commissioner Blackwell feels like they should be separate.  Commissioner Bushman disagrees.  Commissioner Bushman would like a commissioner to serve on this board.  Lon states he is doing this as a volunteer.  He states that he would be willing to step down.  Usually there are three members on the board.  Ad hock, which is a non-voting member could be considered.  Commissioner Bushman finally got ahold of Legrande Bitters with Utah State Special Service District.  He would be willing to meet with us in a couple of weeks.  

David Pratz was present concerning some county land bordering his property.  It is located on the corner of Rio Grande and 89.  The County owns a piece of land (M-130) which is about 1500 square feet.  The County obtained this in a tax sale.  He is inquiring if the county would sale it to him or lease it to him.  He has his property for sale at the moment.  County has to go through the public process of putting it up for sale.  Has to be advertised for 14 days and a sealed bid process.  Dave thinks a sale might just open up a can of worms, as does the lease.  The commission inquired with the county attorney if since he is the only adjacent property owner this process had to be used.  On advice of counsel the cost of defending an adverse position claim by Mr. Pratz would far exceed the fair market value.  Based upon the fact that the county could be defending on parcel M-130 with a valuation of $250 it would be in the counties best interest to sale to Mr.Pratz.  
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to sale the parcel M-130 to David Pratz for a fair market value of $250 on advice of counsel. Commissioner Will Talbot seconded the motion
UNANIMOUS MOTION

MOTION:	Commissioner Will Talbot made the motion to obtain a survey on the county gravel pit for an estimate of up to $1500. Commissioner Darin Bushman seconded the motion
UNANIMOUS MOTION

Commissioner Talbot was approached from a citizen to obtain pit run gravel.  Commissioners don’t have a problem with pit run for a price that will benefit the county.  Sheriff Gleave says as long as you are not going against a private contractor the county should be ok.  The County cannot charge for anything that comes out of the BLM pit. Kali will be finding out if it is privately owned.  The commission agreed on charging $1 or $2 a yard for pit run gravel.
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to charge $1-$2 a yard for pit run gravel out of the county pit.  Commissioner Will Talbot seconded the motion
UNANIMOUS MOTION

Gravel for turkey operation is contingent on obtaining survey.  They would like both pit run and screened gravel.
Ken Castles with Marysvale Canyon Homeowners Assoc. did not make it this meeting but did want to be rescheduled for next month.  Commissioner Darin Bushman filled the commission in a little on this subject.  Sheriff Gleave also commented on this subject.  The issue discussed concerned a Marysvale resident launching from the bridge and subdivision.  This also raised the issue of issuing a business license on a piece of property that has a CCR.  Shane doesn’t think this applies to us.  

Stoney Ward with Deer Creek Road Survival Academy did not show.

Kendall Allan was on the agenda to discuss the CJIS Network but did not show.

Comments for H2A ruling can be made until June 1st.  Piute County will draft up some comments concerning this issue and submit them before the deadline. Mark Ward with UAC will be presenting comments also.

Sheriff Gleave wants to buy two new 2 seat razors.  He traded off 4 four-wheelers last year.  The Commission wants quotes.  Commission Bushman thinks there is a state contract on ATV’s.  He inquired on this and it is held by Morgan Valley Polaris for a price of  $10,064.00.
Sheriff had to purchase the 2 new chips for the 2015 Ford pickups. They were around  $300 a piece.  The old chips were worth $1000.  They will be having a credit on our  account.
Sheriff Gleave would like to hire a part-time deputy.  He would like someone to fill in and work 20 hours a week at $11.00/hour.  The commission told him to do a job posting with a job description.
House bill 323 required the Resource Management Planning be done by the end of the month. UAC doesn’t want it to be a public process and wants to keep it under wraps with GRAMA.  Piute County doesn’t have the personnel for this.  Commissioner Talbot will inquire with Wayne County on how they are handling this.  There are 27 points on this document.

 Sage Grouse Plan needs to get approved.
