VISITORS:  Michael Naser, Deputy Eric MacArt, and Kyle Hunt.  

1.  WELCOME:  Mayor Albrecht

2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Led by Mayor Albrecht

3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  	Motion for approval of minutes from the April 8, 2015 meeting was made by Councilmember Rickenbach and seconded by Councilmember Harward.  Motion carried with unanimous votes from Councilmember Rickenbach, Councilmember Harward, and Councilmember Adams.

4.  PENDING BUSINESS:  Councilmembers were reminded by the clerk that two Council seats will be up for election this fall and that the candidacy filing period begins June 1st and goes through June 8th.  

Deputy MacArt reported that he had spoken with the Sheriff about the Council of Governments meeting.  A meeting is scheduled for May 28th at 7:00 p.m.  He also said that the electronic speed limit sign that was at the entrance to Glenwood was now being used around the county.  

Councilmembers requested that the Sheriff’s Department drive through town occasionally and watch for over loaded four-wheelers and drivers and passengers with no helmets.  

5.  TREASURER BUSINESS:  a. Payment of Bills – Following a review of bills to be paid, motion for payment with the exception of Peterson Plumbing, until the bill is adjusted, was made by Councilmember Rickenbach and seconded by Councilmember Adams.  Motion carried following unanimous voting by Councilmembers Rickenbach, Adams and Harward.
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Treasurer Lynette Warner requested that a description of services be added to the invoices received from Ensign Engineering.  Michael Naser reported that the bills are compiled in Salt Lake City, but that he would pass the message along.  

6.  DEBRIS BASIN DAM REHABILITATION –NRCS/MCMILLAN:  Mayor Albrecht reviewed the dam inspection report for 2015.  The following items required action:

· The crest of the dam is low on both the left and right ends of the embankment.

· Continue efforts to control the brush and other woody vegetation on the embankment.

· Brush needs to be controlled and removed from the spillway channel.

· Continue to repair the concrete on the intake tower as needed.

· Provide updated contact information for the Emergency Action Plan.
 
Mayor Albrecht stated that he didn’t want to spend a lot of time and money on the dam until we see what the NRCS studies show.  He suggested that perhaps the spraying of the vegetation should be done now and then follow up on the other issues when more information is available to us.  

Mayor Albrecht stated that funding from the NRCS was available for the initial design and engineering phase of the project and that the design phase would probably go out to bid.  Michael Naser said that Ensign Engineering would meet with the NRCS and figure things out before moving forward.  

7.  ENSIGN ENGINEERING:  Michael Naser presented a copy of the contract documents for road repairs and drainage from Staker Parson Co. DBA Hales Sand and Gravel.  

Time frame for work was discussed.  Mr. Naser said the construction crew would more than likely do the Glenwood work when they do the work for Sevier County.  He said they have ninety to one hundred twenty days after notice to proceed.  Everyone agreed it would be best to have the work completed by September.  

a. Water Operator – An ‘additional services agreement’ was presented by Mr. Naser for review.  The agreement stated that Ensign Engineering and Josh Nowell, who is employed by Ensign, would agree to act as Water Operator for the Glenwood Town water system.  Mr. Nowell is a State of Utah level four certified water operator.  If Mr. Nowell is required to physically be present at Glenwood for any issues, concerns or state requirements, his billing rate is to be $90.00 per hour.  
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Following a short discussion on the terms of the agreement, motion to approve the agreement was made by Councilmember Harward and seconded by Councilmember Rickenbach.  Motion carried following unanimous votes from Councilmembers Harward, Rickenbach and Adams.  The Division of Drinking Water will be informed that Glenwood Town has acquired a certified water operator.

8.  ZONING  

a.  Zoning Ordinance Amendments --  Mayor Albrecht welcomed Councilmember Thompson via telephone.   He explained that a public hearing had been held on April 23, 2015 by the Planning Commission for the purpose of taking comments concerning the proposed Zoning Ordinance amendments.

A short discussion was held regarding shipping containers as accessory buildings.  It was determined that if the amendment regarding shipping containers as accessory buildings was approved, those already in existence would fall under non-conforming buildings and uses and 
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would not be allowed to be enlarged, extended or changed unless changed to a use permitted in the district in which it is located.  

Councilmember Thompson stated that he was interested in keeping the town as clean and safe as possible, and was also in favor of the amendments proposed by the Planning Commission.  

Councilmember Thompson made a motion to approve the proposed amendments.  Motion was seconded by Councilmember Rickenbach.  A roll call vote was taken.  Councilmember Adams voted aye; Councilmember Harward voted aye; Councilmember Rickenbach voted aye; and Councilmember Thompson voted aye.  Motion carried.  Amendments shall be effective immediately. 

Councilmember Thompson expressed concern about the edges of the roads chipping off.  Mayor Albrecht stated that the issue would be taken care of with the new road project.   

9.  PARK:  Councilmember Harward reported that things at the park were good.  New bases on the baseball diamond have been placed and that the restrooms were open.  

Councilmember Rickenbach complimented Councilmember Harward on the successful Easter Egg Hunt.  

Mayor Albrecht reminded Council that July 24th falls on a Friday this year and suggested that Councilmember Harward start thinking of what he would like to do for a celebration this year.  It was suggested that Friday night might be a better night if a barbeque is considered.  There seemed to be an interest in working with Glenwood Ward again.  

10.  STREETS  - No business

11.  CEMETERY:  The recent flooding around the cemetery was discussed.  If a trench had not been dug on the east and south side of the cemetery there would probably have been some major problems.    

Councilmember Adams reported that he had started the process of trying to acquire fifteen additional acres of cemetery property from the Bureau of Land Management.  Mayor Albrecht expressed an interest in also acquiring ten acres to the north, since the hillsides to the east would not be of much value to the Town.  

Councilmember Adams stated that the Anderson pipeline going through the BLM property was not legal.  Mayor Albrecht and Councilmember Adams will meet together and make an assessment of the property.  
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12.  ANIMAL CONTROL:  No business.  

13.  CULINARY WATER:  Culinary testing for the month was satisfactory.    

[bookmark: _GoBack]Councilmember Harward stated that he felt some concern about our culinary spring having the potential for problems such as chemical spills.  Mayor Albrecht reported that Deputy MacArt had reported after talking to County Commissioners that there were no resources or finances available to consider changing the course of the road bypassing the spring.  

Councilmember Rickenbach stated that Wolverine had plans to use that road, and perhaps they could help with the road situation.  

A short discussion was held regarding the culinary water for Real Estate Book being shut off due to non-payment.  Councilmember Harward warned that the Town should be cautious when dealing with them for a business license and make sure they are in complete compliance with State Code. 

14.  PRELIMINARY 2015/2016 BUDGET:   Treasurer Lynette Warner distributed copies of the preliminary 2015/2016 budget for review.  Following a short discussion and some minor adjustments, motion to approve the preliminary budget of $493,481 was made by Councilmember Rickenbach and seconded by Councilmember Adams.  Voting was unanimous by Councilmembers Rickenbach, Adams and Harward.  Motion carried.  

15.  ADJOURNMENT:  Motioned, seconded and approved to adjourn at 8:40 p.m.
