            MOTION was made by Councilman Monte Wells to acknowledge review of the payables as presented. The motion was seconded by Councilman Steven Duke and passed unanimously.  

10. Public Hearing: 2015-16 Tentative Budget
            Mayor Pro Tempore opened the public hearing at 7:25 p.m. Manger Ty Bailey was called for the hearing to answer any questions. Bailey Hedglin discussed the budget for the Pioneer Day fireworks and the $1,000 donation from the San Juan Chamber. Manager Bailey said $6,000 had been expended on fireworks. An activity code will be built to show the line item differently. Hedglin explained the financial history for Pioneer Day and said the Chamber funds the entire event which bankrupts the Chamber every year. She said it is difficult to go to the businesses to ask for donations. She said the biggest expense is the advertising and that the local businesses and citizens would appreciate any money the City could contribute to the celebration. She said lighting would encourage people to stay longer. Manager Bailey said the lighting is a separate issue but something he would like to work on. He discussed some budgeted items for the celebration. Councilman Frost said the City is in charge of the Transient Room Tax (TRT) funds which need to be assigned budgeted activities. Manager Bailey agreed that some funds should be set aside for the event. Monte Wells asked about the San Juan County Economic Development office. Hedglin said they used to give $2,000 for the event but since the City took over their own TRT funds they will no longer donate the $2,000.  She suggested asking for donations on the utility bills. Tom Wigginton said he is concerned about the TRT Tax and whether the City is spending it correctly and following the laws which control the use of these funds. Manager Bailey said he is looking into the parameters involved with spending those funds. He said the funds should help promote all the businesses. There was a question about a billboard payment that is split with 2 other entities. The public hearing was closed at 7:50 p.m.

11. Consider 2015-16 Tentative Budget Adoption



MOTION was made by Councilman Steven Duke to adopt the 2015-16 tentative budget as presented. The motion was seconded by Councilman Monte Wells and opened for discussion.

Bailey Hedglin talked about the consulting firm which has been working on the Better Cities Strategy. Everything is on hold due to the devaluation the county is currently undergoing with a shortfall of about $150 million dollars.
