1.  CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Allred is out of town and so Councilor Tyler Allred is acting Mayor Pro Tem.  Councilor allred calls the room to order and welcomes everyone to the Town Board meeting of May 14, 2015.
2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Councilor Allred asks Ryler Allred to lead the Pledge of Allegiance.
3.  ROLL CALL:  Councilor Allred asks the clerk to call the roll:

4.  DISCLOSURES AND DECLARATIONS OF CONFLICT OF INTEREST:  Councilor Allred asks if any member of Town Board has any conflicts of interest to declare.  No one has any conflicts of interest to declare.
5.  OPEN PUBLIC HEARING TO AMEND THE 2015 GENERAL FUND BUDGET:  The Clerk explains that amendments to the 2015 General Fund budget are necessary and that the payroll department will receive another $6,000.00, the Highway’s and Streets department will receive another $42,000.00, Parks and Recreation will receive another $5,820.  Councilor Allred opens the public hearing and asks for comments.  None of the public attending have any comments.
6.  CLOSE PUBLIC HEARING:  Councilor Allred asks for a motion to close the public hearing.  Councilor Williams moves to close the public hearing.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
7.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM APRIL 9, 2015 TOWN BOARD MEETING.  Councilor Williams moves to approve the minutes from Town Board meeting April 9, 2015.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.  
8.  VOTE ON RESOLUTION #05-14-15 TO AMEND 2015 GENERAL FUND BUDGET.  Councilor Allred asks for a motion to approve the amendment to the 2015 General Fund Budget.  Councilor Shugart moves to approve Resolution # 05-14-15 to amend the General Fund Budget.  Councilor Williams seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
The clerk calls the roll on the Resolution #05-14-15:

The resolution to amend the 2015 General Fund budget passes.
9.  RYLER ALLRED-EAGLE SCOUT PROJECT PRESENTATION AND APPROVAL:  Councilor Allred asks Ryler Allred to present his Eagle Scout Project.  Ryler states that he would like to put a cement monument sign holder for Kanarra Ball Field, similar to the one at Town Hall and Cobble Crest.  He would place the cement monument in the area with the flag pole.  Councilor Allred asks for comments.  None of the board have any comments or problems with the project.  Councilor Allred asks for a motion to approve the Eagle Scout Project for Ryler Allred.  Councilor Shugart moves to approve the Eagle Scout Project for Ryler Allred.  Councilor Williams seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
10.  TOWN MAINTENANCE REQUEST TO PURCHASE USED STREET MOWER FROM WAYNE CHILDS.  After a brief discussion this agenda item is tabled for more information.  Councilor Williams would like to see some pictures and get more information like hours of use, exact price and general condition.  
11.  2016 BUDGET:  The clerk asks if any of the board have any questions concerning the 2016 budget which everyone received.  No one does.  The clerk states that the new budget year has a budgeted increase in the fund of $42,000.00.  This is coming from the parking lot.  We are getting more revenues than we are spending out.  This affects us by having our unrestricted fund balance be too high at the end of the budget year.  The clerk called the State Auditor to ask about this to see if we could spend the money on town streets.  He stated that the preferred way to handle that would be to set up a capital improvement project through ordinance.  That could be anything, signage, road improvements, flood control, whatever we deem necessary to squirrel money away until we get enough to do the project.  That is how the auditor would like to see us use excess funds.  Councilor Allred said we roll the money over at the end of the year.  The clerk said yes, at the end of the budget year, you take whatever the excess happens to be and put it in the capital improvement project and when you have the amount you want you go ahead and do the improvement.  The clerk states he will need more time to get a capital improvement project going as they require public hearings but we will need to be thinking about something soon.  This year we will put it into the streets.  Town Board looks at the budget.  No one has any more questions.  Councilor Allred asks for a motion to temporarily approve the 2016 General Fund and Enterprise Fund budgets.  Councilor Williams moves to temporarily approve the Town General Fund and Enterprise Fund budgets.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.  The clerk states that the public hearing for the budget will be June 11, 2015.
12.  STATE AUDITOR RECOMMENDATIONS FOR A CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS.
This was discussed in item 11. 
13.  BUDGET REVIEW, LETTER FROM STATE AUDITOR, EXPENDITURE APPROVALS.  
The clerk states that we have heard from the State Auditor concerning the $10,000.00 over the 75% budgeted revenues for the undesignated fund balance that was the finding of the Auditors for last year’s Agreed Upon Procedures.  The clerk reads the letter urging Town Board to be more careful complying with State Code.  (See attachment to these minutes.)
The clerk reports that General government is at 111%.  Public Safety is at 59%.  Highway’s and streets is at 16.5%.  Parks and Recreation is at 100.9%.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]The clerk asks if anyone had any questions on the Expenditures.  The repair of the cellanoid at the pump house was discussed.  This is from when the well went down.  Councilor Williams said they had to put in another valve to bypass something down there.  Jay has the valve.  The bill from Cedar City Corp is discussed.  It is $3,000.00 less than last year.   Councilor Allred asks for a motion to approve the expenditures for May 14, 2015.  Councilor Shugart moves to approve the expenditures.  Councilor Williams seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
14.  YEARLY OPEN MEETING TRAINING FOR TOWN BOARD.
The Clerk reports that it is time to have the yearly open meeting training.  This year he has found the slide show from Kanab Town on the internet and he presents that to Town Board.  (See attachment to these minutes.)
15.  NEW BUSINESS.  Councilor Williams asks about the funding for the signs for the hikers.  The clerk said nothing was decided at the last town board for that and since Councilor Williams had not come in the clerk didn’t put that on the agenda.  The clerk asks if he wants it on the agenda for next month.  Councilor Williams said yes.  We need to see if we can get the hikers to park at the parking lot and not shuttle through town.  The clerk said he would put it back on the agenda for next month.  
Councilor Williams has nothing further to report.
Councilor Shugart states that he attended the RTAC meeting where public safety and tree planting was discussed and the liability to the town when towns plant trees to close to the roadway.  
Councilor Allred has nothing to report.
16.  MAYOR’S REPORT.  As Mayor Allred is absent, there is nothing for this item.
17.  ADJOURN.  Councilor Allred asks for a motion to adjourn.  Councilor Williams moves to adjourn.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
