Time was set for Public Appearances – Nicole Siri was concerned about a training that was to be held by the U.S. Military that would involve local jurisdictions.  Chief Gwilliam was not aware of that but told her he would check into it and let her know. 

1. Discussion on Fire Restrictions for upcoming fire season – Ben & Brad expressed their concern about the recent rain creating more grass.  This will dry out later in the season and could be a potential problem.  Brad requested permission to continue to post fire restrictions as it is determined by the Fire Marshall.  The Board discussed having designated “safe” areas in the cities that would be patrolled by both fire and police on the two Holidays in July.  Discussion ensued.
2. Discussion on involving the Fire Department in permits issued by Cities for flammable storage and making the policy uniform for all three cities in the District – Brad stated that it is rare for a storage tank to explode.  Ben Bailey as fire marshal is called in to approve any plans that are brought into the cities.  After discussion it was the Board’s hope that all three cities would adopt the same policy.
3. Discussion on policy and funding of Police body cameras – Brian went over the particulars of the body camera that he is recommending for purchase.  They are $900 each and Brian would propose purchasing 22 of them for a total of $19,800.  There would be a onetime installation of a server for $7,800 and a yearly maintenance fee of $6,500.  An added cost is the time required to provide copies of incidents to attorneys.  This averages 5-7 requests per month and takes about 16 hours per week to complete.  Brian is requesting a part time employee be hired to take care of these requests instead of his officers taking time off the street to do this.  In next year’s budget this would be about $15,000.  Brian went over the policy and a discussion ensued.  Funding for these cameras can be found in this year’s budget. Discussion ensued.
4. Review the Police Outreach Programs - The police’s Facebook and twitter accounts have a large following.  Questions are answered through this process.  Class is taught at the high school as a introduction to law enforcement. The NOVA program in the entire 6th grade classes are taught by our officers.  There is an officer in both the High School and Jr. Highs. There are at least 1-2 Boy Scout tours given at the station every week.  Discussion ensued.
5. Discussion on the purchase of Police secondary weapons – Lehi is surplusing their old rifles.  Brian felt that they would be a great asset to the department and can purchase them for $22,000.  Brian told the Board that he will be able to get the money from this year’s budget.
6. Brad informed the Board that the US Forest Service had approved leasing the land at Tibble Fork to install the emergency phone.  He plans on having a ribbon cutting ceremony after it is installed.  The Board was pleased to hear that the phone is actually going to happen.
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
