Minutes of the Work Session Meeting of the Milford City Council held on Wednesday, May 5, 2015 at 8:00 a.m. at the City Offices located at 405 South Main, Milford, Utah.
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Present: Mayor Nolan Davis, Council Members Aaron Cox, Karrie Davis, Wayne Hardy, Troy Netto, and Russell Smith. City Administrator Makayla Bealer, Administrative Assistant Lisa Thompson, City Recorder Monica Seifers, City Foreman Ben Stewart, and Attorney Leo Kanell were also present.

Visitors: Maxine Cox

MEETING CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Davis called the meeting to order at 8:03 a.m.

RECOGNITION OF VISITOR’S RELATING TO CITY BUSINESS 

Vincent Cox – Request for Easement for Lateral Water Line (8:04 am) 

Mr. Cox was not in attendance. He is requesting an easement to replace his private water line in the alleyway which would alleviate him having to tear up his concrete foundation. Attorney Kanell stated Mr. Cox would be responsible for the lateral, suggesting that Milford City would want to give an easement. Council Member Netto asked if there would be any issues in the future, with having an easement in the alley. Mayor Davis did not believe there were any issues. Council Member Hardy asked Foreman Stewart if he had any concerns. Foreman Stewart replied that the alley couldn’t be used for anything else, and the line wouldn’t be any different than for other homeowners, he will maintain it, it is just located in the alley. MOTION: Council Member Wayne Hardy moved to authorize the easement. Motion seconded by Council Member Russell Smith. All in favor, motion carried. 

CONSENT ISSUES (8:08 am) 

Consent issues including bills and payroll, Minutes of March 17, 2015 Public Hearings – Disposal of Real Property and Keeping of Animals Ordinance; Minutes of March 17, 2015 Regular Meeting; Minutes of March 24, 2015 Special Meeting – Real Property; and Financial Report – March 2015 were presented. MOTION: Council Member Russell Smith moved to approve the consent issues as presented. Motion seconded by Council Member Aaron Cox. All in favor, motion carried. 

NEW BUSINESS

Mayor Davis thanked the staff and crew for a great job in moving from the old facility down to the main street location. It was a lot of work but it went very well. He would also like to address a letter to Sheriff Noel thanking Rick Rose and his work crew for the job that they did in helping make the move possible. He asked Foreman Stewart to extend his appreciation to his crew.

Discuss Milford Lion’s Club Recreation Complex Project and Future Maintenance (8:09 am)

City Administrator Bealer reported that the Lion’s Club had done approximately $100,000 worth of improvements to the ball fields at the complex. Lions Club is worried that the city will not be able to maintain the improvements at the rec complex with current staff being shorthanded. They would like to know if they can coordinate work parties through the Lion’s to go up and maintain the fields, and the city budget a little extra for maintenance. Administrator Bealer talked to Council Member Netto, they would like to enter into a contract with the Lions allowing them to take care of dirt, dragging and prepping. City would pay the Lion’s Club a set amount for taking care of the fields. She explained that in Beaver, they had one crew member that maintains just the rec complex for forty hours per week and we obviously do not have that capability right now. The city crew would still maintain the sprinklers and mow, but they feel it would be best to contract out the maintenance of the fields to the Lion’s Club. Lion’s Club is primarily concerned with the ball field dirt, they would take care of dragging and prepping the dirt. Council Member Hardy thought it was the home teams responsibility to prep the fields asking if that would change. Council Member Netto replied that would stay the same. They would have a pre season work party to get everyone involved and get the fields ready, then the home team or designated team would get the fields prepped prior to each game. Council Member Netto stated that this is a new concept and he has mixed feelings about it, so he wanted to discuss it with the council as a group. Details would need to be discussed and determined. Mayor Davis would like to sit down with everyone and discuss it further. There was a lot of time, effort, and work put in by Larry Whittaker and we don’t want to take that away from him. He suggested renaming the complex in honor of the Lion’s Club. Administrator Bealer added that the Lion’s Club has suggested recognizing the effort put in by Dick Rollins reporting that the Lion’s Club donated approximately $30K and Dick Rollins donating about $70K in labor and material. Council Member Wayne Hardy was against having individual names associated with the naming of the complex. Administrator Bealer cited that the Lion’s Club recommended naming the pavilion the Dick Rollins Pavilion, the Lion’s Cub Complex, and naming the fields the Larry Whittaker Fields of Dreams. Mayor Davis agreed that we need to figure out a way to recognize our volunteers asking Council Member Netto to coordinate with the Lion’s Club to get a work meeting scheduled. Council Member Netto asked if council was in support of contracting out the maintenance of the fields. He needs ideas on what to include. If everyone is okay with the concept, the city can start outlining details with the Lion’s Club. Administrator Bealer suggested that the garbage toters get padlocked to the fence and get the little league teams involved in picking up the recreation complex following the games. There is a lot of trash following the games as well, but mostly at the pavilion. Council discussed charging a deposit for use of the Pavilion Complex to ensure it is left clean by the users. Staff will implement a users agreement and start taking deposits for the use. Discussed the emblem for the Lion’s Club. 

