The purpose of the public hearing was to hear comments on Interfund Services Provided for Municipal Use.  

Mayor Davis called for comments.

· There is a resolution that will be presented during the regular session. We will have to do this annually due to the new law implemented last year. 
· City Administrator Bealer explained we used to make a transfer every year from water and sewer back to the general fund. We can no longer do this. Enterprise Funds cannot transfer into General without a loan agreement. The new tentative budget has been offset by pulling the utility clerk’s wages out of water and sewer. 
· Mayor Davis asked if the state explained why they did this. Administrator Bealer explained that this was the common practice of most cities but is no longer allowed. They do not want the Enterprise Funds supporting the General Fund, rather, they want the General Fund to be self sufficient. 
· MBA – Administrator Bealer was concerned with closing it out as recommended by the auditor. Attorney Kanell contacted the auditor’s office to talk about the legalities; they are looking into it. Mr. Kanell suggested changing that line to lease payment for the library.
