
MINUTES
OF THE
REGULAR MEETING
OF THE ORANGEVILLE CITY COUNCIL
HELD ON
WEDNESDAY,
MAY 13, 2015


Present at said meeting were:  Mayor Roger Swenson, Council members Carol Stilson, Kent Wilson, Carole Larsen, Tom Baltzer and Ben Orgill.  City Recorder Ruane Leeflang.  Excused City Treasurer Cindy Nielson.

Also present:  Larry Dow, Brandon and Drake Hoffman

Mayor Swenson opened the meeting at 7:30pm.  Carol Stilson offered the prayer and Kent Wilson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

1.  PUBLIC COMMENTS – none

2.  APPROVAL OF BILLS AND WARRANTS
Kent Wilson moved to approve all bills and warrants as presented.  Second Carol Stilson.  Voting:  Tom Baltzer – aye, Carole Larsen – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Carol Stilson – aye, Ben Orgill – aye.  Motion passed.

3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
Mayor Swenson noted that the shed at the park does belong to Orangeville City. Tom Baltzer moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting with the above correction.  Second Carole Larsen.  Motion passed.

4.  LAWRENCE DOW – RENTAL OF COMMUNITY CENTER
Mr. Dow informed the council that he has been teaching martial arts for 25 years but  has been teaching in Ferron.  He does have three families that would like to continue their training.  Mr. Dow would like to use the Community Center for a couple of days a week.  He would be able to move days if someone else needed to use the building.  He would bring everything that he needs.  Kent Wilson felt that if he uses the building  one day a week he should pay $30.00 per month and if he uses the building two days a week he should pay $60.00 per month.  Mayor Swenson suggested that we be sure to get an indemnification agreement and a rental agreement.  Mrs. Leeflang will contact the insurance company to see if there will be any conflicts.  It was decided to let Mr. Dow rent the building.

5.  RENTAL OF CITY COUNCIL ROOM
Mrs. Leeflang explained that since there was new carpet and new chairs in the council room that maybe the rental amount should be changed.  Kent Wilson moved to raise the deposit for rental of the city council room to $100.00 and keep the rental at $35.00.  Second Carole Larsen.  Voting:  Ben Orgill – aye, Carol Stilson – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Carole Larsen – aye, Tom Baltzer – aye.  Motion passed.

6.  DISCUSS SAFETY COMMITTEE
After discussion it was determined that we would need a chairman, a city employee, a fire department member, three citizens, an office worker, and a council person.  Ben Orgill will get in contact with the person considered for chairman.


7.  WATER SHARE PURCHASE	
Kent Wilson stated that he had been in a meeting with Craig Johansen of Cottonwood Creek Irrigation, and that two blocks of water are available.  This water has not been used for 25-30 years.  The Service District has 210 shares that would pay roughly $30.00 per year plus the costs of assessments each year.  The Service District cannot own shares of water.  They have negotiated to give Orangeville one-half.  There would be seventy-nine shares of common and 39-40 of class B for a total of 105 shares.  This would cost about$7,000.00 to $8,000.00 up front.  Kent Wilson moved to approve the purchase of 105 shares of water from the Special Service District and to take the money out of the Water Share Fund.  Second – Carole Larsen.  Voting:  Ben Orgill – aye, Carol Stilson – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Carole Larsen – aye, Tom Baltzer. – aye.  Motion passed.

8.  WATER RESTRICTIONS
Kent Wilson had informed the canal company about our restrictions and they feel we will actually consume more.  We used 672 acre ft. last year.  Mr. Wilson suggests we go back to the same restrictions as 2014 which is three days a week Mon., Wed., Fri., Tues., Thurs., Sat.  Agricultural users will use the same schedule as 2014.  Carol Stilson moved to allow watering 2-3 days per week picking their days.  No watering on Sun.  Water one time a day either morning or night.  Hours 5-10am and 5-10pm.  Agriculture users remain the same as 2014.   Second Carole Stilson.  Motion passed.

9.  APPROVAL OF NEW CITY EMPLOYEE
Mayor Swenson explained that he, Tom Baltzer and Ben Orgill had interviews on Mon. night and had two good interviews.  They selected Allen Childs to replace Steve Miner at the cemetery.  Carole Larsen asked if they have specific duties.  The Welcome Park looks awful and needs some attention.  Mayor Swenson stated that they do but they can be moved elsewhere.  Part of the problem at the Welcome Park is that the dirt is not good.  Ben Orgill moved to approve the hiring of Allen Childs to be the maintenance worker at the cemetery.  Second Tom Baltzer.  Motion passed.

10.  ANIMAL CONTROL – KATLIN BELL
Katlin asked the council what to do about cats.  A lot of cats are diseased.  He has recently caught seven cats and all were diseased.  It was felt that he should get hold of Price Animal Control officer and see what their policies are.  Also maybe get three more traps.

11.  APPROVE 2015-2016 UTILITY FEE SCHEDULE
Mrs. Leeflang explained that Emery Sanitation is requesting a 3% increase.  Carole Larsen moved to approve the 2015-2016 Utility Fee Schedule.  Second Carol Stilson.  Kent Wilson abstain.  Motion passed.

12.  APPROVAL OF 2015-2016 TENTATIVE BUDGET
Mayor Swenson asked the council to look at sales and use tax, which has decreased significantly.  The total revenue for 2015-2016 is $441,089.  This does include a 3% raise for employees.  Kent Wilson moved to accept the 2015-2016 tentative budget.  Second Carole Larsen.  Voting:  Ben Orgill – aye, Carol Stilson – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Carole Larsen – aye, Tom Baltzer – aye.  Motion passed.

13.  SET DATE, TIME, AND PLACE FOR PUBLIC HEARING TO APPROVE 2015-2016 BUDGET
Tom Baltzer moved to set the date for 2015-2016 budget hearing on June 10, 2015 at 7:30 at Orangeville City Hall 25 North Main.  Second Carole Larsen.  Motion passed.

14.  PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION
Carole Larsen commented that at their last P&Z meeting they went over different sections in the code book.  She also discussed the cat problem and the dog problem with having too many people having three dogs.  Do we send out a note stating that the city will be more aggressive in enforcing our policy of only two dogs and also the noise ordinance.  Also, would it be possible to identify people that might have building lots they maybe would be willing to sell?