Appointment of Maxine Cox as the Milford City Representative for the Beaver County Children’s Justice Center (8:22am)

Kelly Thompson has had to step down as the representative due to health reasons. Maxine Cox has been attending the meetings and is excited to serve. MOTION: Council Member Wayne Hardy moved to appoint Maxine Cox as the Milford Representative for the Beaver County Children’s Justice Center. Motion seconded by Council Member Aaron Cox. All in favor, motion passed. Mayor Davis thanked Mrs. Cox for her participation, he felt this was a much needed. Kelly was really excited about it but had to step down for health reasons. Mrs. Cox reported that Brody Pollmann would be working on the sign for he center, doing an Eagle Scout Project; he may come to the council to gain support. Mrs. Cox left at 8:24 am

Memorandum of Understanding – Beaver County Children’s Justice Center (8:24 am)

Council Member Netto was unclear of the commitment the city was making. City Administrator Bealer stated that there has not been any commitment, nothing has been agreed upon yet. Attorney Kanell stated it was a Memorandum of Understanding; the agreement would come later. There is no obligation at this point. MOTION: Council Member Troy Netto moved to authorize the Mayor to sign the Memorandum of Understanding. Motion seconded by Council Member Russel Smith. All in favor, motion passed.

Review and Approval of Agreement with Lead Technology Development (8:28 am)

Zoning Administrator Lisa Thompson explained that Family Dollar changed their site plan because of sewer lateral issues, they had to raise their grade in order to hook into the sewer. They did a covered approach on the west side of the parking lot. They added a sidewalk from main street to the building to make it ADA compliant. They had to put in two culverts beneath the sidewalk. A meeting was held with Mayor Davis, City Administrator Bealer, Zoning Administrator Thompson, Council Member Cox, Chris Forsyth (Leading Development President), and Mr. Forsyth’s engineer. The group agreed on a covered approach, if a written agreement was established. An agreement was written up and taken to the planning commission, who have approved it and recommend it to the council for their approval. The covered approach was put in. The group also discussed 800 south, the dead end road. Mr. Forsyth is wanting to push that through eventually. UDOT has said the development (curb, gutter, sidewalk) would have to be done by city. Administrator Bealer stated that the city does not want to get tied up in that. Mr. Forsyth has communicated that he would like to purchase the property to the south of the Family Dollar. It was put into the agreement that in the event Mr. Forsyth wants to push it through in the future, that he helps pay for those improvements and puts in curb, gutter, and sidewalk up to the road. In order to open up 800 South to main street, UDOT would require that the city does it, not Family Dollar. Family Dollar encroached on the city street, repairing the road is included in the contract. MOTION: Council Member Aaron Cox moved to authorize the Mayor to sign the agreement. Motion seconded by Council Member Wayne Hardy. All in favor, motion carried.  

Approval of Recording of Deed for Dockstader Property (8:33 am)

Attorney Kanell contacted Ms. Dockstader a few years ago regarding the property on main street. She was given the option of taking care of the property or deeding it to the city and nothing was completed by the family at that time. She was contacted recently and she is in a long term care facility with no way of taking care of it. Her son contacted and asked Mr. Kanell if they could still deed the property to the city. Mr. Kanell asked the council if they wanted to accept the deed? City Administrator Bealer explained that the reason why they were recently contacted was because the city did an emergency abatement, boarding up the store front. We needed to bill them for the work done, that is why they were contacted. Mayor Davis stated there is a health issue with that building as well as the the pub property located next door, which is caving in and there is mold. Both buildings are presenting health concerns  The next process the city needs to address is the old bar property. Council Member Cox asked how much to tear it down? Mayor Davis responded that it would not cost much to tear it down, but the abatement, we have to do a study, would be costly. Attorney Kanell - we have a sewer issue on main street, there is really not much slope that comes on the sewer line. If we were to do a redevelopment program, we will want to look at sewer improvements. With the growth and development to the south, the subdivisions, it will all flow back to main street and we are likely to start getting back ups at some point. Foreman Stewart stated that actually it all comes down 100 West to 200 North and ties together. He explained how main streets sewer flowed. Council Member Cox asked Foreman Stewart if he had any concerns with it backing up. Foreman Stewart replied that not really explaining that we never had problems with the old KB and Hong Kong. Attorney Kanell thought we had problems with it backing up when there were more businesses on main street. Council Member Cox asked how much would it cost to have an abatement? Mayor Davis said it was about $8,000 to have someone look at the city office at 26 South 100 West. City Administrator Bealer asked if city could hold off on the deed until the May 19 meeting? Will be meeting with Jesse Ralphs to discuss site plans this Thursday. Attorney Kanell cite if the city doesn’t take it now, will eventually have to deal with it, the family does not have the means to take care of it. City would be avoiding all that work in the future if we took it now. Council Member Netto suggested taking it now, we have done this with other buildings during his term. It is inevitable that we will end up with it. Would like to try to obtain the pub property and do both at one time. Attorney Kanell has the deed ready for the Dockstader property if the council is ready. MOTION: Council Member Troy Netto moved to accept the deed and have Attorney Kanell record it. Motion seconded by Council Member Aaron Cox. All in favor, motion carried. 
Discuss Parking on Main Street and 400 South (8:44 am)
Mayor Davis reported that this agenda item will continue to be monitored. Doesn’t appear to be a problem. If it becomes an issue in the future we will address it. City Administrator Bealer reported that there really has not been a problem. The complaint has been that Circle Four employees are parking on the south side of 400 South. They (the complainant) don’t want them to park there, but it is public parking and the city cannot enforce who parks on street parking. She has monitored it since the city moved into this location and there is not a problem. She has not heard citizen’s complain, she does not think that there is a problem. Mayor Davis has only heard from two elderly citizen’s who had to park down the street a ways due to trucks being parked in front of the office. 

Council Member Karrie Davis entered at 8:45 am Council Member Karrie Davis commented that she felt 10 minute parking signs needed to be put up and we need to be respectful to our neighbors and doesn't feel it is a big deal to put a sign up. 
Discuss County Involvement in Community Center (8:45 am) 

Council Member Netto has read the letter and other than not knowing the particulars on the bond payments yet, it looks good. He was glad to see them wanting to participate. Is there any action needed? City Administrator Bealer explained that we need a memorandum of understanding. Mayor Davis cited that the MOU would be drawn up after the meeting with Jesse Ralphs, once the site plans are established. 

Discuss Pertinent Budget Items (8:48 am)

City Administrator Bealer has been working on the tentative budget. She needs input from the council. 

Wages - Is the council wanting to give raises and if so, how much. COLA is 1.7%. Geoff Martin has resigned due to a relocation to Vegas. She went to the airport with him and it took about an hour to complete the reports and do all inspections required. He is paid $9.00 and hour and is averaging 50 hours per pay period. We need to decide if city will be advertising the position or utilize existing employees and compensate them. Lisa Thompson could do the reports by remoting into the airport system, Administrator Bealer cannot do the reports due to internal controls as she reconciles them. She has talked to the crew about having Riley Rose and Lance Alger dip the tanks, sump the tanks, and do perimeter checks. Office staff feels they could take care of the janitorial at the city office until the new building is built, at which time it could be contracted out. Grass at the airport could be taken out and replaced with low maintenance cover (rock or asphalt). Council Member Hardy supported that idea, then there is no maintenance. Mayor Davis feels the current employees can cover the responsibilities rather than advertising the position. Council Member Davis asked how many rides Geoff was giving and asked if we should see if Penny’s Diner would be willing to provide that service, it seems most of the traffic into town was going there any way. Council Member Hardy said that the FAA stated that we needed to knock down weeds around the lights. Otherwise we got a good report. EC Source contract is up at the end of the month. Contract states 30 day written notice from EC and we have not heard from them. Attorney Kanell asked if the agreement had a holdover provision? Council Member Russell Smith asked about the cameras at the airport. Administrator Bealer reported that it has not happened yet, it will be discussed with Armstrong. The helicopters will not count as they won’t be picked up by the cameras. Discussed IP Funds, Administrator Bealer explained that it won’t be affected as we have been banking the funding for bigger projects. We will still get our big projects done. Attorney Kanell explained that the agreement goes to month-to-month after the 30th until terminated by either party. He suggested that city gives EC Source 30 day notice near May 30th. Administrator Bealer will write up a letter and have Attorney Kanell review it. Administrator Bealer asked council if they wanted to utilize staff or advertise Geoff’s position explaining that it did not need to be a permanent decision, she is just wanting to get the budget prepared with true figures so the council could see what it would do to the bottom line. The tentative budget will be adopted in the May 19 meeting and then we will have work meetings to get it finalized. Council Member Netto asked if reassigning the airport duties would increase the current employee’s hours. Administrator Bealer replied that it would not increase the crews hours, but would increase the hours for Lisa. She and Mayor Davis have talked about it, and feel Lisa’s hours need to increase. Council Member Smith asked if the hours weren’t going to be increased, what is the point of increasing their pay? If they are putting in the same amount of hours, what does it matter what they are doing? City Administrator Bealer explained that the city has no salary scale and these are the three lowest paid permanent employees. Council Member Cox has asked her to put a salary scale together, and she is working on it but the council needs to decide where to place people on the pay range. Council Member Davis stated that giving them a raise because they are too low on the salary scale is one thing, but to give them a raise to do what they should already be doing is different. Council Member Hardy agreed, if they were just going to be sitting at the shed while Foreman Stewart does the well checks, they may as well take fifteen minutes and go do perimeter checks and check tanks. Council Member Davis commented that, just like her concern with the library, she did not want to pay part time employees full time benefits so if we are increasing Lisa’s hours she would like them to stay below the benefited threshold unless she is going to work forty hours per week, which she does not feel we need yet. Mayor Davis stated he felt the hours for the administrative assistant needed to be increased. She is sitting on three boards and there are a lot of administrative needs that come with that. She is going to have to get involved in grant writing and it is going to take a lot of time and effort. It won’t be an overnight process, it is going to take years and he does not feel the current staff has time, so unless someone else wants to attend these meetings, we need more time for staff. Council Member Davis stated if we need Lisa to do all that stuff then maybe we shouldn’t ask to her be on all these boards. Mayor Davis replied that then maybe we need to find someone from the council to set on these boards. City Administrator Bealer explained that the city has ran status-quo for so long, for instance, we don’t have a water master plan, we don’t have a sewer master plan, we’ve had to let things just go, running status-quo, and it’s scary because if something real big were to happen in this town, and it may never happen, but it might, we need to start preparing for the future or we are going to find ourselves in trouble. We want to start working on big projects like that but it is going to take time. But we can continue to run the way are, and that’s fine if that is what the council wants. Council Member Cox asked what the max hours she (Lisa) could work before we have to pay benefits. City Recorder Seifers explained that benefited positions are set by the council and are not regulated by state or federal when you have less than 50 employees, the council determines what is a benefited position. Council Member Netto stated he was uncomfortable discussing this in front of the employees it is affecting. It sounds personal when he doesn’t think anyone means for it come off that way. He felt better if they could discuss it with just the council, he suggested budgeting $12,000 for next year and then hold a meeting to discuss how they want to move forward into the new year. He felt comfortable discussing raises. City Administrator Bealer explained that the city can no longer transfer water and sewer to off set the general fund due to changes in the statute. She is trying figure out the budget while being able to give a true picture of the budget so when they go into their next meeting it can be dissected. Council Member Netto suggested going into executive session today to talk about those issues. City Recorder Seifers reminded the council that they can’t do that unless it is to discuss the character or competency of an individual, their deliberations needed to be done publicly. If they don’t want the employees in the meeting that is fine, but they can’t just close the meeting. Council Member Davis did feel that there needs to be a cost of living raise. Council Members Netto and Cox agreed. Administrator Bealer said there was a percentage set but it was distributed across the board so all employees got the same amount of increase, asking if the council wanted to do the same this year. Council Member Cox revisited the salary scale. Administrator Bealer stated that would take another meeting where the council could sit down and look at it for each job. Mayor Davis stated that there was a pay scale, but it does need to be redone. The council is going to have to sit down and make those determinations. Council wants a 2% raise distributed among the employees. Administrator Bealer revisited the airport. With Geoff leaving, if they are not going to advertise his position, we probably need to get Lisa trained, and the crew, trained, if that is the direction they want to take. Council Member Hardy suggested that they go with the city crew, asking Foreman Stewart for his input. Foreman Stewart replied that the crew was good with it with a raise. Council Member Smith commented that they are working eight hours a day, so what is the difference if they are at the airport or pulling a weed. Administrator Bealer felt that the crews job has changed, they, over time, have had more and more added on. She suggested that they get back to the basics, maintaining the parks, upkeeping equipment, and when little things that creep up, for instance, the scoreboard at the pavilion is out, we need to contact an electrician to go up and fix it rather than send our crew to spend five hours trying to fix it. If we can simplify their tasks instead of trying to have them fix everything on their own. Council Member Davis asked if we were still down a crew member. Administrator Bealer explained that there was a five man crew and when Cory (Beebe) left, the remaining four crew members were given a raise rather than replacing a crew member. Then they went back to five, increased to six, and now they are back to four. Foreman Stewart added that they always had summer hires too. Administrator Bealer and Council Member Netto have discussed 1.5 men for summer hire which will be added in the budget. Council Member Cox does not feel salary adjustments should be made for things the crew should already be doing. Mayor Davis feels the job descriptions need to be reviewed with the salary scale review. Council Member Netto likes the idea of absorbing those airport duties but we don’t have a plan in place. He is not sure what the best answer is. Need to consider and explore it. He suggested putting $12,000 into the budget. He would like to find someone who is passionate about the airport that could help promote it. Council discussed ways to promote the airport, revisiting contracting it out. Mayor Davis said since 9/11 the traffic has been a lot slower. Administrator Bealer summarized that the position will not be advertised at this time. Lisa will do the paperwork and the crew will do three days a week until the budget has been revisited, temporarily. Will budget for a 2% wage increase across the board as a amount for everyone. Does the council want to try to increase hours at the library? Mayor Davis felt that it needs to happen. Increase Lisa’s hours? Council Member Netto asked to include it in the budget, but include the hours that would be increasing and for what duties. 

Grader - The county is not going to be able to assist us as they have in the past, if they do, they will have to bill us. Administrator Bealer talked to Century Equipment and Foreman Stewart is talking to Wheeler Equipment. Century told her that for about $100,000, the city could get a good used grader. They offer a program where the city could make a yearly payment for five years at approximately 5.5% interest. She felt that if we need a grader, this would be the best route to take. The county did not provide an hourly rate for the grader. Council Member Netto thought the going rate was around $90 per hour. Man hours would probably be added to that. Council discussed needing grading on an as needed basis. Council Members Netto and Davis felt we should use the county or Rollins and have them track and bill the city and see what the year looks like. Council Member Netto felt that the city could schedule in advance to have grading done where needed three times a year. The city’s old grader was very old and the crew didn’t like to operate it, it was also costly to maintain. Council Member Smith asked how many hours of grading on the roads the city did per year? Foreman Stewart estimated about 400 hours a year.  Foreman Stewart stated that the county had one that they would be turning back in this fall, but it had a whole lot of miles on it. He thought Cory told him it would be about $16,000. Council Member Cox wants a grader, he is all for it, but he would like to shop around for one in the $50,000 range. Attorney Kanell asked if the city could use water and sewer funds toward a grader or if it had to strictly come out of transportation funds. Administrator Bealer thought the water and sewer funds could be used, would probably have to do a third out of each fund. Council Member Davis commented on the crews capabilities of running a grader, concerned that there wasn’t enough training provided when Marc (Horton) was still on the crew. Foreman Stewart stated that he and Derek Griffiths both had some time on the grader and Travis (Hatch) was being trained on it when the grader broke down. Council Member Cox stated that he would like to have our roads as nice as possible and the only way to do that is to have our own equipment. He would like to see in the future tearing out some of these roads and having a grader to repave them. There are a lot of issues with the roads. Council Member Netto stated he was not against a grader, he was against a $100,000 grader next year. Council Member Cox would like to look for something, not quite in that price range. Council Member Netto replied that even if it is a $50,000 grader, he wants to understand how we are going to utilize a $50,000 grader next year. Attorney Kanell discussed lease-to-own options. Administrator Bealer recommended holding off on a grader this next year, not that she doesn’t support it, but when the audit comes back in we will have a true picture of where we are with the General Fund. We were $211,000 in the negative, we are currently at $72,000 in the positive, but those are not audited figures. We could have our audit back by September and will be in a better position to make a decision. Council Member Davis suggested hiring it out the next year and tracking the use and costs, taking into consideration if we have problems getting the grader when needed or not getting the results we want hiring it out, then we can say yes, we can say yes we want to buy a grader the next year. Council Member Cox asked where else it could be utilized stating that there are multiple places you could utilize that equipment. In the past he has commented several times that he wished we had a grader. Foreman Stewart explained that it would be a lot easier to fill in and fix the gutters with a grader. Council Member Cox stated that we are having to do sub par jobs because we don’t have the equipment. Mayor Davis said if we aren’t doing large jobs all the time, there are smaller graders that we could get and better utilize for smaller maintenance projects; we cannot justify $100,000 for what little we do. We may be better off to contract those jobs out. Administrator Bealer discussed getting training for the crew and renting out equipment as needed. She asked how many hours per year a grader is used so she could put some figures together for the budget. Foreman Stewart said they did a couple of days four or five times a year. She estimated at $125 per hour, and estimated 400 hours per year came to $50,000. Council Member Netto cited that if we really think we are going to rent one out for 400 hours, we better buy one. Council Member Cox would like to do more maintenance and would like to find a grader in that range. Administrator Bealer asked council for figures to include in the budget. Council Member Smith would like to make payments over a few years rather than all next year. Foreman Stewart to get information on the county grader. $20,000 will be put into the budget.

Economic Development - Mayor Davis explained that the Economic Development board has been set up with representatives from all the cities, service districts, and the county. Mayor Davis is not pleased with having to come up with $113,000 to hire Better City to come and evaluate rehabilitating down town. They want to hire a part time employee to do this work and help the administrative assistant. They want the cities to commit to paying each year. Economic Development should go after that funding and not put it on the cities. The city is better off going to CIB and CDBG and getting funding. We are better off going in house than asking them to do it. Council Member Netto did felt our past participation with economic development did not yield much and has concerns with the city making a commitment without knowing what the expected outcome will be. Mayor Davis shared that concern and agreed. He has asked them to come meet with every city council, service district, and entity and make presentation of the direction the board wants to take and the outcome. Attorney Kanell did not think it was fair to say that Rob Adams was not effective in getting development in the county. Council Member Netto stated that there have big projects in the county but he feels the economic development needs to remain within the city, not the county. He may have misstated what his position was. Milford City’s bigger issue today is developing main street and housing. 

Bids for library stair renovations - Administrator Bealer had Tushar Contracting bid three options. She recommended option 2. Council Member Davis reported that the Library Board wanted to put in a patio off the front entrance. Administrator Bealer recommended going with Option 2 and then if the Library Board wanted a deck perhaps they could raise the funds. When she talked to Nate about a concrete or wood deck, the wood deck would be cheaper. Council Member Cox was concerned with maintenance of a wood deck. Council Member Davis was concerned with a deck ending up costing more than the quote, meeting code requirements of a commercial establishment. Council Member Netto asked if there was any one concerned with maintaining the appearance from the front. Council Member Davis replied that they weren’t necessarily concerned with that, they were more concerned with adding a place for people to sit and read. A deck is nice but not necessary. Council Member Davis liked Administrator Bealer’s recommendation that the budget be set at an amount for the project and if the Library Board needed more funding for additional improvements, they raise the money for it. Council Members Cox and Netto supported that. $5,000 to be included in the budget.

City Administrator Bealer reported that the Tentative FY2015-2016 Budget would be adopted on May 19th and then a budget work session will be scheduled.  

Council Members Troy Netto and Russell Smith were excused at 10:03 am

OLD BUSINESS

Update on Sheriff Contract/County Wide Tax Options (10:03 am)

Milford City has been working with Beaver City. Paul (Barton) went to the county and got actual figures. The county would have to increase their tax by .000394 and each city would have to decrease theirs by the same  amount for it to be a wash for the tax payers. The committee is trying to schedule to meet with Minersville Town and then would like to take it to the county commission and see where it goes from there. It is moving along. If council has any concerns, let Administrator Bealer know. Council supported the committee pursuing their efforts. Attorney Kanell suggested looking at the contract for language regarding the Sheriff’s Department being the town marshal, and city enforcement. 

Update on Horn Silver Estate/Main Water Line Easement (10:10 am)

Attorney Kanell researched this reporting that the city has a main water line that goes down 600 North from the water tank. The water tank was done in the early 1980’s. During his research, he found an easement from Neil Bradshaw in 1982 going from the tank south along 700 west, which wasn’t there at the time, that went to the North Milford Manor Subdivision, which he put in. It was a 25 foot easement at that time. So the water line went down that easement until it got into the city street on 700 West. The city then put a water line down 600 North. He discovered that in 1995 he gave the city a 66 foot wide easement and it went over the same property that was heading south along 700 West, but it also includes the property on 600 North. Then, a year or two later, he and Sam Florence got the Granite View Estates Subdivision plat approved and that plat was developed so that it included this 66 foot 600 North Street, which basically takes it from 700 West to 300 West. So the plan was all along it that it sets right along a section line so the plan was supposed to be that the property owner would give 33 feet on each side of the section line for a 66 foot right of way. The problem is that on 600 North as you go off of main street, that was that county road that went around the racetrack for all of our lives, and all of our grandparents lives, and so that was a county road. When those county roads were put in, there was never any paperwork done, there was never any easements or anything. Those county roads are established just by having been there for so long. And, so, that road was there so we assumed that the county road was the easement so we ended up putting the line all the way to main street, which was a main line. He was not sure when we put it in, but he assumed it was put in for any additional pressure needed for growth. He told Paul Porter it has been put in for at least twenty years. That property was originally done as a mobile home park, not a subdivision, so we didn’t care about the streets and stuff. Then they came in and did the Horn Silver Subdivision and what they did was they went right to the section line with the subdivision and we were supposed to make them move back 33 feet so we had the road. So, that is the problem that we have. Foreman Stewart has looked at that water line, which is an 8 inch water line. It comes about two feet north of the sidewalk. Paul Porter has built a house, luckily it is on two lots and is on lot two, so it really shouldn’t be a problem as long as he knows we have an easement there and they can’t build any structures over our easement. There isn’t any plan to do that and Paul told Attorney Kanell he will do that through the rest of the lots so they won’t go over the easement. Administrator Bealer will contact Mary Thomas and have her disclose that lot goes right over the main line. The roads in Horn Silver are in bad shape and were not accepted by the city. Mr. Porter said he will pay for the materials for a chip seal on the roads, but he is only willing to do certain roads. He believes that BHA and individual owners should pay for their roads. Administrator Bealer asked Attorney Kanell in regards to the easement, do we record something or use it as a prescriptive easement? Attorney Kanell replied prescriptive. Sidewalk along 600 North is poured over the main water line.

If the deputies want to stay in the building they need to address the council. The building has been deemed as unsafe for occupancy. The deputies have been expressing to others that they want to stay in the building. The only correspondence received from the county is that they haven’t made a decision on where to move yet, they plan to be out by June 1. 
·  Annual Fraud Training is required each year. She will schedule a review of the training. 
·  Recreation Project - Travis Mayer’s family donated $1,000 to have a bench installed and it was never purchased. They would like to know if the bench could be installed at the cemetery, they would put it on an apron. Their plots are near Potter’s Field. Council was supportive.

·  Discussed the culvert on 100 East and 300 South. There are problems with semi’s making that turn, due to the drainage ditch. Duke Barnes, who owns property on the north side, said he would put in some river rock and road base at his expense. Foreman Stewart and Mayor Davis looked at it and are concerned with the flow. Foreman Stewart did not feel that rock would work. Put on next agenda.

·  Have the beautification letters been sent? Administrative Assistant Thompson verified that the letters had been sent.  
Council Member Cox 
·  Inquired about B&C Road funds. Administrator Bealer explained that the B&C funds were changing due to recent litigation. We need to get cities together. Administrator Bealer is putting in the same amount as last year. Council Member Cox requested what the city has put into it for the past five years and stated he would like to have the road area measured again, it was advised in that (UDOT) meeting.

·  Council Member Smith asked about the stop sign at 900 South Main. Administrator Bealer explained that UDOT maintains signs on main street and center street.
·  Cemetery trees: the dead branches were cutoff but they weren’t completely trimmed back. There are problems with the doves and they are making a mess. Administrator Bealer to contact DWR - Keith Day.
